In
the anthracite district he said 90 per cent
of the minens will strike. ts :
" In calculating, the men who are likely
40 strike in the eoft coal districts he
said, he found that the miners there were
much ‘weaker .in organization than was
supposed, and he based his calculations on
ther proportion of non-union-men and the
result of former soft coal etrikes.

“Ag to_ anthracite,” he said, “the aver-
age summer consumption is 2,000,000 tons
& month-and the average winter consump-
“tion “throughout the country is - 8,000,000
tons @ month. Up io the present the
winter consumption has been far behind
the quantity mined. About 16,000,000 tons
‘of anthracite have been mined in excess
of the demand and there-are nearly two
months before April 1 in which coal can
be mined. For eome time back the rail-
toad companies have been stocking up
anthracite and they never had such a
large supply before.” :

Mr, Fleming estimated that allowing
for edd»\waslgm there weuld . be easily.
a five months’ supply of anthracite on
band on April 1. i .

The prospect’ of a coal stfike has revived
interest in the coal supply stations which
ithe various railroad companies have con-
structed near the city since the last strike
in the anthracite regioms. One of the
langest of these is at Coalburg, N. J., on
the line of the New York, Susquehannp
and Western Railroad, which that com-
pany has eelected as a Teserve station. At
the Coalburg plant it was estimated yes-
terday there are 200 tons of coal.

The Central Railroadjof New Jersey has
established a yard eimilarly equipped at
Hampton, N. J. :

To tthe President and Directors of the

Gentlemen:—Your construction com-
mittee pegs to report that during toe past
year the work of improvement nas been
continued by employing two men besiges
the uwo permanent men, tne former part
of the season, and later adding anovher
man ‘to the force,

In the sprung and part of the eummer
months tne mien were engaged putting in
order the drives and walks, awso the wire
enclosures for the fowus in the lake,

‘Lhe work in Highland Park wae limited
to burning tMe bushes cut from tone drive
the fall before,

The latter half of the season all the
force has been occupied in widening and
improving the Mount Pleasant Avenue
entrance. His Honour, Judge Barker, has
given a piece off thie Ntrtu §stern corner
of hig grounds, and Mms, r. A. Steteon
has. expressed her wilhingness allow
the park a piece of land off the northwest-
ern corher of her grounds, thus permit-
ting much better lines for the extension.

Gardener’s Report

To the presidetit and, diréetors of the St.

John Horticultural. Association:

Gentlemen,—Last winter was unusual
for its geverity and for the abundance of
snow, which caused considerable work in
keeping a road open for, travel through
the gardens; the spring was late, requir-
ing a great amount of work to be done:in
little time. . ' =

The bulbs planted the fall before flower-
ed well. and were mmch admired by .citi-
‘zens’and. visitors to the gardens. As the
season advanced the bulbs were removed
and the beds set with other glants which
did mot do o well “as expeoted in all
cases on account of the coolness of the
sammer, but the favorable remarks made

by citizens and visibérs from: many parts|

of the world about the beauty. of the lawns
and gardens in.general were numerous and
very congratulatory. The increase of vist-
tors was much in advance of the previ-
ous sumMmer.

The tuberous begonias grown in the
green house were much edmired, as was
also the design _of the ship, “Victory,” in
commemoration of Lord Nelson and the
Battle of Trafalgar.

About fifty (50) leads of. gravel were
put on the 1 last epring. This was
got on the gpdunds the previous fall.

New and extra work beside the general
care of the gardens was the digging up

On page 4 of today’s Times is copied an
article from the Halifax Recorder com-
paring the ports of St. John and Halifax
and claiming that St. John has received
ample returns for the money- expended
in harbor improvements.

The Recorder says the city has expend-
ed $737210 in fourteen years, on which
the interest would be $226.311 while the
receipts have been $472,651 or a net profit
of $246,340.

The Recorder’s article was shown to
Alderman Baxter this morning. He said
the article was manifestly incorrect as the
wharves on the east side had evidently
been included in the  statement. These
wharves are revenue producing proper-
ties, but the west side wharves are not.
He then gave figures to show that the
Recorder’s article was wrong.

In 1902 the gross revenue from the
Sand Point wharves for side and top
wharfage was $6,756.98. In that year
charges for repairs, supplies and labor on
these wharves, without taking into ac-
count, the commissions on collections of
revenues or premiums on fire insurance
on the property amounted to $3,14%98.1In
1903 the revenue was $4,499.10 and ex
penditures for the same purposes $6,760.41
not taking into gonsideration the losses
from fire that year. In 1904 the revenue

was $6,511.42 and expenditures $5,310.91.

to about $35,000. -

There has been considerable expenditure
from current account, for which deben-
dures have not been issued, so that the
funded debt does not represent the city’'s
total expenditure. :

The imposing of tolls this winter hus
been done largely in view of the wharf
construction which is now in progress,
and which, when completed, will double
the accommodation on the West Side of
the harbor,

It will readily be seen by the foregoing
figures that no revenue has been derived
from the Sand Point facilities in past
years, ‘and the undertaking of the con-
struction of the new property will absorb
all that is now being derived from the
charges imposed on present facilities.

It may not be generally. known that two
wharves on the eastern side of the harbor,
‘the public wharf and pier and the Reed’s
Point wharf together, produce a larger
gross revenue than the entire Carleton
properties. In 1904 the gross revenues
amounted to upwards of $8,000.

The $35,000 (composing the interest and
sinking fund) in taxation would equal a
rate of 14 cents on a hundred dollars.
Thus if the nationalization of the ports
was accomplished, it would mean a reduc-
