They
said they were dissatisfied with the food
and the accommodation given them, and
decided to complain; that they invited
the captain on deck and one of their
number quietly made the complaint and
asked for better food and cleaner quar-
ters. They say the captain at once dis-
charged their spokesman, and they went
out with him, fifteen in all, including the
second engineer, oilers, firemen and deck
crew. They say there was no quarrel
at all, and that the’ statement to that
effect does them a grave injustice.
