The Irish 
party has a long, unb-oken tradition be­
hind it of single-minded and self- 
sacrificing devotion to the cause of Ire­
land, and probably many of Mr. Red­
mond’s countrymen might think he 
would have broken that tradition, or he 
would, at least, be charged with break­
ing it, were he to take any office 
Home Rule has been established.”

It has been suggested that the present 
opportunity is a good one to Include 
representativ-s of the dominions In the 
government, but as this would Involve a 
very great change it is not likely to be 
considered.
