Winnipeg, July 2—Sir Rodmond Rob- 

lin, on the stand this afternoon before 
the commission appointed to_ investigate 
the charges made by C. P. Fullerton, K. 
C, on behalf of fourteen private mem­
bers of the Manitoba legislature, declared 
he had no knowledge of any raatters^on 
which the charges were alleged to have 
been based, nor had he anything to do 
with the publication of the charges made. 
He stated that he was ignorant of any 
arrangements with the Liberals, save re­
garding the “saw-offs,” which he said 
had been customary in every election he 
had been interested in during the whole 
of his public life.

Counsel pointed out that Dr. McFad­
den, M. P. P., was one of the fourteen 
members mentioned, and that an ar­
rangement for a saw-off in connection 
with his election protest was one of the 
number proposed.

Sir Rodmond said that Dr. McFadden 
had known of the “saw-off” plan in 
connection with the protest against his 
own election, but had raised no objec­
tion. He did not think that a “saw-off” 
would be material for a royal commis­
sion’s investigation.

As to the money part of the charges, 
Sir Rodmond averred he had no knowl­
edge of any monetary transaction be­
tween his cabinet and the Liberals.

The ex-premier was examined as to 
the circumstances surrounding his resig­
nation. The negotiations had been car­
ried on by F. H. Phippen, who had fold 
him that Mr. Hudson had agreed' that 
the royal commission should cease its 
labors and a civil si#t be instituted 
against Kelly, provided Sir Rodmond re­
signed as premier. The plan had re­
ceived the approval of Chief Justice 
Howell and he heard later the chief jus­
tice had seen the commission in this con­
nection.

Regarding his resignation, he said the 
clause in connection with Mr. Hudson’s 
charges had been handed to him by Mr. 
Phippen and so far as he knew he had 
copied it accurately in his letter of resig­
nation. Shown the form Mr. Phippen 
had discussed with Mr. Hudson he ad­
mitted the wording was changed, but did 
not know whether Mr. Phippen’s copy 
handed to him was changed, or whether 
he had changed unintentionally in dic­
tating to his stenographer.

Hon. Mr. Hudson.
Hon. A. B. Hudson, attorney-general, 

was the first witness called this morn­
ing. His evidence, begun on Wednes­
day, was continued under cross-examin­
ation by Mr. Pitblado, Liberal counsel.

Mr. Fullerton read a telegram from 
W. N. Tilley, at Ottawa, that he was 
quite willing to come here and give evi­
dence, but could not fix any date.

Mr. Hudson said he had charge of the 
election petitions, and with the excep­
tion of one protest, no person had any 
authority to withdraw them without his 
consent, and he, in turn, must' have con­
sulted the committee. He never con­
sented to withdrawal of any petition, 
with the exception of that of Sir Rod­
mond Roblin. In that ease they had nol

W’asliington, July 2—President Wilson

At least half ot the boys the country 
over are leaving school as soon as the 
law allows, which is usually at 14 years 
of age. But only a small percentage 
leave through any real pressure from 
their parents. That Is, the great major- 
ity of parents favor education per se and 
are willing to make whatever sacrifice is 
necessary to continue their children in 
school.

On the other hand, the majority of 
employers who have work to offer which 
fs fit for these boys do not want them 
until they are at least 16 years old, and 
many not until they are 18. The amount 
of money which boys up to those ages 
can earn is certainly not in any degree 
an equivalent for the education which 
they should obtain in the two or four- 
year period. The almost universal plea 
on the part of the children is that they 
hate school and want to work. What 
does this mean? What part of school life 
do they hate and what part of shop life 
do they crave?

One of the paper’s correspondents who 
has had abundant opportunity to inves­
tigate these matters holds that the larg­
est cause of this defection is a lack of 
willingness to think and to take respon­
sibility. That is, it is a form of mental 
laziness. As he views the situation, a 
boy feeis that he can dodge responsibil­
ity for correct arithmetic, English and 
every little thing else he is taught in 
school by entering a shop. There, at his 
age he is only allowed to do work which 
is almost automatic in its nature, which 
requires almost no thought, and little at­
tention for its successful completion. He 
is only given work which does require 
thought ant) attention as he shows will­
ingness to do it which means that many 
never rise at all and the rest compara­
tively slowly.

To a boy 10 hours a day in the shop 
spells more liberty than five hours in a 
schoolroom, because in a shop he only 
does what he can easily do without men­
tal exertion and without worry. In the 
school room he is expected, at least, to 
be constantly on the alert and strained 
up to concert pitch.—American Ma­
chinist.
