In its summary of the iron, steel,
metal and machinery markets, Canadian
‘Machinery and Manufacturing News,
Toronto, makes the following comment
in its July 27 issue:—

That the railway shopmen’s strike i
the more serious factor to the steel in-
dustry is evident from the fact that the
coal strike started on April 1, and the
shopmen’s strike on July 1. The latter,
already, has had the effect of tying up
the supply of coal from Southern e¢oal
flelds to steel producers, The iron and
steel industry inereased its output in
May and June, the production being at
the rate of 86%; million tons a year,

while in December the rate was about|

twenty million tons.

Reports from steel centres in United
States show that many furnaces are now
being banked or blown out. It is pre-
dicted that, as a result of curtailment,
steel ingot production will go below
thirty million tons a year. Some com-

- | panies, as vet, have sufféred little. The

Carnegie steel, for example, has blown
out 6ne furnace, leaving thirty-eight in
operatien. :

Who will be affected the more, pro-
ducer or consumer? It is observed that
there are more consumers seeking to buy
for eprly mill shipment at premium
pri¢és and also buying from warehouses
at the stiff extra over-mill shipment
rates, and, on the other hand, consumers
in general display little interest in deliv-
eries for late in the year. This indicates
that there will be an attempt made to All
certain book orders promptly. After
that, consumers are not disposed to take
a chanc..

Producers are, on the othér hand,
showing a reticence about taking en
orders, and would probably be un-
‘willlng to consider fourth quarter busi-
ness. Regular bases prices femain, but
some premiums are being taken on eatly
delivery.

Actual buying demand for pig iren
ma{) develop at any time and this would
probably cause advances to fancy pries,
There

to keep within reasonable price bases,

 although it is difficult to predict what

may happen should the situation be-
come geriously a~*ravatéd.

It is often the case that the pros-
pective buyer has sométhing to offer as
exchange on a new deal, but it is evident
that the proposition does not go through
unless it has merit, as dealers seem to be
about fed up on anything that does not
look like good, straight legitimate busi-
ness. :

Montreal reports a continuance of
good business in galvanised sheets, mer-
chant bars, structural steel, small steel

BUSINESS MEN
WISH CONFERENCE

Suggested Federal Govern-
ment Get Agricultural ano
Other Interests Together.

Steps towards the holding of a con-
ference in which the agricultural, labor,
! Anancial and industrial interests of évery
ipart of Canada will be represented are
being launched by the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association. The best ways
of improving conditions should be dis-
cussed on Canadian lines with a view

to devising means of improving condi-
tions generally is the idea which the
Moritreal business men have in view, and
to that end a resolution will be laid
before the executive of the Quebec divi-
sion of the C. M. A, at its next sitting.

PAYING THE TAX
MONTHS TOO SOON

Some Ottawa Merchants For-
et That Levy on Receipts
Will Not be in Effect Until
January,

Ottawa, Aug. 8—The government
reaped a shall harvest yesterday from
local merchants who, misinterpreting the
meaning of the act in regard to the
tax on checks and receipts, placed
stamps on both these essentials of mod-
ein businéds. While the act demands
that these stamps be placed on checks
on and from August 1, it states special-
ly that receipts be mot taxed till Jan-
uary, 1928.

Speclal regilations have been enacted
whereby merchants having use for a
large number of stamps may establish
an actount with the government and
pay the tax thonthly instead of using
stamps. :

‘While fhe revenue from this source is
expected to be large, fio figures as to
the demand could be obtained. It is ex-
pected that these will be ready in about
a week.

RAILWAY EXCHANGE RATE,

Ottawa, Aug. 8—(Canadiati Press)—
The failway commission yesterday issued
a corrected memorandum respecting ex-
change charges on freight and passenger
business betwéén Canada and the United
Statees as follows:

“Thé rate of exchange in connection
with _shipments of freight between
poifits in Cdnada and the United States
ffom August 1, to August 14 inclusive,
will be 11-16 of ohe per cent. afid the
rete of surcharge on international pas-
senger business will be based on one
per ¢ent. exchange during the same
period. No stircharge will be assessed
on international fréight business.”

one which would naturally be left to
the federal authorities, and especially
the Minister of Trade and Commerce,
Hon. J. A. Robb, at present in England
dealing with business matters of his de-
partment.

Delays in Courts.

Another matter which the manufactu-
ers are keenly intérested in is the pro-
gress of cases through the civil éourts.
Of late the congestion has been excép-
itiona]ly heavy, and the matter has been
the subject of discussion already by the
‘ Council of the Bar, and representations
. made to Hon. Sir Lomer Gouin, Mini-
{ster of Justice. One of the results of
"these representations was legislation,
! passed in the closing days of the last
federal session providing for steps where-
by judges who are incapacitated would
i retire.  The situation is serious from a
business point of view, and to that end
the following resolution will be laid be-
fore the next sitting of the executive of
the Quebeé division:

“Resolved that the Quebec Division
of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Asso-
ciation, having a deep concern in the
prompt_and effective administration of
justiceqn this district, and wishing to
do-operate ifi any useful measure lead-
ing to this end, desires very respectfully
to draw the attention of the Council of
the Ba# of Montreal to the delays which
obtain in securing the hearing of cases
at the present time im the courts of
Monttell, and to urge that prompt mea-
sures be taken to relieve the present sit-
wation, with concurrent remewal of the
offer of this division of the association
to co-operate with any proper action
that may be taken.”

GETS RYAN'S
SHARE, CONTROLS
STUTZ STOCK

New York, Aug. 3—The controlling
interest in the Stutz Motor Car Com-
any was obtained yesterday by Géorge
. Burr of the Guaranty Trust Com-
pany when he bought 111,614 1-8 chares
at $20 a share at the auction of Allan A.
Ryan’s collateral. The total capitaliza-
tion erbraces 200,000 shares, and the
stock was selling at about $15 on the
curb market when Mr. Burr’s $20 bid
was successful at the auction, which
was to dispose of collateral held against
loans to Mr. Ryan, who recently failed

for $14,000,000.
