10173-10—9. Two interesting and inspiring addressee 
on civic affairs were given before the Y. 
M. A. of Trinity church at the annual 
meeting last evening. Commissioner H. 
B. Schofield reviewed the introduction of 
the commission system of government and 
some of its results. He outlined some of 
the things which the city needs, including 
the early establishment of an incinerator.

R. H. Bruce spoke on the possibilities 
of St. John, comparing its advantages with 
other cities of the dominion and the at­
tractions of the province with the other 
provinces. He predicted that St. Jôhn will 
become the greatest city in Canada.

During the early part of the evening 
the. officers of the Y. M. A. were selected 
as follows:

C. E. Upham. president; A. C. Ellis, 1st 
vice-president; F. deL. Clements, 2nd vice- 
president; C. J. Markham, secretary; E. 
F. Orr, treasurer; G.' Hevenor and P. 
Holder, managing committee: C. E. Up­
ham, C. J. Markham. H. Vincent, E. F. 
Orr, ushers committee.

Rev. R. A. Armstrong presided.

With the married men assembled , at a 
special service in the main body of the 
church, and the single men meeting in the 
chapel down-etairs, St. Peter’s church was 
again crowded to the doors last evening, 
and two powerful sermons were delivered, 
one by Rev. Father Hogan, C. SS. R., tp 
the married men. and the other by Rev. 
Father Scully, C. SS. R., to the single 
men. Both deliverances were forceful and 
appealing, and made a lasting impression 
on those in attendance. This morning at 
the early morning service at five o’clock, 
in shite of the disagreeable weatl^er, there 
was another very large gathering) of men.

The sermons last, evening dealt respect­
ively with the duties of the men of the 
married state to their God, their family 
and themselves, and of the single men to 
their God, their parents, and themselves.. 
Both were instructive, presenting the re­
quirements of each state in forceful man­
ner, inspiring the hearqre to lead better 
lives. Sins of intemperance and impurity 
were denounced. ' ’

Speaking in this connection Rev. Father 
Scully told the young men that the insane 
asylums were filled with those who had 
been addicted to drink or immoral living, 
and the great percentage of the patients 
therein were inmates of such institutions 
because of their passions in this regard. 
He spoke of the many temptations which 
beset the paths of life for the young man, 
and told how they should be avoidèd, 
how a substantial foundation should be 
laid in youth to make a sober, moral, in­
dustrious man in later life, and to this 
end he advised affiliation yith young men’s 
church societies, and the frequent recep­
tion of the sacraments.
