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During his palmiest days in the ministry his abilities in the pulpit
a8 an expositor of the Seriptures, and gravity of demeanor, were not
easily excelled ; and it may be truly said of him that he wasa
Christian gentleman.

His end was peace, Brother Betts was with him in his last
siokness, to whom he expressed his confidence that all was well.—
May we meet our Brother in heaven.
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
