DEATH OF SIX HUNDRED 
SLAVES BY SUFFOCATION. February 14th, 1 ?39 : Peter 

Clark, aged 19, residing at War­
ren-street, informed us that he was 
at Crostadt, mate on hoard the 
ship Trimdon, when Cholera ore- 
vailed at that place. There was 
much thunder and lightning at the 
time. 'There frequently fell du­
ring the night time, a quantity oi 
yellow substance, very like sul­
phur in appearance, which covered 
the water, the ship, and trie clothes 
which the sailors wore at the time. 
He saw, as well as ail the other 
sailors the captain take some of 
this substance arid place it upon a 
sheet of paper and hold it over a 
candle when it inflamed with a 
blue flame like what we observe 
when sulphur is submitted to a si­
milar process, it smelt like sul­
phur before it was submitted to 
the flame and also after it

“ The last accounts from the Mozam­
bique state that two slavers, one a ship 
and the other a brig, were wrecked in 
Mozamoi.ju. harbor during the hurricane 
from the southeast, but the crews of both 
and two hundred slaves on board the Wig, 
were saved. The ship had arrived the 
preceding day, and h. 1 not taken in any 
slave s. It v as reported of the brig, 
which was commanded bv a Spaniard, mat 
she origiualL had on board nine hundred 
slaves, hut during a hurricane, (in the pro­
secution of her voyage) the hat lies were 
battened down, and on opening them after 
the hurticane had subsided, it was disco­
vered that 300 cf the slaves had died 
from suffocation and want cf food. The 
gale re-commencing, the hatches 
battened down a second time, the conse­
quence of which was in additional 300 
slaves perished from the same causes, and 
100 of the remaining 300 slaves died 
the passage m Mozambique harbour, whi­
ther she repaired for the purpose cf get­
ting a further supply.”

The same paper, under the head of 
il Portuguese slaves—Further captures,” 
states that the brig Amazona Constante, 
of about 20t) tons, captured in the Mo­
zambique channel, February 23, bv 
H. M. S Modeste, and sent inio Simon's 
Bay, originally' had of slaves 050, of 
which about 50 are supposed to have uied 
during the voyage. Another vessel, with 
400 slaves on board, had also been 
tured- by H. M. S. Modeste, and 
hourly expected to arrive at Simon’s Bay, 
besides which she had run a vessel oc 
shore, where she had become a* -wreck ; 
but 25 slaves and 6 000 Spanish dollars 
had been taken out of her.

The slave trade up the east coast 
tinned with its usual spirit, and the Portu­
guese whaler the Elizal, Lopez master, 
had, while lying in Mocan.ba (12 miles 
south ot Mozambique harbour,) conveyed 
on board 200 slaves, the duty of 7 Spanish 
dollars per head being evaded, upon which 
intelligence the acting governor at Mo­
zambique despatched two armed boats af­
ter her, but they being without 
tion were kept oft) and the vessel sailed 
with her cargo bound to the Brazils. At 
Quilliinaine, the slave trade there 
carried on with the greatest activity, aud 
at Mozambique 1 arbour, it was calculated 
that during the months ending December 
last, no le-s than 12 000 slaves had been 
exported from that harbour alone.
