Hampstead, the northern suburb of
London, which 1s so well known all over
the world for its historic and literary
assoclationy, boadts many houses which
ware at one time residences of men whose
names have been handed down in his
tory. Perhaps the bast known of these
honses was that_eccupled by Dr. John-
son, and in which ba wrote his famous
poern on the **Vanity of Human Wishes''
in imitation of tha. Tenth Satire of
Juvenal

This house is about te be destroyed.
As has been the case with so many land-
marks, it must be pulled down to make
way for more modern structures. Hamp-
stead and Highgate are both famous in
the literary annals of the great oity of
which they were onoe outlying suburbs,
reached by country lanes and breezy up
lands. It was while staying in Hump-
steaa during the summer of 1748 thét
Dr. Johnson wrote his famous peem, and
it has been said that the days rpent in
that house must have been the happiest
of his none too happy life. Readersof the
grim phllosopher’s works will find it
hard te separate thls man from his well
known baunts in Fleet stzeet. His whole
life scems so pervaded with the atmos-
phere of his favorite coffes houmse that it
requires a severe stretch of the imagina
tion to ploture him enjoying himself
among the trees and flowers of the coun
t| try and it is doubtful {f nature did give
him much enjoyment. It isrecorded that
whenever the opportunity offercd, he
hustened o the city, to chat with the
