THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL AND THE

We aro glad to find that Mr, Blair has
not approved of the action of the mem-
bers of the government in the legislat-
ive council in voting against a bill to
abolish that body on Thursday last.
The fact that the bill was introduced by
Mr. Young, as we showed on Saturday,
made no difference, because the govern-
ment are pledged to abolish the council,
and considering the difficulties that are
involved in carrying out the pledge they
ought to adopt all and every fair
means to accomplish thatend. On Thurs-
day, as we have already stated, Mr. Har-
rison and Mr. McLellan voted against
Mr. Young’s bill to abolish the council.
But this course did not meet with the ap-
proval of the other members of the gov-
ernment. The matter was brought up in
the executive council on Friday and it
was unanimously resolved that the bill

should be supported, and accord-
ingly on faturday Mr. Harri-
son moved in the legislative

council that Mr. Young’s bill be recon-
gidered in order that it might be read a
first time. Mr. Young protested against
that measure on the ground that he alone
had charge of the bill. This protest was
unavailing and the motion was passed.
The bill will therefore come up again in
the legislative council, and will be dealt
with by that body. The actions
and words of Mr. Young on Saturday
throw  great doubt on his
sincerity in this matfer. But the gov-
ernment have it in their power to place
him in such a position that he will either
be forced to support the bill of which he
is the father or to defeat it. It will be
curious to see what the result will be.

From the Capital.

Orrawa, April 6.—Messrs. Anderson &
Co. publish in the London Canadian Gaz-
ette of March 21st a communication rela-
tive to the fast Atlantic mail service,
whereby they contradict the statement
made by Sir John Macdonald in the
House of Commons some little time ago
in answer to Hon. Mr. Laurier,who asked
for copies of all correspondence between
the dominion government and the An-
dersons respecting the fast mail service.
Sir John at the time informed the leader
of the opposition that “last session a vote
was taken for half a million of money.
The government advertised to get as fast
a line of steamers as entered the port of
New York. The Messrs. Anderson, a
firm of high standing, entered into a
contract which involved the sum of two
million pounds to carry it out, They
thought they could get this money, but
they were unable to do so and after two
months declared their inability todo so.”
To these remarks the Messrs. Anderson
say that they consider it due to them-
selves to state that the last sentence of
Sir John’s reply misrepresents their rea-
sons for surrendering the contract.

Hon. Mr. Foster, finance minister,
when shown the letter in the Canadian
Gazette, said in reply that Messrs. An-
derson concluded a provisional contract
with the government in July last, under
the terms of which they were to provide
a first-class service between Halifax and
Quebec and Plymouth and a French
port.

‘What was his
surprise to find snugly ensconced in this
novel place a family consisting of a man
and his wifeand three children. Toclose
the opening in the tree a rude door had
been constructed of deerskins, Inside
the tree benches and tables had been con-
structed of redwood bark fastened to-
gether by wooden pins.

The head of the family stated that he
came from Oregon last fall, and not being
able to pay rent for a house had moved
his family into this living home. He
had thus far made a living by odd jobs
on farms near by, being careful to never
state where his home was. One of his
children, a lad about 15 years of age,
stated that he had caught about seventy-
five coons and forty foxesin a steel trap,
and had disposed of the skins for enough
to clothe the family. The boy himself
was dressed in a suit of coonskins.

The mother bore the app ofa
once beautiful woman, and her speech
showed she had been well cultured,
They were all very reticent about their
former life and how they had been re-
duced to such straits. They expect to
spend the remainder of the winter in
this sylvan home.—Healdsburg (Cal.)
Cor. San Francisco Chronicle.

Yellow Shoes.

Dr. Weyl also duscribed the case of a
young man in Munich who had been
poisoned by the yellow dyeing matter
used in coloring russet shoes. After
wearing these shoes for one week the
young man’s feet were covered with
small yellow blisters, which, in the mid-
dle of the second week, began to spread
to his ankles. His doctor had him give
up the shoes and cured the eruptions in
ten days. The yellow leather was subse-
quently examined at the Munich Hygi-
enic institute, and was found to be satu-
rated with a dangerous yellow die.. Dr.
Weyl's advice to his colleagues was:
«Don’t wear russet shoes.”—Chicago
Tribune.

Usefulness of Sandhill Cranes.

Several Orlando families have pet
sandhill cranes, which they find alert
night watchers. No tramp or thief can
approach their premises without hearing
a clear bugle note of alarm. Maj. Foster
has a flock of cranes. He had one pair
to which the wild ones paid frequent
visits, and several were enticed under
wire netting and their wings clipped.
A farmer finds that a pair of these birds
are as good as two hands at keeping the
worms oif his tobacco. They carefully
take row after row, and it is a sly worm
that escapes the keen eyes and the sharp
bills of the cranes.—Jacksonville (Fla.)
