Throughout the -entire con-
tinent, of course, he said, the
radicals were continually en-
deavoring to stir up discontent
snd trouble, but the average
working man was learning that
drastic measures were to be
avoided if he desired to better
his lot, and so, whatever influ-
ence thess radicals had pos-
gsessed in the days gone by, was
rapidly dwindling.
