The police are taking extraordinary 
precautions to prevent injury to the 
Italian singer. A detail of several de­
tectives accompanies Caruso daily 
while the theatre where he appears 
nightly is guarded by eighty men. 
Caruso professes not to believe that 

“Black Hand” threats portend 
death. The tenor has defied his would- 
be blackmailers, and refuses to contri­
bute to the writers of the annoymous 
letters.

The police fear that Caruso’s defiance 
to the “Black Hand” may result in an 
outrage.

mediate action tending toward the 
prosecution of wholesalers alleged to 
have combined to keep the price of fish 
at a certain price, is promised to-day 
by Stale Senator E. I. Wolfe and At­
torney General United States Webb, 
following an investigation by the 
state senate committee on the high 
prices of living.
