The death at Llandaff House, Wey- 
bridge, recently, of the Earl of Stam­
ford, recalls one of the 
histories of the peerage.

The family is a very old one, dating 
from the time of Richard Coeur de 
Lion. Lady Jane Grey, who occupied 
the throne of England for a few days, 
was perhaps its most notable member. ’

Lord Stamford’s earldom was created 
for a Grey who led a Roundhead host 
in the field against 
Royalist historians write him doyn as 
a bad general and a cowardly soldier, 
while his Puritan companions found 
his life scandalous and unseemly. But 
when the tide turned he had the sense 
to tack about, and so, in spite of the 
doings of a son whose name is on 
King Charles’ death warrant, the 
earldom was saved to his descendants.

The seventh earl died m 1883, and his 
heir was discovered in South Africa, 
an unfrocked missionary, who, after 
two marriages in humble life, had 
lately legalized his union with a half- 
breed Kaffir woman, the sister of 
Dutch wine grocer’s slave boy. English 
society did not call back the new earl. 
He was content to live on in his cor­
rugated iron shanty at Wynberg, add­
ing to his seats a stone built house, 
which he called “Stamford hall.’’ He 
lived happily with his qolored wife for 
several years, and had one daughter, 
who married Pieter Pieterse, of the 
Transvaal. There were no children of 
the two previous marriages.

When the late earl succeeded to the 
peerage he was professor of classics 
and philosophy at Codrington College, 
Barbados.

Three years ago Lord Stamford had 
a narrow escape from drowning. 
Going, according to his custom, to 
feed the swans in the lake at Dunham 
Massey hall, his Cheshire seat, he over­
balanced and fell into eight feet of 
water. With the greatest difficulty, he 
got out unaided and' walked back to 
the hall, where he collapsed and was 
ill for some time afterwards.
