STARTING A NORMAL CLASS.*
. JAMES BOYCE.

I would much rather have 30 or 40 of
you in a room and show how I con-
du-t my class than here, in a feeble
way, to tell you about it. That, I
think, would “be the Normal way of
doing things. I do not know how I
was led, or how I came to get hold
of these Normal Lessons, the KFirst
and Second Series by Prof. Hamill. I
was superintendent of a school of
about 400, and found as every super-
intendent will do who studies his
school and teachers, that there was a
sad lack of a definite knowledge of
the Word of God as a whole. I re-
cognized that fact, then I tried to find
gsome way whereby it could be reme-
died. I came . across those hooks of
Prof. Hamill’s, and T said, “there may
be better helps somewhere, but these
are good enough for me,” and then I
wont to work to get others interested.

One thing may be laid down as a
fact—you <cannot take up a syste-
matic study of the Bible without a
healthy, vigorous desire to study; so
T went to work to cultivate that de-
sire and get myself up to the point.
1 started in-July (two months before
starting the class) to get my teach-
ers and everybody else interested in
the ' study of the Word of God. I
pegged at them in season and out of
geason, in meeting and out of meet-
ing. They said I was going erazy, and
I am glad I did go crazy on that point,
because today'I know more about the
Word of God as a whole than I had
ljearned in all other years put togeth-
er. You must first get your teachers
and yourself intd a state of mind
where you want to study the Word;
the next thing is to get 'your class.
Do not draw the age limit anywhere,
take any who come; put them in for
a while and if you get them going
you will find out where the sticking
qualities are. I have scholars rang-
ing in age from 16 to 40 in my class.
. fDhe .next point after you have a
healthy sentiment in favor of a Nor-
mal class is a leader; and it is mot
necessary to have a man who ‘thor-
oughly knows the Bible. ‘What you
want is someone who has enough per-
sistency, enough stick-to-it-ive-ness to
push the thing through, for that is
what is going to count. While I was
. agitating the question. of having a

class, somebody said, “Well, I am not
"going to join ‘it if Mr. Boyce is to
' teach it,” etc. And I said, Amen, I

heartily agreed with him. I did not

know L was to be the leader, but I

knew we were going to have a class.

‘When I was finally selected, I recog-

nized that it meant persistent,

earnest, consecrated endeavor-on my

part to get the others to keep it.
Now, in this busy world you can-

not study half a dozen things and

carry. them all through at once, so I

took these words of Paul's for my,
motto, “This one I do,” and.that

one f:hmg was to study the Normal
- Bible and 'l‘minlns Lessons. For the
‘first two months I drilled them on one

In the beginning
I went the night before and wrote the
whole thing on the board, but by and
by I got so I could put it on the board
as I -asked the question. They had to
recite. « It . was class work, the same
kind I did when I was at school. You
‘cannot ' play at mnormal study, you
have to 'stick ‘to it in a persistent, sys-
tematic way. I think if we recognize
the immense need of the Word of

Resolutions on the' Death of Robert Cruik-
shank, a Prominent Member
of the Board.

The regular monthly meeting of the
Board of Trade was held on the
2nd inst. The vice-president, D. J.
McLaughlin, was in the chair, and
‘among the gentlemen present were:
W. M. Jarvis, J. M. Scovil, W. C.
Pitfield, H. B. Schofield, F. S. Sharp,
T. H. Hall, J. N. Sutherland of the
C. P. R., Joseph Bullock; C. E. L.
Jarvis, H. €. Tilley, W. H. 'Thorne,
W. F. Hatheway, O. H. Warwick and
R. T. Hayes. s

The secretary, Ira Cornwall, read
a report showing what had been done
by the council since the last meet-
ing)

'W. M. Jarvis here stated that he
wlqh:ed b0 bring before the board &
matter that he thought should take
precedence over ‘all others. He then
proceeded to speak of the death  of
Robert: . .«Cruikshank. ' The deceased
gentleman was .ever calm and cour-
teous, and did much to advance the
interests of the city. Tt was a ques-
tion if we would have 'the active
steamship business the port now en~
joyed but for Mr, Cruikshank. It was
he who prepared the pamphlet pub-
lished by the board which removed
the . aspersions cast upon the Bay of
Fundy and port of St. John. Mr. Jar-
vig ‘then moved that the following
minute 'be entered on the records of
the board:

‘“That the announcement of the
death of Mr. Robert Cruikshank, for
many years a member of the council
of the St.'John Board of Trade, is re-
ceived with the deepest sorrow. Mr.
Cruikshank was always a regular at-
tendant at the meetings of the coun-
cil and the board, and was endeared
to all by his genial temperament, his
unfaifing courtesy, and the consider- :
ation invariably shown by him for!
opinions differing from his own.

“Recognizad by all as one of the
truest types of the upright and pub-
lic' spirited citizen, it was due only
to his retirfing disposition ‘that Mr.
Cruikshank did not fill the highest of-
floes at the disposal of the = board,
whidh were repeatedly offered him by
the unanimous vote of its members.

“AsS chairman of the city and ‘harbor
improvement committee and subsidy
committee of the board, Mr. Cruik-
shank -rendered great and lasting ser-
vices to the port of St. John. His
painstaking care and the thorough-
ness with which ‘he carried through
every' task were shown in ithe import-
‘ant report on the Bay of Fundy and
harbor of St. John, published in 1887,
the materials for which were collect-
ed, and the report itself prepared al-

wblléaﬁw ‘of  theat-
sald tohave been the
.mds ‘the devélopme’ut ‘of
freight services now being = actively
carried on, in which Mr. Cruikshank
alwaye ‘took the deepest interest.

Thorne said in ‘Mr. Cruikshank the
board lost an active member and the
city a citizen of whom: it had every
reason  to be proud.

The chairman in putting the motion,
which was carried by a standing vote,
said Mr. Cranikshank seemed to have
transferred his love for Scotland to
St. John and the provlnee of New
Brunswick. It was in a darge mea-
sure due to his efforts that the board
had been so successful in the various
matters ‘n which they had moved.

They give as the
r«aonfor'this the cost of extra labor
lat St. John. The St. John route ds
thus handicapped: by the 2s. 6d. re-
ferred to in addition to which the
insurance costs 2s. 6d..to 5s. more via
St. John than by the port of Boston.”"

Mr. Sutherland assured the board
that he had not known up'to the re-
ceipt of this correspondence ‘that such
was the case, nor did the Furness
fine agent know anything of it. This
was a queution well worth  looking
into,

In answer, the secrétary said he had
written Furness, Withy & Co. relative
to the difference between the freight
rates charged to St. John and Halifax.
He then read a letter from that con-
cern in which they stated that they
thad communicated very fully with
their Halifax and St. John agents and
thelir freight brokers in London, and
thought they were right in saying it
was the wish of everyone to plage St.
John upon an equality as far as pos-
sible with Halifux. There were, how-
ever, three disadvantages under which
St. John labored as against Halifax,
which were very difficult to get over.
They were, firstly, the longer. distance
of the voyage to St. John than to
Halifax; secondly, the expenses of
handling the goods at St. John, which
were very much greater than at Hali-
fax, and, thirdly, the facilities ' for
handling goods at St. John were much
poorer than at Halifax, consequently
