RUSSIAN FLEET ADVANCING.

A NEW POINT IN
LIQUOR LIGENSE AGT

Raised With Respect fo the
Saloons and Restaurants

On Which the Police Magistrate Declined
to Give An Opinion---Case Against
Harding Dismissed

The charge against M, A, Harding,
the North End saloon keeper, of selling
kliquor during prohibited hours, was
dismissed this morning by Magistrate
Ritchie. The case, however, raised a
very important point respecting the in-
terpretation of the Liquor License Act.
Both A. I. Trueman, who appeared for
Mr. Harding, and Police Clerk Hender-
son, who prosecuted, desired the mag-
irtrate to place some construction upon
the doubtful point of the act, but the
magistrate declined. .

John B. Jones, liquor license inspec-
tor, testified that on Tuesday evening,
January 10th, accompanied by Ser-
geant Kilpatrick and another police of-
ficer, he visited the place of M. A. Hard-
ing, 725 Main street. They entered the
yestaurant conducted by that gentle-
man in connection with his bar, and
found three doors by means of which
entrance could be galned to the ad-
joining bar. The bar and restaurant
were in fact one store partitioned into
.two apartments. They pushed open
one of the n;oors and entered the bar.
The bar was dark. The time was after
eleven o’clock. In the restaurant, be-
sides Mr, Harding, was an attendant,
and also a man in one of the stalls.
Continuing their investigation they
walked from the bar along a passage
way to a sitting room, whioch they
found comfortably heated. Mr. Hard-
ing’s Nving apartments are up stairs,
and are gained by a separate entrance
from the street. The premises are
licensed by the door to the restauran.t

A. 1. Trueman, for Mr. Harding,
moved for a dismissal on the ground
that a case had not been made out. He
contended that “licensed premises” in-
cluded every part of the house, and
that the having a light in any room,
which -was not the bar, was no offense.
The law lays it down that a light found
in a barroom after hours is evidence of
violation until it is proved that the
light wag there for an innocent purpose.
There was -no evidence that any sale
of liquor had been made after hours,
and therefore the case should be dis-
missed. He further econtended that a
distinction should be made between the
terms “licensed premises” and ‘‘bar.”
The act plainly said that the light must
be discovered burning in the “bar,” and
this had not been proved.

Police Clerk Henderson, for the prose-
cution, urged that the act mentioned
“barroom” and that in the present case
the barroom included both the res-
taurant and the place where the liquor
was kept. Mr. Harding was in fact
licensed to sell liquor at No. 726 Main
street and that was the entrance to
the restaurant. As the place in which
the liquor was kept could only be
reached through the restaurant it was
natural to conclude that they were all
the one place.

Mr. Harding took the stand and swore
that that his restaurant and barroom
were distinct places and that on the
night of January 10th no liquor was
sold after hours.

Mr. Henderson admitted that Mr.
Harding had proved that his light was
not burning for an illegal purpose and
the magistrate aceordingly dismissed
the case. The magistrate, however, re-
fused to place any construction upon
the terms “bar,” “barroom,” and lic-
ensed premises.” He agreed with Mr.
Trueman that these were questions
which must be settled to end the pres-
ent confusion about the enforcement of
the law.

The charge against James McCarthy,
of Mill street, of having more than one
entrance to his saloon was then taken
up. Inspector Jones gave evidence of
visiting the McCarthy saloon and of
finding more than one entrance. Scott
E. Morrell asked for a dismissal of the
case on the ground that Mr. M Tarthy
is the partial owner of a Wwholesale
license adjoining his retail establish-
ment and that the additional entrances
were only medns of communication be-
tween these places, which the law did
not prohibit.

PARIS, Jan. 18. — Tl}e Combes min-
istry presented its resignation to Pre-
sident Loubet at the Elysee Palace at
eleven o'clock this morning and the
president accepted it, but asked the
ministers to individually carry on their
functions until a new cabinet is form-
ed. M. Loubet will begin the consid-
eration of the formation of a new ca-

binet this afternoon. He has sum-
moned the president of the senate, M.
Fallieres, and the president of the
chamber, Paul Doumer, to the Elysee,
for conferences at four o’clock in the
case of the former and at five o'clock
in the case of the latter. These con-
ferences will determine who M. Loubet
will invite to form a ministry.

M. Rouvier continuas to occupy the
first place, but his chances are less
certain than at first, owing to the be-
lief that a Rouvier cabinet would not
last long on account of the internal ai-
visions in the parliamentary groups.

PARIS, Jan. 18.—M. Coombes in his
resignation said in part: “I have the
honor to present my resignation as pre-
sident of the council, and that of my
colleagues. It 1s not without senti-
ments of profound regret that I s8e
myself obliged to renounce the reali-
zation of the programme of political
and special reforms which the Repub-
lican majority in the chamber expli-
citly and repeatedly approved, but the
recent figures of this majority do not
permit me to hope to conduct this pre-
gramme to a realization.” -

The premier then reviews his course
during the last eighteen months. He
says he has been tracked by an ambi-
tious and impatient coalition of cleri-
cals and nationalists which obstruct
the work of the majority and adds to
the struggle foot by foot against. their
manoeuvres. ‘“My personal sentiments
are to struggle, still believing Repub-
lican France is with me. But it is
easy to recognize that I may be put
into the minority at any moment upon
some _comparatively minor incident
risking injury to the general po-
licy of the government. Therefore it
is my duty to retire, following the vote
of the chamber which again solemnly
approved the policy of the ministry
over which I have the honor to pre-
side.”

BACK TO LIFE AND
STARTLED UNDERTAKER

For Third Tine Mrs. Holde
Escapes Burial.

Was Apparently Cold n Death, when
dar Eyelids Twitchod---The
Woman's  Stoiy,

NEW YORK, Jan. 18.—A London de-
spatch to the Herald, dated Jan. 18th,
relates the following:

Mrs. Holden, a young woman of
Hampton, a village in the county of
Lancashire, under extraordinary cir-
cumstances was brought back to life
while being measured for her coffin by
an Accrington undertaker. She look-
ed very pale and feeble but cheerful-
ly told the correspondent, “I have been
subject to faintings ever -since I was
born and this is the third time they
have put me by as dead. When I was
fifteen years old I was laid out for
three days and a smillar thing happen-
ed when I was a small child. But
I do not remember anything about that
except what my mother told me.”

The woman’s husband is an engin-
eer's laborer. They have three child-
ren, one an infant, six months old.
They lve in a farm house among the
hills, half a mile from Burnley, on the
A~crington road. Mrs. Holden was
supposed to have died at five o’clock
on Monday morning and a few minutes
before the hour she told her husband
she felt she was going to die.

He®thought her dying, her hands
were very cold and her heart almost
without motion. After a time her
heart and pulse seemed to him without
movement at all. He carried her to
an upper room and laid her on a mat-
tress. With the exception of a sheet
and a night dress the poor woman lay
in the room six hours in the bitter
cold. Doctor Shotton, of Hampton,
made out a certificate that she died of
heart disease and exhaustion; when a
statement by a neighbor that she had
suffered a blow on the head by a chick-
en thief and this, in his opinion, had
accelerated her death, led the physi-
cian to immediately telephone that the
death certificate be not accepted. The
undertaker was measuring her body in
the cold room when he was startled
by the twitching of her eyelids. This
resulted in restoratives being applied.
