An Incident That Recalls the\smklng
of 1. M. S. Victoria by ‘the Gam-
perdown, in the Galm Watefs 6f
the Mediterranean in Broad Day- |
light—The Vital Mistake of One
of Great Britaia’s Most Trusted

Admirals.

It is impessikle to say how near the
recent accident during the manoeuvres
of a British squadron of the Spanish

coast was to being a terrible disaster,
entalling a great loss of life and the
loss of a valuable ship. The admiral
in command, Lord Charles Beresford,
reported that the battleship Bannlhul
had rammed the Prince George during
the execution of a turning movement.
The accident .occurred during the
night, but fortunately~the 'damaged
Prince George was enabled to make
the nearest port, It was during such
a turning manoeuvre that one of ﬂ_1e
greatest of all naval disasters of
modern times occurred—when in broad
daylight and in a ealm sea the battle-
ship Victoria was rammed and sunk
by the Camperdown in the Mediter-
ranean just ten years ago, and a re-
capitulation of which may be found
 i{nteresting- at the present moment.

The details of this terrible accident,
and the accounts of eye-witnesses that
have been published, make the story
of the disaster one of the most inter-
esting in naval annals, Evervone 1is
acquainted with ‘the outlines of the
story—of. the actual ramming and the
terrible logs of life—but the public has
by now probably forgotten the circum-
stances which led “to the _ collision, |
which by the blunder of forgetfulness
of a most capable seaman “had such
disastrous consequences. That seaman
was the commander in chief of the
fleet, Admiral Sir George Tryon, who
was sald to have no superior eithér in
experience or in the confidence which
officers and men placed in him, His
career, tragically ended with the sink-
ing of the Victoria, had been one of
distinction from the days svhen he
served with the naval brigade in the
trenches bhefore Sevastopol, till 1891,

hen he was appointed to the com-~
mand of the Mediterraneén sguadron.
It is said he had never been known to
make a tactical mistake, and perhaps
ity was this great reputation which
was really the cause of the digaster,
for the fleet set itself to perform a
manoeuvre whith was technically im-
possible.

Evidence of

THE DIRECT CAUSBE

of the accident was afterwards obtain-
ed from Captain Bourke, one of the
survivors of the Victoria, and other
evidence from the officers of the Cam-
percown, wiich together goes fo make
& complete narrative. On the 22nd of
June, 1893, the Mediteraneah’ squadron
left Beirut for Tripoll. A large fieet
- was steaming at about eight knots in
line abreast, arnd while In this order,
Admiral Tryon summoned Captain
Bourke of the Victoria and Staff-Com-
mander Hawkins-Smith to his cabin’
and announced that he meant to form
the fleet in two' columns line ahead,
the columns to be six cables or 1,200
yards apart. The commander-in-chief
fn the Victoria would lead the star-
board column, and Rear-Admiral
Markham in the Camperdown the port
column. The admiral then proposed
that as soon as the columns were well
past the place at which they were to
anchor, the course would be reversed
by turning inwards, and so bringing
the ships up -to their anchorage. The
position will be better understood 1if
the columns are shewn as they were
steaming: . S

Camperdown, Victoria,
BEdgar, Nile,
Edinburgh, Dreadnought,
8ans Pareil, Inflexible,
Amphion.

(1,200 yards between columns.)

When the admiral made the above
proposals, he also made a vital mis-
take. The columns were six cable
lengths or 1,200 yards apart; and the
smallest turning circle of the Victoria
was three cable lengths, and that of
the Camperdown about the same. Con-.
sequently if the lines turned inwards
and reversed their course, the circles
made by the Victoria and Camperdown.
would intersect. = Staff-Commander’
Hawkins-Smith thought of this and
said the maneeuvre would require at
least eight cables. After -

Admiral Tryon said it should be eight |
cables, after which Commander. Smith
went on deck. The admiral then sent
for the flag-lieutenant and ordered that
the signal should be made to ‘“form
ecolumns of divisions in line ahead, dia-
posed abeam to port, columns to be six
cables apart”’—thus committing the
very error against which he had been
warned. No sooner was the signal
fiying than the staff-commander, no-
ticing “six cables,” spoke to the flag-
lleutenant, who, however, showed a
‘plece of paper which the admiral had
written the figure 6.

to Admiral Markham,who thought that
instead of inverting the lines together,
in which case collision was certain, Ad-~
miral Tryon proposed to ease his own
helm down and cirele outside the port
division, leaving it on his port hand,
In which case the Camperdown had
nothing to do but turn inwards sixteen
points to starbgard as ordered. Ad-
miral ‘Markham, 'after consulting with
Ceptain Johnstone and this flag-lieii-
tenant, then signalled te say that he
understood, and the two ships began
to turn,

THE APPROACHING  COLLISION

appears to have been  watched with
apprehension by the officers of both
ships, each consciaus that some seri-
ous mistake was being made, Admiral
Tryon was bkpoken to several times
during the manoeuvre by the anxidus
Captain Bourke, but the admiral ap-
peared obilivious to danger until the
collision was inevitable. Then the or-
der was given to reverse the screws,
but it was too late. About three and
a half minutes after the ships began
to turn, the Camperdown’s ram struck
the Victoria on her starboard = bow,
about twenty feet forward of the tur-
ret, and crashed into the ship almost
to her centre line,

The collision was witnessed by all
the vessels of the fleet, and boats were
lowered, when Admiral Tryon actual-
ly ordered them nat to be sent, but to
stand by. He had no iflea of the near-
ness of the end. The men fell in on
deck In perfect order and coolness. In
Captain Bourke's words: “‘There was
absolutely no panic, no shouting, no
rushing aimlessly. about. The officers
went quietly to their stations. Every-
thing was prepared, and the men were
in all their positions for hoisting out
the boats or performing any duty they
may have been ordered to carry out.
‘The men on the forecastle worked
with a will until the water was up to
thelr waists, and it was only when
ordered aft that they left their work
to fall in with the remainder of the

to the men below in the engine rooms.
In the starboard one and all were in
their stations. The engineer officer
was there, the artificer and stokers
also. I am sure that those in the port
engine room and the boiler rooms were
equally . true to themselves, to the
country they were serving, and to the
trust reposed in them. .In all the de-
tails of this terrible accident one spot
specially stands out, and that is the
herolc conduct of those who to the
end remained below, solidly, yet boldly,
at' their place of duty.”

THE LAST MOMENT

that the order was signalled to the
fleet for boats to be sent, and for the
men, four deep on the decks, to right
about face and jump. A letter after-
wards published in the Times, and
written: by a midshipman belonging te
one of the rescuing boats, fully de-
scribes what followed the last orders
that Admiral Tryon gave to the fleet.
The midshipman says :

“Now, comes the part which I hope
never to witness again. At tHe time
of the collision I was down below doz-
ing, whén some one said, ‘Wake up,
old  chap, ‘the /Vietoria's rammed.’ I

on deck I saw the Victoria gradually
sinking below the water, We could
see from our poop the whole thing.
The Victoria’s men worked beautifully.
Never, I should think, was such per-
fect . discipline seen in such a trying
time. We could see them evidently
trying to get the collision mat over the
tremendous rent. To our great sur-
prise they made the signal, ‘Negative
send boats.’ - However, we carried on,
getting all our boats ready, although
Wwe presumed' their water-tight -doors
were closed and they were probably all
right.  They then made the signal
‘Open,’ and began to slowly steam
ahead and run ashore. No sooner had
she begun to do this than her bows
commenced sinking rapidly, She then
heeled over to such an éXtent that her
port screw was above the water. Then,
and not till then, we could see aM the
men- jumping overboard. Bhe continued
heeling over, and it was simply strug-
gling out of the ports over the ship's
bottom in messes. All this of course
happened in less time than it takes to
write, You could see the poor men who,
in their hurry to jump over, jumped
on to the sorew, being ecut to pieces as
it revelved. She heeled right over,
the water rushing in through her fun-
nels. A great explosion of steam rose;
she turned right over, and you could
see all the men eagerly endeavoring to
crawl over her bottom, when with a
plunge she went down bows first. We
could see her stern rise right out of
the water and plunge down, the screws
8till revolving. - It was simply & dread-
ful sight. We could not realize it.
‘Personally, I was away in my boat,

| pulling as hard as we could ’to the

scene of the disaster. 'We were a good
way off, and by the time I got there,
being the first of ‘our boats, all
the people had been saved by the
boats of the ships which were nearer.
.« . The last thing that was seen
(by the men of the Victoria) was the
admiral refusing to try to save
himself, whilst his coxswain was en-
treating him to go, Another instance
of pluck was oxhibited by the boat-
swair of signals, who was making a
general semaphore until the water
washed him away. . . Most people
would say that Admiral Markham
.should have refused to obey the sig-
nal, but I think that Admiral Tryon
infused so much awe in most of the
captaing of the fleet that few would
have disobeyed him. However, he
stuck to his ship to the last and went
down in her.” :

A THRILLING TALE

43

Of Shipwreck, Hardship and Privation
at Sea.

BOOTHBAY HARBOR, Me., Dec. 15.
—Four men who were brought to this
port today tell a thrilling tale of ship.
wreck, hardship and privation. They
were Captain Taylor and three men

composing the crew of the Deer Isle
sch. Abbie F. Colling, which foundered
in the gale that prevailed off this coast
on Friday. The distressed men were
brought here from Monhegan Island
on the ‘sch. Effort, Captain Humph-
reys.

Captain Taylor says the Collins was
bound from Deer Isle to Boston with
granite. On Dec. 11 about five miles
south southeast of Seguin, the vessel
foundered. The wind was blowing at
a terrific rate and the seas were
mountainous. For many hours the
men were kept at work at the pumps
in a vain endeavor to keep the craft
above water.

When it was seen that the Collins
‘was doomed Captain Taylor, N. Pres-
sey, the mate, and O. A. Libbey and
Thomas Robbins, the two seamen,
launched a small boat.

It took the four men sixteen hours
to reach shore. At times it seemed as
if the frail craft would be smashed to
kindling by the great waves. The seas
broke over the small boat, filling it
with water. The men were forced to
bail continuously in order to keep
the boat afloat. They were drenched
to the skin and the cold water froze
thelr garments,

Sixteen hours after the schooner
foundered the men managed to reach
the shore of Monhegan Island. ' They
were in a thoroughly exhausted condi-
tion. The residents on the island af-
forded them every aid and comfort
possible and they were brought to this
port at the earliest opportunity.
