BRAZIL HAS HELD HER FIRST BLECTIONS
under the Republican form of govern-
ment, and the members of the Constitu-
ent Assembly, to which the new consti-
tution will be submitted, have been duly
chosen.

All are
eligible to vote who can read and write
except soldiers and monks. This quali-
fication, however, owing to the prevail-
ing illiteracy makes the voting popula-
tion a comparatively small one, as less
than tweunty per cent. of the people can
read and write.
