Never Hear About Garden
Trials in Seedsmen’s. Book

Many of those delightful but insidi-
ous books compiled by seedsmen prove
the undoing of the enthusiastic but
unlearned. To read them one would
think that all that was necessary with
almost any kind of flower was to stick
the seed in the ground, water it and
let Nature do the rest.

Nothing is said about the insect
pests in the ground and on top of it.
Nobody explains that a garden is the
hottest place on earth. All those
things are left to the imagination, as
is the triumph you feel when you cir-
cumyvent all these “critters” and bring
your garden through- its perils,

Take for example the growing of
asters. You can read in a dozen flor-
ists’' catalogues how easy is their cul-
ture.

Truthfully speaking, there is no
more erratic plant or one harder to
succeed with than the aster; it has
no end of pests and ailments. To get
best results al] soil in which it is to be
grown should be sterilized, each plant
when set should be dipped in a 2 per
cent, formaldehyde solution, never
planting the second year on the same
ground, virgin soil being the best. No
stable manure should be used, but a
dressing of woodashes and liquid
sheep manure should supply the food.
All plants taken from the seedbed di-
rect did just as well as those trans-
planted several times, although the
rule is to transplant.

For root louse the plants wereé wa-
tered with lime water and to control
the tarnish bug the plants were
sprayed every week with a dilute
spray of keroseme emulsion and ar-
senate of lead. Slug Shot and picking
fielped control the black beetle pest.
All directions say “plant in the broad
sunlight.” In this we found a great
Whenever the beds were
in partial shade they were immune to
disease and were not touched by the
beetle, while in the sun the crop was
a failure. Only three colors were
used, white, pink and purple, getting
a continuous bloom in selection of va-
rieties. Daybreak for early, Crego for
August and Semples Branching for
late. Plants were set from nine to
inches apart and the same
colors massed together.

But even there the death of parents
and relatives often leaves them in a
piteous plight.

The question, in an age of easy
transportation, is a national one. 1t is
all but impossible to prevent the

movément of the feeble-minded from
one Province to another, and the at-
tempt to do so would cause hardship.
What then is to be done to alleviate
the loss and danger from this source.

It should be possible to establish
homes and schools where those who
will always be children can be cared
for and can become, so far as is poss-
ible, self-supporting. ‘When parents
can contribute to the cost of the main-
tenance of those who cannot earn
their own Iliving, they should be al-
lowed to do so, but, if not, they should
| obtain all that they need without cost.
{1t 1s possible to establish a community
where, by patience, kindness and un-
derstanding, those who belong to a
|very pitiful class can be made happy
land useful, and where they can be
|protected from dangers they are not
fitted to combat.

In this matter our own Province
has the advantage of a small popula-
tion We have scarcely passed the:

{strongest make their homes in a new
;lnnd. It would have bheen an easy
|matter a quarter of a century ago to
|shelter all the feeble-minded in the
Province 1t is not so easy today, and
it will grow more difficult as the years
pass on. The problem is one for the
best and wisest to solve, but none of
us is so simple as not to realize in
some sense the responsibility that the
presence among us of the feeble-mind-
ed brings.
