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INTERIM REPORT CN
C. P, B, AGREEMENT

The Present Condition of Af-
fairs Relating to the New
Berths.

NOT YET SETILEO.

To the Common Council of the City of St.
John, the special committee on <Harbor
Improyements report:

Your committee on bharbor improvements
beg to Teport that, in accordance with the
resolution of the council the members of the
committee, with the exception of Alderman
Baxter, proceeded to Montreal in the laiter
part of November, 1903, and interviewed the
_resident and other leading officials of the
OoP. R

As a result of such interview the c.P R
jorwarded to the city a memorandum  of
.eadings of agreement as follows:

Headings of propesed agreement between
_he municipal corporation of the city of St.
John and the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
Jany:

(1) The city will construct, with all reas-
onable despatch as economically as possible
aind in accordance with plans and specifica-
Jons and upon location to be approved of
oy the chicf engineer of the railway com-
Jany, a new wharf in St John harbor caba-
le of affording berths for three or four
acean steamers at one time. The location of
such wharf will be opposite the existing
serths 2, 3, and 4, and will be shown on a
Aan approved as aforesaid and to be at-
‘ached to the formal agreement. The sup-
sorts for warehouses and also for tracks
‘ready for the rails) shall be treated as
art of such construction.

(2) The said new whart and the land oc-
;upied thereby and the premises appurtenant
hereto and necessary for the practical use
.hereof by the railway company are to be
.eased by the city to ithe railway company
or a term of forty years from the time of
-ompletion and taking over of same by the
sailway company at a rental of five per cent.
Jer annum payable by the railway company
o the city half yearly upon the actual cash
.08t to the city of such construction, which
sayments will provide interest and sinking
und sufficient to retire the bonds issued
)y the city for the purpose of procuring
unds to construct such wharf. No sum for
nterest, discount or such like charges to be
dded to such cost.

(3) Such warehouses and tracks upon said
sharf as are required by the railway com-
)any in its business shall be constructed by
‘he railway company by its own expense.

(4) The cost of maintaining the said wharf
s to be borne by the railway company as
ong as it is the lessee thereof.

(5.) At the end of the said term of forty
sears the company ghall have the right to a
‘enewal of such lease for a furthr period of
orty years, and so on in perpetuity for sim-
lar periods at an annual rental based upon
e present annual value of the land upon
~hich the said whart will be erected, which
innual Tental is now fixed at $2,000 per an-
jum after the expiration of the first term
st forty years.

(6) The city shall discontinue Union street
'or vehicular traffic south of Charlotte street,
.nd shall permit the use of the portion £0
liscontinued by the railway company for its
xisting and future tracks, etc., as may be
rezuired.

(7) The city shall provide the necessary
and for the widening of the slip and for
iock accommodation. .

(8). The railway company shall be given
‘ull control of the proposed uew wharf and
he berths ‘surrounding the same with the

ight to asign to.any of the berths at such
vharf, vessels entering the harbor orf'St.
john with freight destined to or from points
»n, or reached via the Canadian Pacific Rail-

ray.

(9) The said new whart and appurtenances,
track supports, etc., ete., together with the
and upon which the same are erected, and
my buildings and structures thereon, shall
»e exempt from all asscasments and taxa-
ijon of every kind and description so long
8 the same are under lease to the railway
ompany.

(10) No expenditure for dredging shall be
1dded to such cost of construction, and this
.greement is to be conditional upon the
1ecessaTy present and future dredging for
‘hannels, slip and docks being done free
xpense to the railway company and the
-ailway company shall not be liable for any
nterest thereon.

(11) The city shall convey to the railway
ompany the water lots shown upon the plan
ttached hereto and marked “A.” m

(12) The city, with all convenient despatch,
‘hall procure legislation from the legislature
£ New Brunswick ratifying and confirming
he formal agreement and lease to be made
sersuant to the terms hereof and this agree-
aent ig to be conditional upon such legis-
ation being obtained at the next session of
he New Brunswick Legislature.

(13) A formal agreement and lease for the
xecution by the city and the railway com-
any shall be prepared by their respective
nlicttors in accordance with these headings
nd containing such reasonable terms, con-
‘itions and stipulations as are necessary for
sarrying into effect the true intent hereof.

After consideration of these propositions
by the committee in St. John at several

meetings in consultation with our officials
and other memebrs of the council, it was
felt that the proposals required modifica-
tion in the interests of our citizens.

The committee felt that section (3) should
be amended so as to provide that the remn-
tal recelved from the railway company should
be sufficient to pay interest and sinking
fund on the whole cost to the city of con-
struction of the work, and that any pay-
ment for interest during construction,
discount, or - charges shonld
be properly treated as a capital expenditure.

They also were of an opinion tifit it would
be inadvisable to have a renewal for the ren-
tal therein mentioned of the lands in section
(5), but that it would be preferrable to pro-
vide for arbitration on the rental value of
the site, exclusive of the structures upon it.

With reference to section (8) it had been
understood that the proposal of the railway
company was tentative, and that it would be
subject to revision upon fuller considera-
tion. NS it
The committee were of opinion that it would
Le necessary to protect the city’s interest in
shipping, resorting to the harbor for other
than through freight; otherwise there might
be a considerable loss of revenue at the
city’'s wharves, with a loss to the harbor,
which would result in the railway company
cbtaining the revenue &t the proposed
wh:;tves, to the detriment of the city’s in-
terest. i

With reference to section (11) the com-
mittee agreed that mo conveyance of land
ghould be made except tnder sueh pro-
visions as would insure to:the city the right
to regain possession in case it should not be
utilized.

The land referred to byt the letter (A) in
this section is about forty (40) acres in area,
and is bounded by a line drawn from the
extremity of Font Dufferin to the point of
rock known as Beatteay’s rocks, near Sand
Point, and following the course of the shore.

Accordingly .a sub-committee consisting ot
Alderman Baxter_and Macrae proceeded to
Montreal in December last and laid before
Sir Thomas Shaughnessey and Mr. Mec-
Nicoll the views of your committee. They
immediately agreed to the proposed changes
in section (3), making it Tead as follows:

The said new wharf and the land occupied
thereby and the premises appurtenant there-
to and mecessary for the practical use there-
of by the railway company are to be leased
by the city to the railway company for e
term of forty vears from the time of com-
pletion and over the same by the
railway company which shall be simultane-
ous, at such remtal not exceding five and
one quarter per cent. per annum payable
by the railway company to the city balf-
yearly upon the actual cash cost to the city
of such construction, as will provide interest
and sinking fund sufficient to retire the
bonds issued by the city for the purpose of
procuring funds to construct such whart.

The other changes suggested by your com-
mittee were taken into consideration by the
C. P. R. authorities and shortly afterwards
thers was forwarded to us from Montreal,
amendments of the memorandum as follows:

Re St. John Harbor Agreement.

«5. At the end of the said term of forty
years the company shall have the right to
a renewal of such lease for a further period
of forty years, and so on in perpetuity for
similar periods at a ground rent for each
period of forty years to be determined by
arbitration at the expiration of the mnext
preceding pericd of forty years which ground
rent shall be the then annual value, .ascer-
tained as aforesaid, of the site upon which
the wharves shall be erected, exclusive of
the annual value of the wharves and of any
improvements upon such site.”’

+'g. The railway company shall be given full
control of the proposed new wharf and of
the berths surrounding the same with the
right to assign to any of the berths at such
wharf vessels entering the harbor of St
John with freight destined to or from points
on or reached via the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way with the clear understanding, however,
that wharfage and other tolis and fees legal-
ly collectable in the port of St. John upon
any goods and merchandise and timber and
Jumber, the growth and produce of the prov-
ince of New Brunswick, that may be shipped
at said wharf or placed on board of any
ship lying at said wharf and not brought
to the port by the company's railway, and on
any merchandise, the growth and produce of
any other country than New Brunswick, that
may be received at esaids whar? consigned to
a merchant and trader of the city shall be

John and the proposed agreement shall con-
tain provisions securing such fees and tolls
to the city of St. John and shall contain Tea-
sonable terms and conditions for the protec-
tion of the company as to the methods of
handling and regulating such merchandise,
and the tolls and fees o to be collected by
the city shall also be subject to reasonable
charges for s‘orage, demurrage, etc., etc., and
to payment by the city to the company of a
portion of the cost of maintaining the =id
wharves in the proportion which tho merchan-
dise upon which tolls and fees collected by
{he city bears %o the total tonnage passing
over 'the wharves.”
“11. The city will lease to the railway com-
pany at a nominal rental and for a term of
ten years the ‘‘water lots shown upon the
plan attached hereto and marked ‘“A” and
if the railway company shall, within the said
ten years, fillgin the said water lo‘s or the
groater parts thereof so as to -make them,
or the greater part thereof, suitable for use
sor railway purposes, the city will convey
{he same to the railway company in fee.”

Aldermen Baxter and Macrae urged upon
Sir Thomas Shaughnessey that he should
visit St. John and intetview your committee.
He agreed to do so, but in consequence of
ill health was unable to come and eent
Mr. McNicoll with authority to act for him.
Accompanied by Mr. McNicoll and other
_ofticials of the C. P. R.. your committee pro-
ceeded to the west side and imspected the
Carleton branch railway. and the properties
embraced in the proposed agreement, and. dis-
cussed with them the changes and dfprove-
ments that it was proposed to make.

The C. P. R. proj to re-conmstruct a
portion of the Carleton branch railway, so
as to obtain access to the land mentioned in

seciian. (11), fram . a peint below Ferd Buf-
ferin, and to utilize the said land by bullding
a sea wall and filling it in for yand room in
connection with the existing end proposed
berths.

Your committee also had a conference with
the members of the Royal Commission on
Transportation, when that body was in the
city. At that meeting, the details of the pro-
posed agreement were laid before the com-
missioners, who, while generally approving
of the scheme, were strongly of opinion
that ,in any agreement dealing with its pro-
perty, the city of €t. John should be care-
ful to reserve access to its limited harbor
front for any other rallway corporation
which might seek terminals at this point.

It was strongly felt by the commissioners
that the council should be satisfied that the
proposed agreement would not interfere with
the utilization of the property from Sand
Point toward the Negro Town Point break-
water along the bar and chanmel, coptem-
plated by the larger scheme Qf improvements
previously submitted to the common council.
During the progress of negotiations with
the C. P. R. your committee has furnished
from time to time, as the same came into
existence, the proposed heads of agreement,
and all the correspondenice connected there-
with to the Hon. W. S. Fielding, finance
minister, the Hon. James Sutherland, min-
ister of public works, the Right Hon. Sir
Wilkfred Laurier, prime minister, the Hom. A.
G. Blair, and Col. J. J. Tucker, M. P, in
connection with thé committee’s efforts to
secure from the government an agreement
to provide the dredging essential to the build-
ing of the proposed whar ves.

We. submit this interim report for the in-
formatien of the couneil, and our citizes,
and ask that your committee may be author-
ized to continue negotiations, and look into
the preparation of full agreements on the
lines indicated ,with such modifications as
may be deemed desirable.

WHAT BEAUTY OWES TO
THE ART OF HAIR DRESSING.

Beauty is greatly affected by the way the
bair is arranged. Bad points are goftened
or even obscured and good ones brought
into prominence.

No universal mode can be followed blind-
ly if a wman would have artistic propor-
tiens and emphasize her best facial expres-
sions. She must find out the style that
most becomes her and adopt it as her own,
with variations. For example, a round
face needs hair arranged on top of the
head, or at least it should be brushed off
the forehead and the. part in the middle
should be avoided.

Anyone with & broad brow should wear
as little hair as possible on the temples
and dress it high. One with a low brow,
when the eyes are not set too high, should
keep the hair off her forehead in front
and arrange a few wavy Jocks on the
temples. A receding brow should be partly
covered with fluffy hair. The bad effect
of high cheek bones may be modified by
combing the hair over the temples. The
owners of a small nose should wear her
hair arranged on a line with it, but the
woman with a Roman or long nose had
better arrange her tresses on top of her
head. -

A broad faced woman with tapering chin
should avoid a style of hairdressing that
calls for curls or fluffy waves on either side
of the head, the triangle portion of the
face heing thereby brought into greater
prominence. For the broad face and heavy
iaw no straight lines of any sort; instead,
the hair should be arranged in fluffy coils
that will give breadth-to the top of the
head.

Fluffiness, fortunately, is still with us;
‘ndeed; this is the era of waves. Lady
Teazle curls and Gainsborough ringlets are
designed especially for the plain woman,
who may go in for a more elaborate style
of hairdressing than her beautiful sister,
to whom a simpler style of coiffure is more
becoming. It is therefore she who is less
blessed in the matter of fine complexion
wnd faultless features who may make her
hair ripple and wave and flow like that of
2 heroine of a three volumne novel.

The finishing touch to a woman’s coiffure
is a flower peeping archly out of the
uffled hair and soft curls.” For elaborate
hairdressing mnothing is lovelier than a
wreath of flowers, a coronation wreath it
is called. A dainty decoration is a narrow
wreath of violets or rosebuds around the
black half, or one lovely flower—a pink
r white rose placed low in the hair is
charming.

The wreath of flowers may be combined
with jewels which rise in a diadem over
the forehead, and apparently seem to sup-
oort the low coil behind. Other decora-
tions than flowers are allowable. A band
f narrow yellow ribbon may be passed
through the hair at the top and tied in
1 bow, and over the bow may be a gauze
{ragonfly with gold lace wings. Then there
\re mercury wings in spangled gauze, set
with precious stomes. Most charming is
~ white aigrette, with diamonds here and
there, set on tiny wires that tremble with
avery move of the head. Equally pretty
ind  equally expensive is the butterfly
with feather wings and diamond body.

STOCK COLLARS.

The general use of the stock eollar and
the dainty little turnovers which are worn
with almoat every sort of neckwear makes
it difficult to provide for the fastidious
novelties which ehall not be mere vama-
tions of what has gone before.. Something
different from the #urnovers that have
graced feminine necks for sometime is
~hown in Oriental workmanship both in
drawnwork and lace.

The drawnwork of the Japanese, which
prom'ses to be particularly stylish during
the coming season, is fine and dainty in
appcarance. The Japanese make sets of
turnover collars and cuffs, as well as
stocks with faney ends in front, and, as
‘hey adcpt the prevailing mode as to man-
ufacture, the charm of the Japanese work
jes in ils delicate etitches and the origin-
aiity displayed in drawn thread combina-
tiors.

Quite different from the Japanese worl,
and something of a surprise from people
who perhaps never wore a turnover collar,
are the dainty Persian lace turnovers,
made in the finest of hand lace patterns,
weually in silk.

The Persians have made their lace col-
larg in a succession of closely woven dieks
of open thread lace, joined together in
rows. Where the d'cks are too emall to
make a turnover of a s‘ngle row gevera!
are placed in pyramid fashion, with the
_pointe down. Being hand made, they can-
‘not become common.

1t is becoming more and move the style
for women to order their turnover eets
from some worker in fine needlework, 0
as to get originality of design, and euch
women as care for such things make their
own etocks and turnovers of bits of lace,
enbroidery, little fancy braids and tiny
bu'tons. Mot of the popular needlework
atitch s mow come upon fine braids that
are so well made as to give the impres-
sion of handwork, and these save a good
deal of time to busy women.

It iv a pretty fashion which combines
berthas and co'lars and barbea with turn-
Gvers of the same pattern of lace, and
the Persians have manufactured long, siiky
scarfs of the finest lace, with berthas fit
for a fairy and richly wrought barbes, n
‘patterns that match each other and eo
sontribute additional charm to the toilet

of the wearer.
