EMPRESS OF IRELAND
SMASHES ALL RECORDS

Time from Liverpool to Rimouski Two
Hours Less Than Six Days—Has
the Mails for China and Japan.

Rimouski, Aug. 30—The importance to
| the world at large of the Canadian route
| between Europe and America was demon-
strated and emphasized by the ariival Here
this afternoon of the R. M. S. Empress
of Ireland, bringing the Anglo-Canadian
mails and the blue ribbon of the North
Atlantic by both Toutes; either via the
north of, or south of Newfoundland, now
belongs to the Atlantic service of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company.

The Empress of Ireland’s time from
Liverpool to Rimouski was 5 days 22
hours, or from Inistrahull, Moville, Ire-
land, to Rimouski, was § days 10 hours
and 30 minutes, which is four hours faster
than ithat made by any steamship of this
or any other line between these points.
She has on board 299 saloon, 322 second
cabin and 832 third class passengers, a
total of 1,443, and the mails for China
and Japan. The mails for these two lat-
ter countries were mot discharged here
but were carried to Quebec on the stcamer
where ithey will be immediately put on
the mew overseas mail train of the C.

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BAD HORSE-SHOENG

(Manchester Guardian.)

If an engine driver announced that he
did not believe in oiling and therefore
meant to work his engine without he
would certainly be considered unfit for
‘his post, and probably be looked upon as
out of his mind. Yet this vepresents the
attitude of the majority of owners, carters
and farriers (or shoeing+mithsy in regard
to the ehoeing of the hcmses’ feet in the
present day.

“Np foot, no horse,” is a well known
adage and is so far recognized by the team
owner as to form his principal guide in
the choice of a heavy draught horse; but
no sooner does he become the possessor

‘ of the horse than he roceeds to ruin its

feet. The hoof of the homse corresponds,
of course, to our nails, his eo-called “knee”’
tp our wrist, and his hock to our heel.
The outside of the hoof is a horny box
called the wall, or crust, enclosing its sen-
sitive counterpart. The hoof is not a
semi-circle, as at first sight it appears to
be, but a kind of circle, in which a por-
ttion is turned in at each heel to form the
two bars which meet heatly in the centre
of the cirdle, leaving a triangular “space
behind, which is filled up by the mass of
spongy, springy, tough horn called the
frog and a half circular space in front 1n
wihich is contained the sole. The wall is
especially strong at the bars, which act as
buttresses and prevent contraction of the
heels. At each step the horse puts his
foot down awith great force, especially
when drawing a load, and nature has pro-
vided him with the strong, hard, weight-
bearing surfaces of wall and sole, emin-
ently fitted to-carry his heavy body. This
constant concussion would soon shake his
legs and body out of working order but
for dts great modification by means of
the frog, which is the finst point of con-
tact with the ground, and which affords
secure foothold, and, in addition, hy rea-
son of its intimate connection with the
ccmplex and delicate inner foot, stimize
lates at each pressure the circulation of
blood throughout the foot. The capacity
of the frog for repairving wear by rapid
growth is most remarkable, and o neces-
eary is pressure to its healthy develop-
ment that a frog deprived of its due pres-
sure soon becomes atrophied. The rigut
principle in shoeinz is to protect the
wall from undue wear and from ¢hipping,
taking care to interfere as little as pos-
sible with nature.

To effect this-all that is necessary is a
light, flat shoe fitted to a perfectly level
bearing and secured with as few nails as
possible. This sounds simple and easy,
and &o it is to a man with a thorough
knowledge of the anatomy of the foot
and a good technical training. But there
are comparatively few smiths who have
any idea of the internal structure of the
foat or of the farreaching consequences
entailed by an unevenly shaped and fit-
ted shoe. Even those smiths pos-essing
the requisite knowledge can seldom put

their training into practice, owing to tie |

ignorance and prejudice not only of car-
ters but of owners.

The prevalent abuses in ¢hoeing amise
chiefly from a rooted belici that mo part
of the foot surface should come in Con-
tact with the ground. So the sole is pared
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doctors, dentists, veterinary surgeons,
chemists and plumbers. Many farriers

recognize this themselves, and “the Weor=
shipful Qompany of Farriers in London
(assisted by, the Royal Agnicuitural So=
ciety of England and the Royal College of
Veterinary Surgeons) inauguiated in
1890 a scheme for tihe national registra-
tian of farriens, or shoeing-smiths, the ob=
ject being to examine, regiter, instruct
and assist in apprenticing persons con-
nected or to be connected with the trade
of farmiers.” This is a beginning, a move
in the might direction, but throughout the
kingdom, with very few exceptions, there
are no recognized or establiched means of
organized instruction within easy
reach of all. Some of the county councils,
petitioned by farriens anxious to improve
themselves, have occasionally eng:ged an
instructor to go round; but there ought
to be a qualified official pearmanently ap-
pointed to each county to deliver lectures
and give demonstrations, lessons regularly
on an organized system in every part of
the county, and the examinations should
be conducted by central. boarls, and not
by local men, who might find it difficult
to exercise their julgment impartially. It
may be objected that the scheme organiz=
ed by the Fariiers’ Company will in time
of iteelf effect the necessary reform with=
out legal aid, especially as farrieis are
now beginning to recign'ze the importance
of training and gradually availing them-
selves of what means there are at their
disposal, But as long as owners and car-
ters continue their ignorance and indiffer-
ence they can and they will effectually
prevent the trained farriep from exercs-
ing his knowledge.

There is a branch of the Manchester
School of Technology devoted to the in-
struction of farriens and othérs in the
structure of the foot and the principle and
practice of shoeing. It is conducted by
a quite exceptionally able man, a freeman
of the Farriers’ Company and a pioneer
in the work of educating farriers; but is
there a ringle large firm, from the corpora=
tion and the mailway companies
downwards, sufficiently interested to
send their horsekeepers, carters or shoe-
ing-smiths to atfend the course? It is to
be hoped that the attention of euch an
able president of the board of agriculture
as Lord Carrington need only be drawn
to the extreme urgency of establishing
compulsory registration of farriers by ex-
amination to ensure its speedy enactment.
