This contention is only
important by reason of the fact that

the Presbytery.” In the specification un-
der the charge it is claimed “that the
accused did openly, advisedly, publicly
and privately utter, avow, declare and
teach doctrines contrary to those held
by the Protestant Kpiscopal church in
thé United States of America, by the
delivery of the sermons thereafter pub-
lished in said book, etc.”

The answer of the accused and the
course of the trial indicated that beth
the accused and his coursel at the time
understood that the publication of the
book was an offense charged in the pre-
sentiment. On the trial the statements
in the book Were relied upon to support
the charge. There was a controversy
betwean counsel whether the book as a
whole should be admitted in evidence or
if not, whether the whole or any ser-
mon in the book which contained the
passage set forth in the presentment was
admissible. But no sugestion was made
that the publication of the book was not
an act covered by the charge. The point
that the charge does not allege the pu-
lication of the book as an offense is not,
we think, well taken.

“¥Fifth—The court of review sustains
the trial court in refusing a further ad-
journment of the case on April 27, 1906.

“Sixth—The court of review sustains
the trial court in the matter of deciding
on the credibility of witnesses.

“Seventh—The court of review  sus-
tains the trial court in refusing to te-

ceive evidence offered in hehalf of the '
defendant.”
