84.5 E.); on May 10, about 5 p. m. (eight
bells I know had gone), we sighted a
two-masted screw on our port quarter,
about five or six miles off; very soon after,
as we lay motioaless, a great mass rose
slowly out of the sca, about half a mile
off on our larboard side, and remained
