hehind a bar-rooi cuunser and get_bis living
from the drunkard rpendthrift, These men

make ocur lnws now., It wed to be
young maa $o pride of a get to work
as eoon as possible to  help  the ola

fulks along ; we hear now too often of hearty
young men shamelessly dependent on cleir
parents. And we koow of too mapy paremts
who are not ashamed of habits of intoxication
nor of cursing in the hearing of their littls ones.
Aund how many mathers of families nre thers
whose harsh voices are heard all over tha neigh-
borhood, quarreling with their husbsods and
seolding thair children? Time was when a
drunken woman was what Scripture says she is,
‘*a preat wrath, and her shame sbull not be
hid.” Now they publicly send their little boys
and girls to the aaloon for beer.

Do I exaggerate? Am I pot, on bhe con-
trary, forced for decency’s sake to pass over
other shameless sins, which all but the blind
and deaf know of among us? Indeed, dear
brethren, the word of God s true now as of
yore thab sinners * preach their shame like
NSodom." The lepers laugh at their leprosy.
They run in amopog us to blight us. Thew
disease, that blicht which withers the soul with
eternal decsy, ihey rub off uponus. Theydo
it by bad example, by laughing at the simple
virtua of good Christiana, by jesting and mock-
ery, by bullying, by ill-qotten riches and ill-
gotten power,

But we muat rember that they are all this
time really sinbers, and worse than ordinary
sinpers, because without shame, Here, then,
is our firat duty : not to permit human respect,
worldly position, or a bullying tongue to silence
our love of God’s henor, our deteatation of
what deer it harm and our pity for the sinanr
himself. A good remedy against sbameless-
ness in sioping is just o little plain tatk. 1€
sometimes, inatead of laughing at a vile jest, we
should say, * You ought to b. ashamed of
yourself,” we should please God and save goula.
In the family, especially, parents should oreate
s sound family opinion about places and per-
gsous apd resdinz and amusements and all
things else that lend to sin; bad theaters,
moonlight excursions, public balls, liquor stores
and beer gardens. A little plain tatk, accom-
panied by good example and much prayer on
the part of good Christians, will do a great
deal, if nob to gure the leprosy of ein in those
who have it, at any rate to keep the lepers
standing afar off from the uscontaminated and
inooceat.

The Bishops and the Threatened Famine in
Irelaad—A Duark Qutleok.

The Irich Bishop«, eolicitous for the temporal
a8 well as the spiritual weltare of their tlucks,
are urging the adoption of Lromps measures tu
cope with the distreas which, by all accounts, is
mevitable, though it i to be hoped it will not
assume any slarming dimensions. The Most
Rev. Dr. O'Donn 11, Bishop of Raphoe, refer-
mpg to the #ad sccounnts furnished by corres
pondenta from the South snd West of Ireland,
writes :—'‘ 1 regret to eay they would only tou
accurately describe the ravages of potato blight
here aleoin the far North, Wibh she exception
of the Lagan districh and an occasional spob
elgewhere, the potate crop is n dead Inilure
throughout Donegal. From personal observa-
tion I konow that along the Western seaboard
and in the inland montainous parte of the
county the early kinda are alreandy almost comn-
pletely decayed, while the laver stalks were
biackened with disense before the tubers had
attained one-fourth the usual size. In afew
months, I fear, thera will be no potatoes fit for
human tood alovg the coasst from Dunfansghy
to Killybegs. What can bs doue ? Well, four
pieces of railway extension bave been acheduled
for this county. Let them be made. Three of
them have been sanctioned by the grand jury.
The conaideration ot the fourth has been defer-
red for fuller discussion of the question of
route., Dub oo the general meribds, and in view
of the dismal prospect that is opening before us,
the liae vo Gweedore is certainly not lesa neces-
sary than any of the others.” A seriea of reac-
