This contract was let without tender at $224.65 per annun, though there was in the department
a tender for $200 per annum, the loss being $98.60 for the term.,

The service was let by tender last fron the lst July, 1882. On this occasion the contract was
awarded to Mr. Matthew McGrath at the rate of bis tender, which was the fourth on the list, the
three lower having retired. The rate of 1,ay was $213.70 per annun, which was increased on the 1st
February, 1888, to $224.65. This rate has been paid since that date, the contract having been main-
tained by a series of renewals which took place every four years. On the Ist -January, 1893, the
contract was transferred fron Mr. McGrath to Mr. J. S. Cameron, in whose name it now stands.

Prior to the termination of the contract which expired on the 30th June, 1894, tenders for a new
contract were invited, due to be opened on the 27th April. On the 4th April instructions were issued
for the withdraw al of the notices inviting tenders, and for the renewal of Mr. Caieron's contract
for a further period of four years, at the rate then paid, $224.65 per annun.
