John C. Polanyi, a dis-
tinguished Canadian chemist
and chairman of the Canadian
Pugwash committee, will visitthe
U of A this week.

The University of Toronto
professor, who will be on campus
Wednesday through Friday, has
received numerous international
honors and awards for his work.
He is known for his concerns
about the relations between
science and society, and the role
scientists must play in helping
resolve international problems
vital to the survival of the human
race — hence his involvement in
the Pugwash movement.

who was the first eminent scien-
tist to issue a plea to his
colleagues to assume social and
moral responsibilities in order to
foster peace and brotherhood
among nations. In 1954 he
drafted a manifesto intended for
signature by scientists from
various countries and with differ-
ing political beliefs. Albert Eins-
tein signed the document two
days before his death and it is
consequently known as the
“Russell-Einstein Manifesto.”

The manifesto ends with a
resolution urging the
governments of the world to
recognize the dangers of nuclear
weapons and “to acknowledge
publicly, that their (the
governments’) purpose cannot
be furthered by a world war, and
we urge them, consequently, to
find peaceful means for the
settlement of all matters of dis-
pute between them.”

The movement is named
after Pugwash, Nova Scotia, the
birthplace of Cyrus Eaton, the
Cleveland financier who offered
financial support for the move-
ment for the firsttwo years,and in
1957 the site for the first move-
ment conference.
