Director of College House is 
Don Richard Smith, graduate stu­
dent in government. He expresses 
in a statement to the college news­
paper some of the reasons why he 
thinks a place like College House 
is important to this generation:

“We now live in a state of em­
ergency. The world is not fit for 
the promise it contains. The 
leaders of national revolutions 
against colonialism, oppression 
and poverty have shattered the old 
societies. Many have begun to 
build a new, more universal com­
munity, a free community.

“But the revolutions have been 
uncertain and many of the leaders 
have become confused and fa­
tigued. The world toward which 
many work is universal, modern, 
but not free.

“This is the desperation of our 
age: We are the first in history to 
recognize the possibility that all 
people might share in the fruits 
of modern society and modern 
technology.

“In such a world, in this world, 
human welfare itself depends on 
the conjunction of tecnological 
power and democratic freedoms. 
Without the first, man is bound to 
history and hope is mortgaged to 
hunger. Without the second, man 
becomes subordinant to man.

“This age and its task: to 
secure the firmest guarantees of 
liberty for the most people. But 
dissent boils toward disorder and 
need discovers desperation. We 
must begin.”
