‘I am
sure thet s great many of your readers, indeed
all of ttem in Newfoundlstd, end all in these
Provinces wbo have koown our church in Bt
Jobn’s st apy time during tbe last thirty-five
years, will thereby be much gratifi=d.

*“ Ja the death of Mr. Joseph Bacon, tecorded
in our obituary to-dsy, we have Icst another of
the “ old stardards’’—another of the connecting
links which bound us to the generation of which
he was s representative. The fact that Mr.
Bacon spent most 'of the threescore years and
ten that made up bis life, in the active pureuit
of his profession as a school-teacher in this com-
munity, snd the fact thut so many of the youtks
of both sexes—the writer among the number—
now mostly grown into matured men snd wo-
men, were indebted to him for the means—im-
proved or otherwise —of a good Eoglish educa-
tion, warrants the spplication of our columne
in thie brief notice to bis memory. Mr. Bacoo’s
life was a laborious and a useful one. Coarged
with the responsibility of a school numbering
160 youths, when he was himeelf only a youtd
of 19 years, he never lost that reepocsibili'y—
except for a brief period of-abseoce fiom the
couniry—uutil the day of bis last illness Hie
school, during the vigour of bis life, was reckon-
ed s first-class one for the acquirement of what
he professed to teach—the sound, practical
bracches of Eoglish education; and in it as-
sembled in bappy barmony the children of pa-
rents of every creed avd party. The govern-
meant graots to public scuools, and the separa-
tion of children in conscquence of it, interfered
with the success of such private establishments
as that conducted by Mr. Bacon, snd he with
otbers suffered from the chanoge. The benefits
of his tutorship were not forgotien however by
thote—now become pareats, and with children
of their own—who had erjoyed these advsn-
tages; and ro, be was founa in active employ-
mens to the very close of, life, and died in har-
ness.

On Wednesday of the week in which his death
took plsce, he dismissed his scholars at 11 o’clk.,
saying that he did pot feel very well ; but neither
they nor he anticipated that this was their last
meeting on earth, that the school-books were
now clused and the school-room vacated, and the
old master’s place emptied for ever. There is
something very touching to us in thought that
the master should fall at his desk; amidst the
bard, weary work of school duties, with no inter
val of rest and retirement as the evening shades
of life came on. But who shall ssy that it would
have been better otherwise ; who shall say that
sush devotion (o duty shall not make rest sweet-
er where only rest can be sweet—that such a
speedy transition from earth to heaven will not
receive the commendation, all the more prompt-
ly and beartily given—* Well done, good and
feithful servant,” Mr. Bacon will be remem-
bered by many of our resders for disinterested
services of another kind. He was one of tte old
school of good musicisne, and while be contriba-
ted cheerfully to those public concerts of a tecu
lar kind, which were enjoyed and will be ples-
santly remembered by many in this community,
be slso discharged the duties of organist in the
Wesleyan Chapel during the later years of his
life. May be enjoy an eternal rest.”

It it were admissable to extend this article
-much might be said concerning Mr. Bscon’,
skill in sacred music. His kpowledge of that
braoch of his profession was very extensive, his
taste therein refined, and his judgment itelli-
geot and notably good. He performed well on
several instruments, but he enjoyed the organ
most of all. Some who witneesed his oxecution
when tLe organ was firet used in our church in
Bt. Jobn's, wiil perhaps never forget the occasion.
The bymn was that which begins with the line

Before Jehovah's awful throme.

The tuve selected was the Old Hundred, the
cboir was lsrge and well trained, the numerous
congregation also sung lustily. When the words
were reached

‘High as the heavens our voices raise ;
.. And earth with her ten thousand tongues
8hall fill Thy courts with sounding praise.’

the organ’s strongest, sweelest tones were Lesrd
upbolding and blending a multitude of Learty
voices, and, indeed,

* Rapture’ did ‘ swell the solemn lay.’

Our departed friend was master of tanes fcr
every variety of metre in which our hymns are
written. His selection seemed always 1he test
and the singing was uniformly ia the true time.

Mr. Bacon devoutly stiended the edifying
services of our church even to the lest Sabbath
of his life. Oaly a few days of suffering pre-
cecel tbe final conflict. Oa Sabbath, Auguat
15tb, be presided at the orgsn in the esithly
ssnotusry, on the Lord’s day following, we bave
8cod hope, that bis ransomed spirit wes enter-
tained with the celestial voice of harpers, harp-
ing with their barpe, s they carroled the rew
song bofore the throne of Him that was slain
for us, and now liveth and reigneth for ever.

MIS8 RACHEL ANTHONY, OF AVONDALE,

The subject of this brief memoir, was the
daughter of ‘Cept. 8. W. Authony, of this
place. Racheel was brought to God, during
the revival of religion, under the ministry of the
Rev. H. McKeown, on this Circuit. From the
commencement of Ler Christian courre, to the
close of ber life, she gave the most satisfactcry
evidence that from principle, she had consecra-
ted berself to God. She most cordially upited
berself with the cburch of her choice, and from
that day, was untirirg in the use of the means
of grace peculiar to the Methodist Church.—
Her class-leaders were greatly comforted with
ber punctual attendance at her class and uni-
form devotedness to her Saviour. Naturally
retiring and unobtrusive, much of her time was
spent in seclusion, when reading the Woid of
God, meditation, and thé placiog of her mus-
ings on paper, appear to have taken up ber at-
tention.

Were it not for the sacredaess with which her
now beresved mother regards the natural reluc-
tance of her child to bave the prcductions of her
pen made public, many of her musings boh in
prose and verse might be pub isbed, to the pro-
fit and gratification of her friends. From the
commercement of the disease which ultimately
terminated her life, it was but too evident to ker
friends that her sun was to go down before it
was noon. But,in the midst of increasing
feebleness, her mind was calm and peaceful;
ber chiet solicitude was to be permiited to see
her mcch-loved father, who was at sea ; but
finelly this fond desire was brought into eubjec-
tion to the will of God.

On the morning of ber dea'h she appeared to
folly realize that her end was near, aad, al-
though exceedingly feeble, she was arxious to
communicate the exercises o! ber mind to the
writer. She eaid: “Icdorot feel just now as
scme sppear to feel in the immediate prospect
of death.” "When told that her pbysical debility
would scarcely admit of such emotions, she said
“Proy!” Wedd so; and egain prayer was
offered for the youtbful but departing Christian.
Soon she exclsimed, *“ Now all is well ! My
fears are gone !” Her Redeemer had come to
receive her. ln this calm confiding atate this
lovely daughter of Zion fell asleep in Jesus, on
the 12th of August, in the 20th year of her sge,

devotion to her God, and subsequent life, were

fr'ends, her mortsl body, slmcst too besutiful
for the grave, was committed to the ssnctuary of
the dead.

MEMOIR OF CAPT A. SMITH OF AVONDALE,
Yet sgain bas the messerger of desth been
permitted to visit our little sion, and take from
us another member.

Many years ago, brotber Smith gave bis heart
to God, and became & member of the Methodist
Foburch. For s length of time, he followed his
occupation as master mariner, and it was his
aim, ever to carry his religioa with him, both by
land ard by sea. On Lis receptioa into the
Wesleyan church by the venerable H. Pope, be
was by that man of God directed to several
passages of scripture, well calculated to instruct
com’rt, and admouish bim, amid ell the veri-
ous circamatances of life. To there be frequent-
ly adverted, stating that they bad ever been a
rejoicing to him, from the commencement of bis
Christian csreer. The writer well recollects
when on this circuit ssven yeers ago, how ready
he ever was, to unite with that eainted men of
God, the late Silas Mosher, in his religious ex-
peditions for the we!fare of the people of High-
Field. Our brotter had no sympathy with loi-
terers in the church, but at all times wes reapon-
sive to the calls of duty, of late when unable to
prosecute bis calling from bome, he cheerfully
accepted the cffice of superintendent in the Sub-
bath School, and syon gained the affection of
the scholars. In this good work he continued,
until absolute debility, forced him to abandon
his much loved post of duty. Oaly a short time
before his death he expressed his deep solicitude
for that department ot the work of God.

For some time previous to his death, his reli-
gicus experience evinced an incressirg ripeness
for his beavenly home. He expressed his deip
convictions of personal unworthiness, and felt,
that in many things, as the Lord’s steward, be
shou!d have acted differently ; but with all his
conscious unfaithfulness, he feit that hs bad
sweet access at the mercy eeat. A more meek
childlike, and submissive soul io affliction, I ne-
ver met with, alwaye cheerful, devotional, and
commupicative To two of his loved children,
whose duties calied them to take a fiaal leave
of him a few days previous to his death, while
he evinced all the tenderness of a fond parent,
he aleo manifested the fortitude of the Christian,
in encouraging them to go forth in the path of
duty, but 80 to live, as to meet Lidh i:. heaven.
The unwearied attention 'of bis devoted wife,
bis affectionate children, snd numerous kind
friends, he gratefully sppreciated.

It was my privilege to be preseat in the hal-
lowed place when he met the messenger of death,
shortly afier we bad again commended his de-
parting spirit to God, be made use of the follow-
ing langusge :

‘ Angels beckon me away,
And Jesus bids me come.’

and without one pang, or expres:ion of suffer-
ing, he slept in God, in the 65th year of his age.
O the Divinity of true religion, the manifestation
of God in humsn weakness, supporticg the im-
mortal spirit amidst all the solemnities of death
and the diseolution of of our tenderest ties.

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. Not to be Skipped

This is the period of the yesr durirg which,
throughout the bounds of cur Conference, the
Financial District Meetings are held. It is the'
time, therefore, for estimating, as near as may
be, tbe probable deficiencies for the year which
many hard workiog ministers on dependent cir-
cuits will have to bear. It is quite a reproach
to Methodism in Esstern British America that
those deficiences should be as large as they bave
been during recent years, as large as they will
be at the close of the present year.

At best in our Conference the ministers’ allow-
arces afe on a very moderate scale. We bhave
8 perfect knowledge of the subject. We have
bad s sufficiently long and varied experience to
spesk with cot filence on the matter. We af-
firm tbat & minieter among us, without other pe-
cuniary resources than those furnished by bis re-
gular ministerial a'lowsuces will ficd it needfu]
to exercise great prudence and str ct economy to
live within his meabs. This is tte care on
country circuits—it is especislly eo in city char.
gee. De:pending on his salary alone, even if it
be fully paid, the minister, in order to support
his family and educate his children moderately
well, must csll to his sid much forethought acd
coasidersb'e se!f denisl. His table mus: be fru.
gally spread. His apparel must be carefully
husbanded. He mustindulge in no weaknesses
for plentiful creature comforts. His el-gancies
must be of a severely simple order. His hun-
gry book shelves must bs sparingly fed. He
must study the value of money, and know how
to lay it out to advantage. His necessities must
oot be numercus aud his luxuri:s must chiefly
be those of the imeginsticn. He mast krow
how to say 1o to all the pomps and vanities that
cost hard cash. A little heedlessn+ss in prying
out, a little forgetfulness of what is comiog i.’
a slight miscalculation of what is veedful to
mske both ends meet, sn almost imperceptible
yearly deviation of his ways from his means,
aod d:fficultes beret him, emberrassment haunts
his footsteps, snd debt I'ke a millstone lies hea-
vy oa his soul, ard chil's kis energies. Under
tbe mo:t favorable circumetarces be can just live
decently, owing no man more than he is eble 10
pay. .
It this rep resentaticn is scecrdant with the
facts of the case, to what straits, to what acts of
patient self denial, to what ingsnious devices
to eke out the mutilated pittancs, must not those
worthy and feiibful m nisters be subjected
who hive to bsar year after year the inflic-
tion of a vile and most undeserved deficiency
varyiog from fifty to one hurdred and fifty dol-
lars per aonum. Toe sggregate amount of
which many ministers are thus urjastly depriv-
ed would suffice could it be realiz:d, to pay the
yearly premium om a valusble Li‘e Insu-
rance Policy, the proceeds of which would, in
the tearful days to come largely muliiply the
scanty ccmforts of their ead-bearted widows
and fatherless chilcren.

The bardship connected with the irfliction of
tbese ever-recurricg deficiencies appear the
more paiofully strikicg when it is remembered !
that tbe Conpexioval proviiion made for
worn-out ministers, atd mivisers’ widows,

to he a prophet of evil; but we entertsin »
strorg conviction thet a very ¢mail propertion
oanly of our now ¢fficient ministers give prom’se
df surviving o green old sge. It s-ems to us
in this view of the matter s double hardship,
that earnest men, who are wesring themselves
qut fast in God’s work amorg us, should be
yearly mulcted of & considerable poﬂio: of their
modest stipend, under the abomioable name of
defiziency. If these faithful men, forecasting
the coming days of bereavement, should thick
it right and obligatory upon tbem, for love of
thoee they may early lesve bebind them, to fore-
go ali luxuries and many comforts, their familics
ought to get the full benefit of such honorable
self-denial. The unwelcome, we m'ght almost
say, the uorighteous word, deficiency, ought to
be blotted from our Circuit and District Account
Bookse. It is good for n-ither minister vor
people to have need to use it

la nany instances the use of this disagreesble
term might be avoided. There are dependen:
Circuits that could with a little enterprise and
general co-operation among the adberents of
our Church within their boundaries, readily be-
come sell-sustaining. There are other Circuits
that could without difficulty do so much better
than they have been accustomed to do, that
with the aid of the grant allotted to them frem
the Coatingent Fund, their accounts would be
fairly equered. Tiere are some fine fields of
labor, to which ministers dread to be appoiated,
—to which they go with reluctance, and from
which they depart with pleasure sni prompti-
tude at the earliest opportunity, despite many
warm attachments cherished toward excellent
friends on those Circuits, because of the crush-
ing deficiencies by which these Circuits deplete
their ministers’ pockets, Tnese things ough
not to be ¢o.

The remedy for this state of things is at the
door. That remedy is for each friend of the
cause on the Circuit having deficiencies to do a
little more than it has been his practice to do.
In scme cases it is surprising bow small a per-
centage of iccrease on the subscriptions of the
friends on a Circuit would equal'zs the Circuit
revepue and expenditure. In such cases the
remedy is 80 essy, so feasible, that one can
scarcely help believirg that the resson why it is
pot effectively applied is becaute the matter is
not generaily undersioud. Iz somg,way, this
quesiion, in all its beariags, ought to be b.ought
home to the uncerstandings aod hearts of our
people. The atewards aud leaders on the re-
spective depevdent Circuits ought to be tho-
roughly posted in rela'ion to it, snd prepared
to press the matter on the friead« of the cause
generaliy in tbeir respective neigtborhoods.—
But bowever re;ulsive to iLeir feelings it may
be, the ministers themselves must take the initis-
tive in bringirg the necestary information before
those requiring instruction on this subject. Ot
course it requires good judgment and sound Cis-
cretion to do this properly snd witbout detri-
ment to their epiritual it fluence. But a minister
whose heart is in bis work, whose zealous and
sbounding labors in the pulpit, in the socisl
means of grace, and from house fo house
throughout his charge, 10 bring meu to the
knowledge of Christ, cannot be called in ques
tior, will run very small rick of being misun-
derstood in bis judicious efforts a: raising toe

| fioancial status of the Circuits from time to time

commiited to his care. At sll events, it is his
duty to run thst risk, by communicaticg, or
causing to bs communica‘ed, necessery informa-
tion throvghout his Circuit, by eff-ctive organi-
zation of tbe ficancial machinery of his charge,
and by an active butno. obtiusive superintend-
ence of its working. Tbat minister does a good
woik for the common cause wkose judicious plans
aod vigorous superintendence have the effect of
raising a deperdent circuit with an harassing
deficiency to a comfo:table, self-sustainirg posi-
tion. If any consicerable number of our depend-
ent Circuits were this year (0 pa:s to this se!f-
sustaining condition, or even closely 10 approxi-
mate thereto, the ability of our Church to prose-
cate its Missionary work in the more spiritually
destitute sections of the country wouid be large-
ly augmented. This is a consideration that
ought to weigh h-avily both with ministers and
people on all the dependent Circuits within our
Confereace bouvrd iriee. J.R.N,

Charles Wesley’s Hymns.
3 —DOCTRINAL VALUE

R-garded from a doctrinsl stand-point, ss the
embodiment of fundemental truth end the ex-
ponent of our theology, the hymns ot Charles
Wesley sre of inestimable advantsge to the
great Methodist community.

“ In what otbenpublication of the kind,” asks
the venerable John Wesley, in his Prefsce, to
the Collection of Hymns, for the use of the people
called Methodists, buve you so distinet ard tull
an account of Beriptural Christispity ? Such a
declaration of the heights and depths of religion,
speculative and prectical ? 8o strong cautions
against the most plausible errors; particularly
those that are now most preva'ent? And so
clear directiors for making your calling safe and
election sure ; for perfecting holiness in the fear
ot God P 8o that the book is, in effect, a litile
body of experimental and practical divinity.”

“ 1 knew ” said & threwd politician aod keen
observer of life, Fleicher of Sa town, in a letier
to toe Marquis of Montrose, * a very wise man
who believed that if he were permitied make ali
the ballade, bte did not care who made the laws
of the nation.” That celebrated saying has aleo
been attributed to the Earl of Chatham, snd was
probably accepted and endorsed by tra: great
statesman. Upon the same priuciple, applicable
to religious as to public and private life, we are
satisficd tbat, while our standards of worship
and manuals of devotion are sourd ard clear,
the doctrinal system, spproved by eur fatters
and accepted by our people, will be retained in
its purity and integrity.

Perhaps I am vot wrong in the conviction
that more than Wesley's evangsiical sern on.
and richly suggest.ve notes on the New Tes'a-
ment,— thao Benson's and Clarke’s eruiite ard
elaborate commentaries,—than John Fletcher's
mas'ecly polemics, o- Richard Watsu’s exhaus-
tive lostitutes,—bLave these hymns, of Charles
Wesley, moulded our belief and determined our
theological views. Doctrinal truth is not as in
some modern popular hymaos presented in a di-
luted form ; the gold of the go-pel, the truth as
itis in Jesus, bas been appropriated ard fused,
as in the crucible of the refiner, from which it
flows in & pure rich stream of sacred psalmody.

Ia the * sorg of praise to the blessed Trinity,”
the last bymo of the book, the 7e Deum of
Methodis: worship, ascribing * immortal praise.”

** To God the Father's love ;"

can be bat a very small ore. In this
conpection, too, it may be observed that our |
ministerisl work is telling with great severily
upon the bealth of s large number of our minis- '
tere. At the last Conference we were struck |
with the signs of the change pa:sing over many
comparatively young ministers. Tae roundness
and musculer vigor of a few years ago seemed
10" bave passed away. Almost every counten-
ance sppeared sicklied o’er with the pale cast of
thought, or with the easily read expression of
that weariness of brain and nerve resulting

from & winter's he.vy toil and excitement. We
,8re by no means given to croskiog, nor claim

giviog glory to the only begotten Son

lihnnhﬁll of Christ, and longs

ts glo! matter to declare;

Of him 1 my loftiest songs,
[ cannot now His praise forbear

My ready tongue makes haste to nig_g 28
The glories of my Heaveuly King.

In the doctrine of & free, full, and present
salvation the Wesleyan bymns are especially
rich ard exhiustive ; but illustrations crowd too
thickly for selection. And we bave not merely
eaposition but appropriation—fsith and hope—
the power and biessedness of Christian life root-
ted in the “ cross and passion” snd prevalent
intercession of our bleered Redeemer, os in the
well known hymos, 01 the Priesthood of Chaist,
“E .tered the boly place above,” or in the
stiil more popular byman,

** Arise wy soul arise;”

in which the couotrite s>ul appropristes the mer-
us of Chr's:, is greciously accepted by God,
and exaltingly exclaims,

“ His spirit answers to the blocd
And tells me [ am born of God.”

S'nce the royal psalmist swept his inspired
Iyre to the noblest, sweetest, acd moat endur-
iog of Z on’s songs, never in the fuloess and
force of scripture truths, bave the sacred lyr-
ics of Cbaries Wesley been surpassed, end in
one important element, the auticipation of life
sod immortality, they rise far sbove the level
jeven of these pure snd impassiozed strains,
which by the worshippe:s of the ancient Church,
were chanted in presence of the Shekicah.

“ The holy tothe holiest leads ;"

And pever does the Cbristian Bard reveal
more of that sacred fire which touched his lips
and brightened the vision of his faith than when
in enticipation of the beatific b'essedness, he
reverently locked within the veil. Three of
the bymns on a Future State,

** How happy every child of grace,”

‘‘ And let this feeble body fail,”
‘ Come let us join our friends above,”

are almost uorivalled for e'evation of thought,
and felicity of expression. At one point the
if « world of spirits bright” ¢eems open, as
if alre:dy in rapt commuoion with glorified
saints, strains of celestial minstrelsy fall upon
tke ear,and the soul dwelis amid the splendours
of another apocalypse ; —
At once they strike the harmonious wires,
And hyma the great Three-One;

He hears, He smiles and allthe Choir
Fall down before the throne.”

Random Jottings.

Many, no doubt, believe that the fine dogs
whose portraits of o'd ad>roed the covers of our
copy-booke, and who figure so frequently in
snecdote ass the saviours of their masters from
watery graves, are in Newfoundlsnd as * plen-
tiful as blackberries.” A great mistake ; for a
decent looking dog is about as rarely met with
here as in any part of the world it has been my
fortune or misfortune to visit. The race hes
greatiy degenerated ; and the mongrel genera-
tion that now ¢xists, having set itself in oppo-
sition to the march of progrese, is being rapid'y
beaten down. Much more attention has been
given of late vears to the rearing of cattle acd
sheep ; and when it was found that some huon-
dreds of these were to'n in pieces by the dogs,
the destroyers became the pbjects of stringent
legislative enactment. Df’iing tome meonths
every one of thrm must wear on his neck s log
—twelve ioches long and seven pounds in
weight, I think—oan psin of being summerily
despa’ched by the first constable he meete. From
last year's returns it appeais that 548 dogs were
thus s'ain, for wh'ch 8274 was psid from the
Colonial tressury. ‘In 1868 the Agricu!tval So-
ciety distributed 218 sheep smong the different
settlements, to intrcduce or improve the breed ;
and of course more would be purchased by io-
dividuals. The views of those who have given
aftention to this matter may be gathered from
pspere published by oide«r of the House of As-
sembly.

“ Of sll provinces of B N, America, Now-
foundland is believed to be the best for sheep
cultare, from the lightn: ss of its soil, the bound-
less tracts of its waste lande, and the richress
of its natural grasses. Hitherto doga bave pre-
vented the success of this employment, but &..”
It is difficult to give a good reason
why Newfoundiand with an area meny times
larger than P. E. Islatd, and a population
twics as numerous, and more ;ver possess ng ad-
vanteges in wild pasture much greater, shoud
be dependsnt upon that island for her annual
supply of live-stock ; and not rather raise sheep
and manufacture woollen fabrics for her own use
a8 preeent, and herealter for export.

Iceland, with a population of fifty thousand
souls, and situated on the verge of the Arctic
Circle, suppoits her people, 10 a great extent, by
rearing sbeep and exporting woollen manufac-
tures.” Toe number of these valuable animals
possessed by the Icelanders is estimated at from
seven to eight bundred thousand.

The recent exhibition of the Floral and Hor-
ticultural Scciety is discuseed by tte papers in
tones of anything but commendation. Certainly
there were scme fine varieties of garden vegeta-
bles, and there were a 0 a few flowers of whizh
the owners might feel proud, but the fl ral de-
partment generally was no more than medicere.

Atall events, it wou!djbe very e sy to get up
such a collection of fruits as would grestly as-
tonish thoee Nova Scotian s snd New Brurs
wickers who believe that all the garden end
farm produce of N. F. L *is very small po-
tatoes” indeed.

The+ ehore fishery bas been the best known
for a long time, avd the high price- which fish
commands will enable many a poor man to do
what he bas not doze for years, to lay in a
stock of provisions for the winter and to clothe,
after some fashion, his half-naked children.—
“ We shall do a gcod business this fall,” said
a gentlemen tbe other day. ‘You see they
bave the fish and it brings a good price ; and it's
so long since they bad a good year that they are
absolutely in want of everything.” ’

1Tte poor Labrador men don’t seem to be
doing well, and it is feared many of them will
return with little to remuncrate them for their
summers toil,

Slight symptoms of  Gold fever” bave ap-
peared hereabouts Jately, and some are s little
exciled ; but this bas been the case before.

The sudience was moderately large, but it is
matter for regret that the sffecting recitals and
earnest appeals of the epeakers were not hesrd by
many more. Startling statements were made of
the extent and frightful ccnse quences of the li-
quor trade. The namber of drem-shops in the
city is in the ratio of one to every 130 inhsb-
itants, and this enormous proportion is being
increased by the issue of fresh liceaces. In the
monoth of August a'one thke couvictions at the
pelice coart for draukenness or ¢ffences caused
by drink numbered 120. These are facts in
which every ctizen is interested. Self inter-
est alone, to say nothing of bigher motives
should prompt to the suppresion of a trade
which is the fruitful source of pauperism, vice
and crime. But the ignorant aud degraded are
not the only sufferers. Tae intel'igent and res-
pectable youth of our city are heing debauched
for the profit of a tew liquor-sellers. It is high
time that Chrictians awoke to a sense of the
wagnitude of the evil, snd their own responsi-
bility. Temperance men of ail denominations,
and not totsl abstainers only, but sll who love
the Sivour aud the souls of theit fellosmen,
sbou'd unite in a determired effortfro restrict
snd put down this gigantic evil. Tbe influ-
ence of Christian tempersnce seniiment should
b2 broughbt to bear on the Ci.y Courcil ard
Legislature, and sgitation should not cease un-
til every bar.room in the city be closed.
