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THE FtntS 1.EM CONFERENCE.

The Burslem Conference recently closed 
was not marked by any very extraordinary 
features calculated to secure for it an unus­
ually prominent place in British Wesleyan 
annals. Burslem itself is by no means a 
beautiful, a stirring or a romantic town, 
unlese it is much improved since we saw it 
in 1868 ; and its large Methodist chapel in 
which thfe Conference held its sessions was, 
until refrouted and otherwise decorated a 
few mouths ago, as plain and unpretending 
an ecclesiastical structure as we saw in 
any important town in England. Eel 
Burslem dotted all over and all around with 
Pottery furnaces as it is, and enwrapped in 
an almost perpetual smoke-cloud, is not 
without its attractions to an intelligent trav­
eller. It is nearly the centre of that great 
manufacture whose processes and products 
owe so much to the genius, the art and the 
enterprise of the Wedgewoods, whose names 
will ever stand high among those of the 
great benefactors of England's industrial 
concerns.

Nor was the Conference just held in Burs, 
lem so devoid of interest as readily to pass 
from the recollection of the people in Eng­
land called Methodists. On the contrary it 
will long be kept fresh in memory.

In the first place, that Conference was pre­
sided over by Mr. Farrar, one of the most 
generally effective men in BritishMethodism, 
in whose favor a rule, shutting out Ex-Pres­
idents from re-election to the Conferential 
Chair, that had tacitly come into operation, 
was suspended, and as the result proved and 
is proving, most wisely.

The Conference was distinguished by the 
presence of two specially fragrant names on 
its death record, Peter McOwan and Isaac 
Keeling, pertaining to eminent men who had 
served Christ and His Church well in their 
generation, and then passed away to their 
glorious rest in the triumphs of faith. Scarce­
ly inferior to these honored names on the 
death-roll of the year was that of J. P. Has- 
well, whose memory will long remain prec-
inna in many »»n jt ngaliuus.

The Conference was noteworthy by the 
retirement of Dr. Waddy this year from the 
active ranks of the ministry. Dr. Waddy 
is a uoble-souled man, of high intellect and 
most manly hearing. He has long been a 
special favorite of ours ; and no sermon re­
ported tor us in England in 1863, gave us 
more solid pleasure than one preached by 
him in our presence in Westminster. The 
Burslem Conference was worth remember­
ing from the fact that an increase of nearly 
three thousand persona, added to the mem­
bership of the Methodist Church in Great 
Britain during the jear was reported at it. 
True, the increase was not as large as it 
ought to have beeu ; but it was worth prais­
ing God for, and many thousand times bet­
ter than a decrease to the same amount.

Some of the religious services connected 
with the Conference, and some addresses 
delivered before it, were of a high order of 
excellence and of very great interest. Dr. 
Jobson's charge to the young men ordained 
merited and received high commendation. 
Mr. Hall's charge also was unique, nay, 
powerful, and as Mr. Arthur characterized 
it, “ practical with a witness.”

Bishop Simpson’s sermon before the Con­
ference seems to have been a glorious man­
ifestation of truth as it is in Christ Jesus, 
and produced a most memorable effect. Dr. 
Foster's address to the Conference, describ­
ing so fully and satisfactorily the progress, 
position and character of the educational 
work among the United States Methodists, 
was an exceedingly well-timed and'fugges- 
tive utterance. As for Bishop Simpson’s 
address to the Conference, nothing of the 
kind could well be better. In spirit and tone 
it was perfect, and adapted to promote the 
spread of the best possible feeling between 
the English and American people. Bishop 
Simpson is an honor universal Metho­
dism. Mr. Gervase Smith’s account before 
the Conference of Canadian Methodism of 
the Canadian Conference and incidentally 
of the Canadian people, did justice to our 
fellow religionist* in the upper Dominion 
Provinces, and well-illustrated Mr. Smith's 
powders of discriminating observation. Such 
speeches as Mr. Smith’s before the Burs­
lem Conference, spread broadcast before 
large masses of the British people, cannot 
but be of great service in aiding to form an 
intelligent British estimate of the value to 
the Empire of British North America.

The Bnrslem Conference distinguished it­
self by its action in Mr. Hughes’s case, 
showing that the Collective pastorate of the 
British Methodist Church is determined, 
God assisting, to preserve its institutions 
for the cultivation of Christian fellowship in 
undiminished efficiency.

And last, but not least, of all, tbe Burs­
lem Conference was signalized by tbe ac­
ceptance of Sir Francis Lycett’s magnificent 
conditional offer of two hundred, and fifty 
thousand dollars to aid in the erection of 
fifty new chapels in London. The munifi­
cent offer of Sir Francis is tbe most splen­
did yet made in the history of British Me­
thodism. We believe the future will shew 
that it was the beginning of a grand move­
ment that will before it runs its destined 
course be productive of unspeakably pre­
cious results.

From the foregoing it is apparent that 
tbe Burslem Conference will long linger in 
tbe British Methodisttc mind.

•• A number ol the members of the Church 
and Congregation, worshipping in •• Zion ( ha- j 
pel,"’ Hamilton, met last Thursday,afternoon 
to take leave of their minister, the Kev. It. A. 
Temple, who has now quitted Bermuda for 
bis new sphere of labour in New Brunswick.

John llarnett, Esq., being voted to the 
chair, announced the purport of tbe meeting— 
that ol giving expression to feelings ol esteem 
entertained for their Pastor, who was about 
leaving tbe country.

“Mr. W. T. James was called upon to ad­
dress the meeting, who stated that sums trom 
various persons had beeu placed in bis bands, 
amounting in all to sexeuty-two sovereigns, lor 
the purpose of making up a small purse to be 
presented to the Rev. R A Temple, as some 
slight mark ot esteem in which that gentleman 
was held by the members of his church and 
congregation.

“ After some few preliminaries, tbe chair­
man directed that the Pastor be waited upon 
and informed that his presence was respectfully 
requested at the meeting On Mr. Temple 
being accompanied into the meeting, the au­
dience rose and sang the hymn commencing 
with :

Blest lie the dear uniting love,
That will not let us part :

Our bodies may far on remove—
We still are one in heart.’.

“ Mr. Jeremiah Harnett was requested to 
present Mr. Temple with a short farewell 
address ; who said “ Rev Sir,—1 have come 
from my sick room to join my brethren in their 
farewell greetings, and to unite with them in a 
true Christian love which 1 am sure they hold 
towards you : I have been requested to pre 
sent yon the following address —

“ Our Dear Pastor,—You are about to leave 
us. We regret this should be the case. Our 
petitions to Conference for the purpose of get 
ting your stay among us prolonged is, per 
haps, some evidence of our love to you as i 
Christian brother, and ot our high apprecia­
tion of your labours as our Pastor.

1 “ Your intercourse with your flock has 
been mild, kind and Christian-like ; and has 
won for you the esteem of your congregation.

• “ Your efforts to promote the interests of
our Sabbath School have been eminently suc­
cessful „

• “ Your discourses to the public congrega 
lions can never be forgotten ; on account of 
their eloquence, their soundness of doctrine, 
and their depth of feeling.

‘ “ Your public lectures have gained you 
many laurels of praise.

1 “ So, the Methodists have felt proud of 
their Pastor, as a preacher, as an orator, and 
as a warm friend ; possessing uncommon gifts 
for his calling but at the same time being un­
ostentatious, courteous and considerate.

• “ But, we must part—an All-wise Provi­
dence has so ordered it. We bid you farewell 
with regret, and in doing so, we offer you our 
most alfertionate regards. You «ill live in 
our affections and in our prayers. May many 
blessings and much prosperty attend you.

• “ Herewith, we tender vou a small purse, 
which please accept as a slight memento of our 
esteem for you.

‘ “ We say again, Farewell’ Farewell
“ In answer to the above address, Mr Tem­

ple said, in substance —“ I thank you tor this 
spontaneous expression of vour esteem and 
love. I came to Bermuda an invalid, itfquest 
of health, and found it I have great reason 
therefore, to be attached to the climate, and 
to the very soil of Bermuda

“In consideration of my health, I was ap­
pointed to Bermuda by tbe Conference of 
Eastern British America; was kindly received, 
and have been kindly treated bv the people, 
and I have become deeply attached to them.

’ “ Since I came here, I have endeavoured to 
preach Christ Crucified to the best of my 
ability ; and if any have been led to tbe Saviour, 
and comforted, through my humble instrumen­
tality, I give God all the glory.

‘“From my heart, I thank you for your 
generous testimonial, and beg to assure you 
that in tbe new field of evangelical effort to 
which the Conference has been kind enough to 
appoint me, I and my family shall never cease 
to thank you, and pray to God to bless you."

“ On Mr. Temple resuming his seat—five 
children moved from their places, and, stand­
ing around the Rev. Gentleman, one of them 
said :—“ Dear Mr. Temple, will you please 
accept this present (a patent Lever Watch) as 
a small token of love and esteem from the 
children, who participated in the two Soirees 
which were conducted by you a short time since 2 
Praying that God will continue to bless you, we 
are, &i\, &c."

Mr. Temple replied , “ Dear children—Your 
Pastor for three years. I receive your kind testi­
monial with gratitude, and leave you many pray­
ers. Our intercourse at our recitations has been 
to me delightful, and I trust to you profitable. 
I have endeavoured to impress on your minds 
tbe importance of personal heart-felt religion, 
and pray mv Father that these lessons max 
never be forgotten God bless you, and have 
you in his holy keeping Minister and people 
parted—in all probability never to meet again 
in this life." i

I need not say that it was with deejj re 
gret that we learne'd that the three petitions 
which eminated from the Quarterly Room, 
the Trustee Room, and the members of the 
Church and Congregation, for the re-ap- 
poiutmeut of our late Pastor to Bermuda, 
could not be entertained by Conference. 
And then, too, we felt sorry at our not suc­
ceeding in securing, for another period, tbe 
services of our young, devoted, and truly 
indefatigable brother the Rev. Thomas 
Rogers. But, in both these cases, we 
bowed with reverence and loyalty to tbe 
decision of our Fathers and Brethren in tbe 
church.

I cannot tell yon how disappointed we 
all were when we ascertained that our 
recently appointed Minister, the Rev. S. 
Humphrey, had not arrived, on account of 
illness, in the last Halifax Packet. Stimu­
lated by the excellent article which appear­
ed in the Provincial Wesleyan on the 13th 
ult., headed—“ Speed the parting, Welcome 
the coming Pastor,"—several friends be­
came busy, during the last two or three 
weeks, m cleaning, painting, repairing aud 
furnishing tbe Parsonage ; and every care 
bad been taken to give the in-coming Pastor 
a hearty welcome.

Should Mr. Humphrey continue too un­
well to come by the Packet in September, 
it is earnestly hoped that the President will 
be enabled to make such other arrangements 
as will insure the supply of Pastoral aid to 
this Circuit.

We all think very highly of the Kev. Mr. 
Weldon who has recently come among us. 
It his health continues good, I am persuaded 
he will prove to be a very acceptable, as 
well as instructive Preacher ; his sermons 
are eminently spiritual ; he gives many 
evidences of being a man of deep piety.

Dear Mr. Editor,—
The following erroneous aud unscriptural 

doctrines are disseminated iu many parts of 
Newfoundland, by Clergymen of the Church 
of England, aud are declared by them to be 
“Chief things which a Christian ought to 
know, and believe to his soul’s health."

A cursory glance at them, however, by 
Christians of unprejudiced miuds, xvho have 
been more correctly informed as to the fun­
damental doctrines of Christianity, will be 
sufficient to eoux-ince them that they are in 
accordance neither with the teachings of the 
Holy Scriptures nor with reason.

The natural tendency of the umuformed 
and prejudiced mind in this land, as in all 
other lands, is toward error rather than 
truth ; and therefore we feel constrained to 
bring forxvard some of the principal doc­
trines contained in what is termed : “ A 
Catechism," “ carefully revised by Theolo­
gians." We will place them under the 
light of Revelation, in order to test their 
congruency, with the revealed word of 
God. The chief reason for our doing so is 
not that we consider ourselves polemically 
qualified to deal with abstruse teaching or 
philosophy, or ei'en Dogmatic theories, but 
if possible to check the influence they may 
exert upon the uninformed young persons 
who belong to non-conforming Churches, 
and to shoxv them the folly of being guided 
in matters of spiritual and eternal impor­
tance, by what is so unscriptural and un­
reasonable.

The questions and answers, taken for 
consideration, are not as in the Catechism 
sectionally placed, but with our objections 
to them so that a candid reader may 
distinguish truth from error.

Page 7. Ques. “ Who was the mother 
of Jesus Christ?"

Ans. “ The Ever;Virgin Mary.
Objection. It can be proved neither 

from the Scriptures or Tradition, that Jesus 
was her only child. In fact the Scriptures 
favour i he contrary opinion.

Ques. “ What title does the Church give 
ber?" (E. E. Church understood.)

Aus. “ The Mother of God."
Obj. The existence of Mary as a created 

being xvae not aud cauuot be antecedent to 
the Eternal existence of Christ’s Divine 
nature. She was the Mother of Hie human 
nature, aud consequently this title “ Mother 
of God" is a misnomer.

Page 11. Ques. “ What is the Catholic 
Church?" (E. E. C. of course is here 
meant.)

Ans. “ The blessait company of all faith 
ful people, gathered together into one So' 
eiety, under oue Head.”

Ol>j. If the Church ot England is the 
Universal Church, then the Roman Church 
cannot be Catholic. Aud if the R. C. he 
the true Universal Church it follows that 
the E. E. Church caunot lie Catholic ; but, 
another Society uuder another form of 
Church Goverunmeut, for, of necessity, 
there cannot be two Universes within one 
Universe.

Page 12. Ques. “ How is the Church

Aus. “ In that all her members have one 
Faith and oue Hope, the same great Sacra 
meats, and oue form of government.”

Obj. Members of the E. C. have not one 
laith, for many have faith in the Sacra­
ments for salvation, whilst others have 
faith in Christ only for salvation. (All the 
Members of Christ’s mystical body have 
one faith.) And as to the last clause, 
“ one form of government," the E. E. 
Churches ignore this themselves by having 
different forms of government in their dif 
ferent dioceses.

Ques. “ How is the Church apostolic ?"
Ans. “ Because she is the same society 

which xvas founded by the Apostles, because 
she has her doctriue and her orders from 
them."

Obj. If the Protestant Church of Eng­
land became a different Church after the 
Reformation (to what she xvas before the 
Reformation) both as to doctrine and dis­
cipline, how can she be “ the same society 
which was founded by tbe Apostles?” And 
as to receiving her doctriue from the 
Apostles, in what sense can she prove that 
the Apostles ordered her to preach the doc­
trine of Regeneration ly Baptism, or in any 
way authorized her to say that all who are 
not members of this Church are on their 
way to hell ! ' ! Will they be so kind as 
to prove it?

Page 13. Ques. “ Is there any sure 
way to salvation out of the Church ?"

Ans. “ There is not.” (Out of the Eng­
lish Church.)

Obj. Now, if it be presumed that the R. 
C. be tbe true Church, out of which there is 
no salvation, then all the members of the 
Protestant Church of England will be lost ; 
but, if the E. C. be the Universal Church, 
out of which there is no salvation, then not 
only are all Christian Dissenting Churches 
excommunicated by these Theologians, but 
also the R. C. which claims to be the Uni­
versal Church, aud excommunicates all 
without her pale, the English Church in­
cluded 1 ! 1

We claim Christ as our Saviour, who 
will dare say He is not?

Ques. “ What orders of Minister^ did 
the Apostles appoint?"

Ans. “ Three : Bishops, Priests and 
Deacons."

Obj. We can find only two orders in tbe 
Scriptures, viz • Presbyters, Bishops, and 
Deacons. Whence comes the third order?

Ques. “ Has the Church always and 
everywhere Bishops, Priests and Deacons, 
who trace their commission to the Apos­
tles?"

Ana. “ Yea ; always and everywhere."
Obj. This is a bold assertion without the 

least proof whatever. This has never been 
historically proved and never will be by the 
authors ot this Catechism, and even if it 
were possible for the two orders of Bishops 
and Deacons to trace their commission to 
the Apostles, how could the third order here 
mentioned, do so? (if their order' had no 
existence in the Apostolic times ’) which 
xve are free to say caunot be done.

Page 30. Ques. “What is Baptism5” 
(according to the rites of E. Church under­
stood.)

Aus. “ It is tbe first Cliristian Sacra­
ment, whereby we are made Christians, 
children of God aud heirs of Heaven ; and 
are cleansed from original sin, and also 
from actual sin, if we be guilty of any.”

Obj. Now, if by Baptism in the E. C., 
persons are cleansed from all sin, both 
original and actual, and if by being mem­
bers of this Church their salvation is sure, 
What need is there for Absolution after 
Salvation is made sure by Baptism ? Does 
not this imply that salvation is not made 
sure by Baptism ? To say the least, it is 
contrary to the Scriptures. “ For by grace 
are ye saved through faith, and this not of 
yourselves, it is the gift oj Ood."

Page 23. Ques. “ Was the Jewish 
Sabbath to last always ?"

Ans. “ No ; like circumcision and other 
typical rites, it was only for a time."

Obj. From this mode of teaching another 
objection may be made in reference to 

j Baptism, being a means of Salvation, for if,

than an outward 
ceremony, and is not saving grace, accord­
ing to the theory of the Theologians.

Page 30. Ques. “ What is a Sacrs- 
meut ?"

Ans. “ It is an outward aud visible sigu. 
ordained by Christ himself, by which grace 
is conveyed to the soul."

Page 31. Ques “ What is confirma­
tion ?”

Ans. “ Confirmation is a means whereby 
we receive the Holy Ohost, in order to make 
us strong and perfect Chrisliaus, <£c."

Page 17. Ques. “ What is Grace?" 
Ana. “ Grace is a supernatural gift of 

God, freely bestowed upon us to make us 
holy aud to save us." (This is scriptural.) 

Now, if according to this last answer, 
grace is » supernatural gift of God," how 

can it be conveyed to the soul, either by the 
Sacraments or by Confirmation f And if 
at Baptism a person becomes a child of Ood 
and an heir of Heaven, (which can never 
take place without the regeneratinggrace of 
the Spirit of God,) salvation also being 
made sure by Baptism, it follows then that 
Confirmation is a work of supererogation if 
Regeneration takes place at Baptism.

Page 32. Ques. " I» not the Holy 
Eucharist also a sacrifice ?"

Ans. - Yes."
Obj. There is no passage of Scripture to 

he found which will support this erroneous 
dogma.

Ques. “ What is offered to God in the 
Holy Eucharist ?

Ans. “ First, bread and wine, and after­
wards the Body and Blood of Christ under 
the form of bread and wine.

Obj. According to the learned Fathers 
and Theologians, of immortal memory, the 
Greek word (“ eu charis") means the act 
of giving thanks ; and if this be so, then the 
Eucharist, (otherwise the “ Lord’s Sup­
per") is not n sacrifice, but a sacrament or 
Institution. The Eucharist is not a sacri­
fice, but an Institution iu memory of the 
sacrifice once offered by Christ, according 
to “St. Paul’s Epistle to the Hebrews," in 
which he declares all other sacrifices to be 
entirely abrogated.

Page 33. Ques. “ What is Absolu­
tion ?"

Ans. " Absolution is a means, whereby, 
on our repentance, the sins committed after 
Baptism are put away " ( Where are they
put away?)

Ques. “ By whom must this Holy Ordin­
ance he administered ?”

Ans. " By a Bishop or a Priest." ( Why 
not a Deacon f)

Page 19. Ques. “ What do we pray lor 
when xve say, Forgix-e us our trespasses, as 
we forgive them that trespass against ns ?" 
( Dissenters excepted. )

Ans. " That Ood would be merciful un­
to us, and forgive us our sins."

Obj. This is a strange admixture of 
Theological teaching, in as much as it is de­
clared in this last answer ; to be a Divine 
prerogative to forg’ve atns. aud yet in the 
foregoing ansxvers, page 33, it is declared 
to be the privilege of a Bishop, or Priest, to 
pardon sins. Now, if grace is the free gift 
of God, and if the pardon of sin, be a Di­
vine prerogative, by which we obtain the 
grace of Clod, through the Holy Spirit, 
in xx hat sense can it be shown that clergy­
men in the Church of England, are duly 
authorised by God, to forgive sins.

Page 13. Ques. “Can we do anything 
to show our love for the dead in Christ ?"

Ans. “ Yes ; xve ought to pray for them, 
for though they rest rom their labours, 
their happines is not yet complete."

Page 17. Ques. “What is the Twelfth 
Article of the Creed ?”

Ans. “ The life everlasting."
Que*. “ What means this article ?"
Ans. “ That soch as die in a state of 

grace shall live for ever happy in heaven.
Obj. This kind of teaching, is anomalous, 

unreasonable, and unecriptual, for, if a per­
son dies in a state of grace, which accord­
ing to the Scriptures, implies fitness for ce­
lestial enjoyment, the inutility of praying in 
behalf of persons, who are already in hea­
ven, and are happy for ever, is clearly seen, 
and does not agree, with the Scriptures con­
cerning this matter. If then according to 
St. Paul’s teaching,the soul of a true believer 
in Christ, when absent from the body, is 
present with the Lord, why need we pray, 
for those who are for ever with the Lord.

Mr. Editor, such doctrines as these, ema­
nate from men, who are professedly tea­
chers of the Christian Religion, and who re­
gard some other Christian Churches, as not 
being (Christian) Churches at all, but, as 
the most detestable sources of heresy, and 
false doctrine. Sir, we are prepared to 
compare the system of Theology, which we 
endeavor to teach, with that from which 
these questions and answers have been 
taken, and will allow the strictest investi­
gation of the doctrines which we preach ; 
under the light of truth, the truth of God’s 
word.

We supply an additional hint, aud 
if anything more monstrous than that to 
which we refer ever emanated from a source 
this side thee seven-hilled city, xve have 
had the good fortune uot to meet with it. 
Mr. Welton endeavours to combat the ar­
guments against close communion, aud this 
is his method. The Baptists do not ex­
clude Christians of other Churches from the 
Lord’s table ; those Christians have ostracis­
ed themselves by departing from the faith 
aud cleaving to Romish practices. When 
they return to the truth (as held by the 
Baptists), the harrier will fall of its own 
accord !

Thus xve have a second Church upon 
earth which claims to be the only genuine 
oue, aud the arbiter of other men’s desti­
nies. It has long lieeu kuown that the con­
viction of the Priesthood in Church number 
one, in regard to their exclusive right to the 
title of Christians and to regulate the affairs 
of the Church upon earth, led them to be­
lieve they might “ do evil that good might 
come." Are we now to trace the moral 
obliquities of Church number two to the 
same source, aud seriously regard thos< 
who strenuously employ meaus which otb 
era call dishonorable to lead the convert^ of 
other men’s ministry down into the water, 
as actuated by the conviction that they are 
justified in their action by securiug the sal 
vatiou of those who follow their counsel. 
Really no unprejudiced reader can peruse 
Mr. Welton’s private letter, in the appendix 
to his socalled sermon, without feeliug that 
lie views Mr. Anuand ns being in extreme 
spiritual danger, and that he would gladly 
compass sea aud laud to make him a pros­
elyte ! Had Mr. Welton entered Church 
Dumber one. his principles and pamphlet 
would have doubtless secured hint a Cardi­
nal’s hat ! As it is, it may well be consid­
ered by the authorities who placed liefore 
him the course o( texts to be followed, in 
common with the other ministers of the 
Baptist Church iu this Province, duriug the 
year, whether there may uot be some way 
to reward him for the damage he lias suf­
fered in his reputation, and the blows inflict­
ed upon his arguments by his youthful an­
tagonist "

Mr. Annand is quite original in dealing 
with some parts of his subject. His modest 
introduction gives the pamphlet a merely 
local importance ; but there is much that 
is fresh and vigorous in its pages notwith­
standing tbe theme has lieeu so frequently 
handled.

A HOME MISSIONARY MEETING
was held in the Germain Street Wesleyan 
Church last evening. Robert Robertson, 
Esq., occupied the chair, and briefly intro­
duced the business.

REV. MR ANNAND ON CHRISTIAN 
BAPTISM.

A Pamphlet of twenty-eight pages, just 
issued, adds one more to the number of 
tractates on the mode and subject of Bap­
tism. There is a history associated with 
the origin of this little book, which will 
long be considered painful, and the nnusnal 
interest which attaches to its appearance, 
The readers of the Wesleyan are already 
familiar with the exciting controversy which 
agitated the little town of Windsor some 
months ago on the above subject. Mr. 
Welton, a Baptist Minister of the place, 
was prominent during all the controversy, 
and went through the form of closing the 
discussion by reviewing in a single sermon 
of an hour and a half, two discourses by 
Dr. Richey, a Pamphlet written thirty 
years ago by tbe same theologian, a Cate­
chism on Baptism by D. D. Currie and all 
that had ever been said or written by Pae- 
dobaptists beside ! The Christian Messen­
ger heralded tbe glad tidings ot a victory 
won, and insulted tbe Paedobapti«t public, by 
recommending Mr. Welton’s sermon (?) for 
their enlightmeut. The Visitor proclaimed 
this production to the inhebitauts of New 
Brunswick as an unequalled performance ! 
and her Majesty’s mails were employed to 
carry this precious modern exposition of 
the Baptist faith to the ends of earth. 'The 
world has been allowed quietly to receive 
the impression which all the array of agen­
cy might produce. Not till now has any 
explanatory or refutatory remark beeu pub­
lished : but it is not the less conclusive 
that it has been so long delayed.

Mr. Annand gives information to bis rea­
ders on other subjects than Baptism. He 
exposes the animus of this controversy and

THE DIS-WESLEYAN FINANCIAL 
TRICT MEETING
