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_ 1 hope the toufe is fufficiently fatisfied, how extremely I feel interefted in the af-
Eiirs of this Province, to make it unneceffary for me to affureit, that my utmeft ex-
ertions fhall be miade whileTam at home, to forward and promote its beft interefts ;
and fhould the Houle deem it neceflary, to honor me with any commands, 1 fhall con-
Tfider it my firft duty to comply with its withes, and by every a&t in my power, to
convince the Houfe, how highy I value its favor, and how grateful I feel the remem-
brance of its extraordinaty kindnefs and favor towards me.

The public concerns truited to me, and of which, through you, [ begto give the -
Houfe {ome information, confilts of anl¥ two objects, the one the continuance of the -
correfpondence with the Provincial Agent, which, fince the laft Seflion, has™ confifted
merely of common intercourfe, and formial communication, as the engagement of His
Majefty’s Minifters in the weighty cencerns of the nation, had fufpended any particular
attention to Colonial Affuirs ; but I flatter myfelf with the Lope that my beirg on
the fpot will give activity to meafures fo highly important to the interefts of the Pro-
vince: and, I beg the Houfe to believe, that no pains or diligence fhallbe wanting on
my part to convey to His Majelty’s Minifters a juft and impartial ftatement of the pre-
fent fituation of the Britifh Colonies, and the abfolute neceflity there is for the eye of
Government to be turned towards objedts {fo very important.

The Publication of the Province Laws has been at length effected, and the work
will be ready tolay before the Legiflature at its next meeting : the difficulties I have
experienced in perfecting a laborious undertaking of the greateft public importance,
have been very great, but {hould it merit the approbation of the Legiflature, and be of
ufe to the Province, I {hall confider myfelf amply rewarded.”
