The sea had not become
especiaily stirred up at the time; and
he anticipated no great difficuity. But
the wind sprang up to the proportions
of a hurricane without anv warning
and before sails could be properly trim-

med the schooner had planted her rose

in the dreaded bank, As wave ufter
wave came thundering in the Hull was
‘more firmly fixed aground, the vessel
pounding and struggling ominously.

Fearing instant disaster, the seven
men climbed to the rigging, shooting
up distress rockets to aii.act tho at-
tention of the Gurnet life saving sta-
tion about three miles away, The crew
of the station, under command of Cap-
tain A. B. Rogers, were .a0: £low to re-
spond to ‘the call for help.
