AUSTRALIAN DEFENCE

Melbourne, Sept. .28.—As a result
of the receat imperial defence confer-
eace in London, the government of
the Commonwealth has begun to give
efiect to the deecision  to train and
equip military and naval forces. The
minister of defence moved yesterday
in parliament the second reading of
the delence bill. - He compared the
trifting British strength in the Paci-
fic with that of Japan or the United
States, and said that Austialia wish-
od to have a large share in defending
British possessions there. It would
therefore, provide he ‘went om, one
armored and three unarmored cruis-
ers in addition to other small ves-
sels,, having altogether a comple-
ment of 2,300 officers ‘and men. The
military arrangements would eventu-
ally provide 260,000 trained adults
a8 a striking force, in addition to
115,000 reserves. Both mnaval amd
military training would be compui-
sory, but the compulsion would be
initially confimed to closely u¥ilat-
ed cenfres. It was cstimated ttat
the whole scheme would cost $12,-
500,000 yearly.
