and incarceration in the Athens lock
up of an old and resident of
Lake street, Plum Hollow, Mr. Wm.
T. Stevens, on & charge preferred by
Geo. W. Brown of ussaulting him
while in the act of wakiog a lawful

| seizure and obstructing him in the dis-
charge of his duty as constable. The

trial was held in' the Gamble house
dining room and drew a large crowd of
interested spectators.

Geo. W. Brown, the compliinant,
was called and, beinz sworn, said he
was called on by Sterns Kunapp to go
and see Joseph Knapp, who. wes sick
in bed, and wanted him to take charge
of some cattle held by him on « chat-
tel mortgage from Jabez O. Bullis.
Joseph Knapp gave him power as his
agent (in writing) to go to the farm of
Wm. T. SBtevens and remove seven
head of cattle, said to be in his posses-
sion, went to Stevens’ house and ex-
hibited the chattel mortgage and
authority and demundel the cattle.
Stevens said he would not give them
up, and they all started for the barn
where the cows were kept. A yonng
man named Edward Thomas, who lives
with Stevens, Jabez Bullis' and Sterns
Knapp were present and went along.
Stevens put his back against the door
to prevent him (Brown) getting into the
barn. They had some words and he
attempted t> remove Stevens from the
door and get into the barn. Stevens
gave him a violent push back from the
door, tried to reason with him and told
him he was making a mistake and de-
manded admittance several times. For
resisting and assaulting me I arrested
him anl took out a pair of *handcuffs.
tried to put them on Stevens and
called on Bullis to assi t, who tried to

{do so but was prevented by Ed
 Thomas. In the scuffl: Stevens was

thrown to the ground and I again tried

{to put on handcuffs. - * Bullis and
| Thomas were scuffling at the time.

Stevens called on Thomas several times
for assistance. Thomas caught me by
the whiskers and pulled out a handfull ;
the side-of my face is quite sore to-day.
Thomas pulled me off Stevens, and T
then ordered Knapp to take my horse
and go for a couple of good men, who
must come prepared to do business.
He started off and Stevens and
Thomas went off to the house, saying
they were not going to fight a gang of
men. Bullis and myself then entered
the barn and picked out the cattle
mentioned 1 mortgage and started
them off towards Bullis’ place. During
the altercation Stevens said he would
smash my face and instructed Thomas
to strike me with a stick or anything
else he could get.

Cross-examined by Mr. Stewart,
counsel for Stevens, Brown said his
instruction from Knapp was to take
the cattle and turn them over to
Bullis. The authority produced was
signed by Krenpp in his presence. Had
no haud in preparing the order, arrest
ed Stevens in my capacity as a con-
stable, Knapp did not ufhorize me
to arrest Stevens, Told Stevens I had
come to take charge of cattle mentioned
in chattel mortgage. I read the au-
thority and exhihited the mortgage to
Stevens while in the house.  Took
keven cows from Stevens’ place. Took

ut a revolver and told Stevens to get
hway from the door. He replied he
vould not, he would die first. The re-
olver was not produced until after the
bcuffle on the ground took place. When
[ arrested Stevens this morning I took
im to the village 1ck up and put him
n and then went to summon witnesses.

id not take him before any justice of
he peace before taking him. to the
ockup. ’

Jabez O. Bullis was called by Mr.
Brown and sworn. He said that he
was not in Stevens' house with Brown.
Went with the rest to the barn and

orroborated Brown's statement as to
vhat occurred. Heard Stevens say
beveral times to Brown that he had an
nterest in the cattle and would not
hllow them to be taken away. Brown
old Stevens that he had authority from
Knapp to take the cattle away and if
here was anything. wrong Knapp
vould have to bear the consequences.
Dn cross examination, Bullis said the
ows were at his place now. Brown
rst tried to put the handcuffs on
Btevens when he was holding on to the
oor of the stable. Stevens had bought
he cattle for witness and has an inter-
in them, as all the purchase money
ad not been paid to him.

Wm. T. Stevens, the defendant, was

llowed to testify in his ewn behalf.

e said, in substance, thut he had an

terest in the cows mentioned, having
hought them for Bullis, They were to

ain his property until paid for.
he milk was sent to the factory in his
hame and he drew the pay for it.
Last fall he bad to take the cattle home
and feed and milk them. The milk
was put in a separate can and cralit
given Bullis for the proceeds. Bullis
came to him and asked to bave the
cows again as he was going to reform.
A couple of weeks ago Builis again
broke ont and the property was being
traded off and in order to protect him-
self he went and drove the cattle over
to his place. Brown did not read any
document to him in his house. Saw
some kind of a document in his hunds,
but could not say what it was. Brown
tried, with the assistance of Bullis, to
ut handcuffs on him but he resisted.
%mwn also pointed a reyolyver at him
and told him to get away from the
door. He refused” and suid- he would
die in his tracks first. Was under the
impression that Brown came for the
cattle when he came to his house. The
cattle were in his possession eight days
before Brown took them away.

This closed the evidence and the
justices took a few minutes to consider
the case, finally coming to the unani-
mous conglugion that Brown was not
acting in his capacity asa constable,
but simply ns an agent of Joseph
Knapp, and as such bad no right to
arrest Stevens for defending himself

d property to which he claimed
;& had a legal right, and that
the case be dismissed with costs to the
plaintiff.

I'be qguestion .as to the valility of
the chattel mortgage and the ownership
of the cattle was not considered by the
justices, that being considered not per-
tinent to the case.

i There is no monopoly in religion. The

grace of God is not a little property that
| we may fence off and have all toourselves.
{ It is not a king s park, at which we look
| through barred gateway, wishing that we
| ‘might go in and see the deer and the sta-

tuary and pluck the flowers and fruits in
i the royal conservatory. No, it is the Fa-

ther's orchard, and everywhere there are,
bars that we may let down and gates that
we may swing open.

In my boyhood, next to the country
schoolhouse, there was an orchard of ap-
ples owned by a very lame man, who, al-
though there were apples in the place per-
petually decaying and by scores and scores
of bushels, never would allow any of us to
touch the fruit, One day inlthesinfulness
of a nature inherited from our first par-
ents, who were ruined by the same tempt-
aticn, some of us invaded that orchard,
but soon retreated, for the man came after
us at a speed reckless of making his lame-
ness worse and cried out, ‘“Boys, drop
those apples, or I'll set the dog on you!”

Well, my friends, there are Christian
men who have the church under severe
guard. There is fruit in this orchard for
the whole world, but they have a rough
and unsympathetic way of accosting out-
siders, as though they had no business
here, though the Lord wants them all to
come and take the largest and ripest fruit
on the premises, Have you an idea, be-
cause you were baptized at thirteen
months of age and because you have all
your life been under hallowed influences,
that therefore you have a right to one
whole side of the Lord’s table, spreading
yourself out and taking up the entire
room? Itell youno. You will have to
haul in your elbows, for I shall place on
either side of you those whom you never
expected would sit there, for, as Christ
said to his favored people long ago, so he
says to you and to me, “Other sheep I
have which are not of this fold.”

MacDonald, the Scotchman, has four or
five dozen head of sheep. Some of them
are browsing on ‘the heather, some of
them are lying down under the trees,
some of them are in his yard. They are
seattered around in eight or tendifferent
places. Cameron, his neighbor, comes
over and says: “I see you have thirty
sheep. 1 have just counted them.” “No,"”
says MacDonald, “I have a great many
more sheep than that. Some are here, and
some are elsewhere. They are scattered
all around about. I have 4,000 or 5,000 in
my flocks. Other sheep I have which are
not in this fold.”

So Christ says to us. Here is a knot of
Christians, and there is a knot of Chris-
tians, but they make up a small part of
the flock. Here is the Episcopal fold, the
Methodist fold, the Lutheran fold, the
Congregational fold, the Presbyterian
fold, the Baptist and the Pedobaptist fold,
the only difference between these last two
being the mode of sheep washing, and so
they are seattered all ‘over, and we come
with our statistics and say there. are so
many thousands of the Lord’s sheep, but
Christ responds:  *No, no. You have not
seen more than one out of a thousand of
my flock. They are scattered all over the
earth. ‘Other sheep I have which are not
of this fold."”

Christ in my text was prophesying the
conversion of the Gentiles with as much
confidence as though they were already
couverted, and he is now, in the words of
my text, prophesying the coming of a
great  multitude of outsiders that you
never supposed would come in, saying to
yon and saying tome, “Other]sheep I have
whioh are not of this igld."

In the first place, remark that the
heavenly shepherd will find many of his
sheep among the noh-church-goers. There
are congregations where they are all Chris-
tians, and they seem to. be completely fin-
ished, and they remind one of the skeleton
leaves which by chemical preparation
have had all the greenness and verdure
taken off them and are left cold and white
and - delicate, mnothing wanting but
a glass case to put over them. The min-
ister of Christ has nothing todo with such
Christians but to come once a week, and
with ostrich feather dust off the nccumu-
lation of the last six days, leaving them
bright and crystalline as before. But the
other kind of a church is an armory, with
perpetual sound of drum and fife, gather-
ing recruits for the Lord of Hosts. We
say to every applicant: “Do you want to
be on God's side, the safe side and the
happy side? If so, come to the armory
and get equipped. Here isa bath in which
to be cleansed. Here are sandals to put
upon your feet. Here isa helmet for your
brow. Here is a breast plate “for your
heart. Here is a sword for ypurright
arm, and yonder is the battlefleld. Quit
yourselves like men.”

There are some here who say, “Istopped

oing t o church ten or twenty years ago.”
My brother, is it not strange that vou
should be the first man I should talk to
to-day? T know all your case. I know it
very well. You have not been accustom-
ed to come into religious assemblage, but
I have a surprising announcement to
make to you—you are going to become
one of the Lord’s sheep. ‘‘Ah;’ you say,
“it is impossible! You don’t know how
far I am from anything of that kind.” I
know all about it. I have wandered up
and down the world, and I understand
your case. I have a still more startling
announcement to make in regard to you—
you are not only going to become one of
the Lord’s sheep, but you will become one
to-day. - You will stay after this service to
be talked with about your soul. People
of God, pray for that man. That is the
only use for you here. I shall not break
off so much as a crumb for you, Chris-
tians, in this sermon for Tam going togive
it all to the outsiders. ‘“‘Other sheep I
have which are not of this fold.”

When the Atlantic went to pieces on
Mars rock and the people clambered upon
the beach, why did not that heroic minis-
ter of the gospel, of whom we have all
read, sit down and take care of those men

ndmuthnthowu‘sn% 4 n. You
da'not believe that was inspired
of God, although you think there are some
very fine things in it. You ve that
the Scriptural description of was

only an allegory. There are fifty things

that I believe that you do not believe.
And yet you are an accommodating man.
Everybody that knows you says that of
you. If I'should ask you to do a kindness
‘or me, or if any one else should ask of
you a kindness, you would do it. Now, I
have a kindness to ask of you to'day. It
is sumething that will cost you nothing
and will give me great delight. I want
you by experiment to try the power of
Christ’s veligion.

If I should come to you, and you were
“very sick, and doctors-~had given you up
and said there was no chance for you, and
1 should take out a bottle and say: ‘‘Here
is a medicine that will cure you, It has
cured fifty people, and it will cure you,”
you would say, “I have no confidence in
it.” I would say, *Won't you take itto
oblige me?” “Well,” you would say, *‘if
it's any accommodation to you, I'll take
it.” My friend, will you be justas accom-
modating in matters of religion? There
are some of you who have found out that
this world cannot satisfy your soul. You
are like the man who told me one Sabbath
after the service was over: “‘I have tried
this world and found it an insufficient por-
tion. Tell me of something better.” You
have come to that. You are sick for the
need of divine medicament. Now I come
and tell you of a physician who will cure
you, who has cured hundreds and hun-
dreds who were sick as youare. ‘Oh,”
you say, “I have no confidence inhim.”
But will you not try him? Accommodate
me in this matter. Oblige me in this mat-
ter. Just try him. Iam very certain he
will cure you. You reply, I have no
especial confidence in him, but if you ask
nie as a matter of accommodation intro-
duce him.” So I do introduce him—Christ,
the physician who has cured more blind
eyes, and healed more ghastly wounds,and
bound upmore broken hearts than all the
doctors since the time of Zsculapius.
That divine physician ishere. Are younot
ready to try him? Will you not as a pure
matter of experiment try him and state
your case before hint this hour? Hold
nothing back from him. If you cannot
pray, if you do not know how to pray any
other way, say: ‘O Lord Jesus Christ,
this is & strange thing for me to do. I
know nothing about the formulus of re-
ligion. These Christian people have been
making so long about what thou canst do
for me I am ready to do whatever thou
commandest me to do. Iam ready to take
whatever thou commandest me to take.
1f there be any power in religion, as these
people say, let me have the advantage of
ie.”

Will you try that experiment now!\ I
do not at this point of my discourse say
that there is anything in religion, but I
simply say try it—try it. Do not take my
counsel or the ¢ounsel of any clergyman if
you despise clergymen. Perhaps we may
be talking professionally. Perhaps we
may be prejudiced in the matter. Perhaps
we may be hypocritical in our utterances,
Perhaps our advice is not worth taking.
Then take the counsel of some very re-
spectable laymen, as John Milton, the
poet; William Wilberforce, the statesman;
as Isaac Newton, the astronomer; as Rob-
ert Boyle, the philosopher; as Locke, the
metaphysician. They never preached or
pretended to preach,and yet putting down,
one his telescope, and another his parlia-
mentary scroll, and another his electri-
cian’s wire, they all declare the adapted-
ness of Christ’s religion to the wants and
troublesof the world. If you will not take
the recommendation of ministers of
the gospel, then take the recommendation
of highly respectable laymen. O men,
skeptical and stuck through with unrest,
would you not like to have some of the
peace which broods over our souls to-day?
I kunow all about your doubts. I have
been through them all, 1 have gone
through all thecurriculum. Ihavedoubt-
ed whether there is a God—whether Christ
is God. I have doubted whether the Bible
was true. Ihave doubted the immortality
of the soul. I have doubted my own exis-
tence. I havedoubtedeverything, and yet
out of that hot desert of doubt I have come
into the broad, luxuriant, sunshiny land
of gospel and peace and comfort, and so I
have confidence in preaching to you and
asking you to come in. However often
you may have spoken against the Bible, or
however much you may have caricatured
religion, step ashore from that rocking

and tumultuous sea. If you go home to-
day adhering to your infidelities, you will
not sleep one wink. You do not want
your children to come up with your skep-
ticism. You cannot afford to die in that
midnight darkness, can.you? If youdo
not believe in anything else, you believe
in love—a father’s love, & mother’s love, a
wife's love, a child’s love. Then let me
tell you that God loves you more than
them all. Oh, you must come in! You
will come in. The great heart of Christ
aches to have yoy* come in, and Jesus this
very moment—whether you sit or stand—
looks into ygur eyes and says, ‘‘Other
sheep I have which are not of this fold.”

Again I remark that the heayenly shep-
herd is going to find a great many sheep
among those who have been flung of evil
habit. It makes me sad to see Christian
people give up a prodigal as lost. Therq
are those whq talk as though the grace of
God were g chain of forty or fifty liuks,
and after they had run out there was
nothing to touch the depth of a very bad
case. If they were hunting and got off
the track of the deer, they would look
longer among the brakes and bushes for
the lost game than they have been lookin,
for that lost soul. Pegple tell us that if:
man haye delirium tremens twice he can-
not be reclaimed; that after a woman has
sacrificed her integrity she cannot be re-
stored, The Bible has distinctly intimat-
ed that the Lord Almighty is ready to
pardon 490 times—that is, seventy times
seven. There are men before the throne
of God who have swallowed in every kind
of sin; but, saved by the.grace of Jesus and
washed in His blood, they stand there
radiant now, There are those who plung-
ed into the very lowest of all the hells in
New York who have for the tenth time
been lifted up, and finally hy the grace of
God they stand in heaven gloriously rescu-
ed by the grace promised to the chief of
sinners. I want to tell you that God loves
to take hold of a very bad case. When
the church casts you off, and when the
clubroom casts you off, and when society
casts you off, and when business associates
cast you off, and when fathey gqsts you
off, and when mather casts you off, and
when everybody casts you off, your first
cry for help will bend the eternal God
clear down into the ditch of yoyy suffering
and shame, >

There are in this house those whose
hands so tremble from dissipation t
they can hardly hold a hook, and yet I
have to tell you that they will yet preach
the gospel, and on communion days carry
around consecrafed bread, acceptable to
everybody, because of their holy life and
their consecrated behayior. The Lord is
going to save you. Your liome has got tq
be rebuilt. Your physical healih has gob
to be restorel. Your wopldly business has
got ta he reconstructed. The church af
God is going to rejoiee over your disciple-
ship. *‘Other sheep I have which are not
of this fold.”

there are some people in this house whom
