A Way eof Making Photographs of the

Bones Inside a Living Human Belug—

Locating a Bullet #i a Living Man's
fiand-Other Wonders.

One of the most remarkable of mod-
ern discoveries has just been made
public by Professor Roentgen of the
Wurzburg University. It is & process
by which the interior of a living human
body may be photographed. The light
by means of which this remarkable
teat can be achieved will also pene-
trate all organic substances; that is,
wood, leather and articles of the same
class,

The light which renders all this pos-
sible is derived from radiant heat, and

1s of wonderfyl penetrative power. It
i{s thrown upon the subject by means
of one of Crooke's tubes.
vacuum or air-tight glass - tube,
through which an induction (electri-
cal) current passes, and the rays from
the intense heat caused by the cur-
rent, which is known as a radignt
heat, are thrown from the tube upon
the object it is desired to photograph.

Professor Roentgen has succeeded in
gecuring several remarkable nega-
tivee. One instance is that of a man's
hand wherein a bullet was imbedded.
The photograph shows the bullet just
as it is lodged in the wrist, thus re-
vealing what heretofore could only be
learned by probing and the use of the
surgeon’s knife.

In another case, a purse containing
a quantity of money, was selected as
a gubject. The heat rays focussed
thereon produccd a nefative showing
with wonderful clearness both purse
and contents. The human “hand in
which the bullet is located under this
process appears as a skeleton hand,
the covering of flesh seeming to have
vanished as if by magic. It must be
remembered, too, that this was not
the hand of a dead person, but belong-
ed to a living breathing man, the re-
mainder of the arm being so screened
and arranged as to be excluded from
the focus of the tube-camera.

Perhaps the most notable experi-
ment, however, which illustrated with
graphic clearness the eccentric power
of the new discovery, was the photo-
graph of a man seated beside a young
lady before the photographer in or-
dinary dress, but whom the negative
shows .a perfect skeleton. To test the
clearness with which the new process
would reproduce the skeleton of a liv-
ing subject. negatives were also taken
by the ordinary method. In the first
case the spinal vertebrae were repro=
duced in every detail, forming a ghast-
ly realism.

Again, an ordinary iron weight was
placed inside a wooden bux one and
one-half by three feet. In the picture
the weight alone is seen, the box hav-
ing apparently vanished in air. This
Jatter was considered a crucial test,
and demonstrated beyond the possi-
bility of a doubt that only a few of
the wonders the new process will ac-
complish have been learned.

The Crooke tube used is arranged
like the lens m an ordinary ggmera,
the induction eeil—that is, the wire
over which the electricity passes into
the tube—rupning from a small stor-
age battery arranged in the camera,
and at the rear of the tube. Then over
the end of the tube from which the
heat rays are focussed a heavy cloth
§s thrown in such a manner as to
clearly outline the tiibe's end, enabl-

ing the operator to focus
without difficulty. Thus it wil be
geen that the photograph is taken
through this heavy cloth, as well as the
substance surrounding the object it is
desired to reproduce.

Professor Roentgen has also over-
turned the sclentific theory regarding
opaque objects; that i{s, objects which
it is held light will not penetrate.. He
holds and claims that his newly dis-
covered process will clearly show, even
more than now, that there is no such

regulated by its intensity and method
of use. The Professof further says he
s convinced from facts that the dis-
ocovery has brought to his knowledge
eoncerning heat that the greater uses
of heat and electricity are not known
yet; that.they are capable of vast de-
velopment.

SIR HERCULES ROBINSON.

Sir Hercules Robinson was born in
1824, and was educated at the Royal
Military College, Sandhurst. He was
commissioned in thre 87th Fusiliers, but
retired in 1846 to enter the civil service
in Ireland. Since that time he has
gerved in various gubernatorial capac-
jties in the colonies, and always with
the best success from the English point
of view. He was made President of
Monserrat in 1854, Lieutenant-Governor
of St. Christophers in 1855, and Gov-
ernor of Hong Kong in 1859. In 1865
he was Governor of Ceylon and in 1872
Governor of New South Wales. Two
years later he was gsent to the Fijl
Islands to settle the dispute between
the native power and the British Gov-
ernment. He secured the uncondl~
tional cession of the islands, annexed
them to the Empire and raised the
Union Jack there. In 1878 he was made
Governor of New Zealand, and in 1880
Governor of the Cape of Good Hope.
In 1881 he settled the affairs of the
Transvaal; but not with such brilliant
success as attended his other efforts.
In 1885 he was appointed Governor of
British Bechuanaland, and a year later
was the commissioner who examined
into the trouble in Mauritius. He re-
tired in 1886, and last spring was given
his present place as successor to Sir
Henry Loch. If Sir Hercules amicably
settles the present row in the Trans-
vaal he will have achieved the great-
est of his many trials in diplomacy.

ICE BRIDGE AT NIAGARA,

Mr.,
Foster reminded the House that, last
year, delivering the budget as he did
on May 1, he was better enabled to
spesik as to the financial results of the
year. He had éstimated the revenue
for the year at $33,800,000, believing that
there would be a betterment between
April 20 and June 30, over the corres-
ponding period the preceding year, of
$419,724. The whole falling off in the
revenue last year was $2,896,663. The
exports exceeded the imports by $2,857,-
121, such an occurrence having taken
place only once before since Confed-
eration. Whatever there” might be in
the balance of trade theory, the fact
that the exports exceeded the imports
was 80 much gain to the business in-
terests of the country.

Mr. Foster said the total revenue
was the smallest since 1885-86; the cus-
toms was the llest since
1879-80, and smaller by 6,300,000 than
it was in 1889-90, The per capita rate
of custom eollection from 1874-76 to
1877-78 was $3.44 per head of the peo-
The custom collections in 1874-75
