Lightning Also Kills Two Soldiers
—Boer Guns ¥Found—The Can-
adlans Reach Cape Verde—Natal
Volunteers Disbanded -- Boers
Near Bloemfontein.

Durban, Oct. 18. — Strathcona’s
Horse have recently had some ntart-
ling experiences in the Selati district
end they have greatly distinguish-
ed themselves npon every occasion.
While ' patrolling the Sand River,
they gained Imtelligence from a
trustworhy source that there wasa
Boer convoy ahead. They immedi-
ately started in pursuit, and by a
forced march along a circuitous
route sucseeded in reaching a drift
just as the convoy was preparing
to cross. Believing ¢«that another
British patrol was, as arranged, sip-
porting them, Strathcona’s Horse at-
tacked the Boers. Unforuunatlely, the
other patrol did not arrive in time
to help, and the attack failed. Had
the support acted as arranged the
whole convoy would certainly have
been captured. As it was, the Boers

were badly mauled, and escaped
with difficulty.

Lions and Lightning.

Pretoria, Oct. 18.—Capt. Steinaec-
ker, late of the BSwaziland Scouts,
now Steinaecker’'s Horse, reports
that he, with 32 men, and one Max-
im, engaged at Sabie valley a con-
voy of the encmy estimated at 400
strong.

He killed many of them, but owing
to the non-arrival of supports only
captured their commandant, Piet
Marais. .

Trooper Smart, from Pigg's Peak,
and onc native scout were killed by
lions on Thursday evening in Stzin-
adcker's camp.

Gen. French telegraphs that a
gergeant and a gunner of the am-
munition column, six mules, and two
horses were killed by lightning near
Kaapschehoop.

Other Powers Will be Asked to Agree
to Them—Na Encroachment on

Territory, But Free Ports De~-
manded.

London, Oct. 20.—Germany and Brit-
ain have formed an alliance to main-
tain the territorial integrity of China
and to keep the ports open. The terms
of this important agreement of the
two countries, which was arrived at
on October iGth between Lord Salis-
vury and Count von Hatzfeldt, Ger-
man Ambassagdor to Britain, are offi-
cially giveu out as follows—

The German Government and Her
British Majesty’s Government being
desirous tc maintain their interests
v China and cheir rights under exist-
ing treaties, have agreed to observe
the lodowlng p: )ieew regarding o
wutual pulicy in Ciina—

“First—ib is a matter ol joint per-
manent iaternational interest that
the ports on the rivers and littoral of
China should remain iree and open Lo
trade and to every other legitimate
form of ecouomic activity for the peo-
ples of all countries, without distinc-
tion, and the two Governments agree
on their part to uphold the same for
all Chinese territory as far as they
can exercise influence.

“gecond—Both Governments will not
on their part make use of the present
complication to obtain for themeelves
any territorial advantages in Chinese
dominions, and will direct their policy
towards maintaining undiminished the
territorial condition ol the Chinese
Empire.

«hird—In case of another power
making use of complications in China
in order to obtain under any form
whatever such territorial advantages
the two contracting parties reserve
to themselves the right to come to a
preliminary understanding regarding
the eventual step to be taken for
the protection of their ewn interests
in China. ’

Fourth—The two Governments will
communicate to all the other powers
interested, especially Austria-Aun-
‘gary, France, Italy, Japan, Russia
and the United States, and invite
them to accept the principles record-
in it.”

/ ASSASSIN STILL FREE.

Goes on With His Killing While the
Military Force is in Put suit.

Rome, Oct. 21.—The champion mur-
derer and brigand Musolino is still
industriously adding to his record.
He was nearly caught by the wen-
darmes this week, and he arrived at
the coaclusion that the Tfew people
forming his party were not loyal.
He is reported to have killed every
cne of them in his rage. He certainly
murdered two, for the bodies were
found labelled with a warning to
traitors. He has also announced his
intention of killing the unhappy re-
porter of the Naples Courier, who,
a couple of weeks ago, sought him
out and interviewed him. Musolino
somehow obtained a copy of the
Courier containing the report, and
took objection to a number of
phrases therein which appeared to
him to prove the reporter a EDY.
The reporter eagerly accepted the
offer of a past on a newspaper in
Rome. ’

The authorities at Reggio Cala-
bria are making great efforts to
capture Musolino. Forty Mayors of
villages suspected of more or less
guilty communication with the bri-
gand have been dismissed and their
places taken by officers from Naples,
and the entire military forces of the
province are now afield.

DRAMA ENACTED IN COURT.

Baby Son of Muriercd Man Cried Out
When Mother Broke Down.

Marysville, 0., Oct. 19.—A dramatic
incident occurred during the Ferrell
murder trial this afternoon, when
AMrs. Louisa Lane, wife of the mur-
dered messenger, was called Lo the
stand.

WENT FROM WO0ODSTOCK.

Well Known in Ontario Where He
Travelled With & Wizard Oil
Troupe — Story of the Crime—
Whiskey and Fast Women His
Bane.

The Outlook, Canterbury,
contains the following—

On Monday about midnight Arthur
Dando, somewhat intoxicated, went
over the little guch at the mnorth
end of Peterboro town site %o~ a|
house of ill-fame, where Fred. Qol-
Jins has been living for some time with
a girl called “Freddie” and another
“Tiny.” When he reached there they
were all asleep and he broke in the
door. Collins interfered with his en-
trance and for his pains was struck
with 2 bottle over the left side of
his face. Dando then completely
wrecked the house—broke about ten
window panes, smashed the door off,
threw the stove and pipes outdoors,
and after doing all the damage pos-
sible went to the Delphine Hotel and
to bed. \

Collins Seeks Vengeance.

When Dando left, Collins and the
two girle wdnt over to Harry Muan-
son’s place. The two girls stayed
there the remainder of the night,
but Collins started off to get a
warrant for Dando’s arrest.

When they arrived ao Peterboro
Collins went to Harry Munson’s, and
being very drunk, or as some claim
doped, accused George Chamberlain
of being with Dando, and flourished
his revolver. Munson told him to put
it away, that George was not a man
of that character, and got Collins to
go to E. J. Scovil’s office, where Mun-
son asked for a warrant for Dando’s
arrest on Colling’ account and his
own, as the wrecked house was in his
charge. The Magistrate told them to
see Lawyer Macdonald and come back
in an hour and he would give them
a warrant. I'rom there the two went
around to the Delphine, and Collins
sald that he would get satisfaction
himself out of Dando. Munson ad-
vised him to wait, but he would not,
so Mungon asked him to give him his
six-shooter. Collins said, “I can take
care ¥f that myself.” Collins entered
the side back door of the Delphire
bar-room, while Munson went to the
Union Hotel. He had a revolver, and
asked if the Banjo Kid roomed there,
Simpson told him he did not know.
He then put the revolver in his
pocket and went upstairs. Meantime
those in the bar-room, fearing there
would be shooting, got into places of
safety from bullet shots.

The Murder.

When, Colling arrived upstairs he
went into Dacdo’s room, and waking
him, told him it was zll off with his
l.rums and shot Dando in the groin.
Dando got up and there followed some
scuffling, and a second shot pierced
Dando in the left side. Collins then
ran down stairs, through the bar-
room, faying, '* Dando took my gun
from me and shot me.” His face was
covered with blood. He made across
lots towards Harry Munson's, throw-
ing the revolver away and falling
down several times. He reached the
gtore and went on through to the
kitchen, where he was followed by
George Starke and James Quinliven,
who found him lying on the floor by
{h> back erying. They arrested him,
and when they dragged him outside
Magistrate Scovil had sworn in Dave
Keaton, Willlam Colton and J. Wil
liams as special policcmen, who took
him in charge and locked him in the
Delphine shaving  parlor, and he was
afterwards removed to B. Hart's cabin.

Dando Found Dead.

When Collins passed through the
bar-room, Quiniiven and Simpson
came out of their places of reireat
and rushed upstairs, where they saw
Dando lying on the bed in the land-
ing. He lay across the bed on his
left side, with his face down. They
turned him over and straightened
him on the bed. He was gasping or
rather opening and shutting his
mouth. His pants were burning
where the builet entered and Quin-
liven put it out with his hand. They
then started out after the murderer.

Dr. R. Elliott was instructed by
Magistrate Scovil to make a post-
mortem exa Wination of the mur-
dered man, and had him removed to
an emptly, log house across the
street. He found that death must
have occurred instantly aiter the
second shot, as it passed through his
left side and struck the top of his
heart, lodging between his seventh
and eighth ribs on his right side.
The first shot entered the left groin
and went straight in for some dis-
tance, which was proven by prob-
ing, but the bullet could not be
found for some time, and thep it
was discovered just under on the
right side, so that it must have
turied in its course. In his work the
doctor was obliged to make sev-
eral cuts, and says that the first
shot would have proven fatal, and
that the second would have Kkilled
him even if it had not struck tae
heart.

Collins a Woodstock Man.

Frederick Collins, who is now held
for the awful crime of murdering A.
Dando, was born and raised in Wood-
stock, Ont. He, like Dando, was of
roving disposition and a, banjo play-
er. ‘He has traveled extensively
through Canada and the United
States, and for many months traveled
with g Wizard Oil troupe. He came

The gravity of the Irish situation
has been pointed out before, but only
now is England waking up to a re-
alization of the fact that the next
few years promise to be among the
most stormy which have cver markead
the history of Ireland. Mr. Michael
Davitt has prepared and circulated
for the signatures of Nationalists
an address to former President Kru~-
ger, expressing admiration and sym-
pathy for the laiter, and referring
io England as an “Oppresser,” and to
the war as “Wicked and dishonest.’
Commenting on this, the Dublin In-
dependent. which represents the
Healy section, suggests that the
freedom of Dublin be conferred on
ex-President Kruger, while the Guar-
dians of the North Dublin Union
have sent an address to the Queen
of Holland, thanking her for ghelt-
ering Mr. Kruger.
