On the
platform were Mr. Mills, President of the
College, Mr. Brown, Professor of Agricul
ture, and other b of the teaching
staff, the Hon. James-Young, ex-Commis-
gioner of Agriculture ; Hon. Dv. Harrison,
C issioner of Agri re for Manito-
ba; Ven. Archdeacon Dixon, Revs. Messrs.
Holmes,Birksand Harvey,Messrs. J.Inner,
M. P., D. Guthrie, M. P. P., James Laid-
law, ex-M, P. P., Mayor Maodonald, Wm,
Tytler, Principal of the Collegiate Insti-
tute, the members of the Advisory Board,
eto., eto.

President Milla in opening the proceed-
ing expresged the pleasure he and the
other professors felt in seeing so many
present. In speaking of the students he
was glad to say that there wad a larger
proportion of farmers’ apne this year in
attendance than in any previous year, that
a larger number had remained to ocom-
plete [fthe full session, and that
a larger proportion of the first year's
students had come back to complete the
full two years’ course. He mso spoke
highly of the character, conduct, and
ability of the students, who on the whole
were the best that had ever attended the
College.

Mr. Mills then introduced Mr. F. J.
Bleightholm, one of the students, who gave
an address on “ Farmers and Farming—
their present status and possible future in
Ontario.” The essay was well thought
out and expressed in terse and vigorous
language.

Mr. Mills next introduced the As.
sociate students  to Mr. Rosa
in a few happily chosen remarks,
who presented them with their diplomas.
He was cqually bappy in doing this,
suiting his remarks to each individual
case. “The recepients of these honors were
heartily cheered by their fellow students
a8 they mounted the platform to receive
their well won parchments.

Mr.J. C. Donald, one of the graduating
students, then delivered an able and
eloguent valedictory address, in whioh he
sketched the past history of the College
and hinted at its requirements for the
fature. This essay, as well as the one
previously delivered, reflects great credit
on the authors.

Mr. John I. Hobgon, Mossbdto’, Chair-
man of the Advisory Board,then addressd
a few words to the Associates. He skid
he would not tell them anything in the
line of practical or ecientific sgriculture,
for they were well acquainted with that
already. He would ask them to love their
profession for its own sake. It they
entered into their lite work with enthu-
ginsm and put their training to practioal
use, their system of agriculture would be
better than their neighbore’. They were
responsible, to a large extent, for the
success of theiCollege, for the farmers
would judge thaf institution by the work
her students performed. It had been sard
that farmers Ia0kedambition, it was theirs
to show pride in their work and to strive
earnestly to better themselves and those
around them in every way. They should
not rest eatisfied with the knowledge they
had gained in the College, but press on;
over seeking by experiment and observa
tion to advance themselves in cheir
ocalling. By so doing they would -reflect
oredit on themselves, do honor to the
College, and elevate the standard of their
fellow agrioulturists.

Prof. Brown and Archdeacon Dixon in
presenting the honor certificates in apri-
oculture and live stook and natural science
respectively, made a few appropriate
observations, but time would not permit
of any formal presentation of the other
certifioates.

Hon. Dr. Harrison, Commissioner of
Agriculture in the Manitoba Government,
was oalled upon by President Mills to
present the gold medal to Mr.Sleightholm.
Mr. Harrison spoke of the unexpected
pleasure it was to him to be present, He
bad heard of their-gathering on his
arrival from Toronto by the afternoon
train on a short visit, and bhad at once
come out. He thought that in Ontario
thohpnid more attention to the higher
brafiShes of Agriculture, while in Mani-
toba they had to deal with more élement-
ary lines. In Ontario they had an older
soil,they had to keep it from deteriorating
by scientific treatment, rotation of crops,
etc.wwhile in their new Province they had
a 80il stored with the fertility of centuriee.
But people -should not imsagine that the
orops grew with the expenditureof very
little labor. The applioation of practical
knowledge to agrioulture was just as
necessary in Manitoba as in Ontario. By
diligent work a man oould do ell there,
but oareless farmers get along no better
there than in the older Provinces. Mani-
toba hopes to draw the young men of
Oatarijo to her lands, and he felt sure that
such young men ag left the Oollege, if they
went to Manitoba, would form the nuolei
of other young farmers and benefit thoee
already there. They wanted men of good
habite, not farmera who depended on &
dog and a gun. There was not so much
money in circulation a8 in Ontario, but
farmers were building better houaes,better
barns, and getting better stoock. There
was no larger exodus from their Provinoce
than from this on acoount of failure in
agricultaral porsnits. They were labor-
ing under a dieability which they were dc-
termined to remove; they were hoping
goon for increased railway sccommods-
tion, Whatever their political opinion,
the people of Manitoba were & unit on that
point. They wanted to labor and work
out their own destiny.

Hon. Jamas Young, ex-Commiesioncr
of Agrioulture, in presenting the Lane-
downe eilver medal to Mr. Sorugham,
spoke of hi# ocontinued interest in-the
College. He congratulated the staff on
the indreased efficiency of the College, and
the improved condition and management
of the Farm. It gave evidenoe of pro-
gress, and waa equal to any similar in-

itution on the Oonti The Oollege
was becoming more popular all through
the Province. An important factor in
this gratifying result was the Farmers’
Institutes. These had had a most
beneficial effect in quickening the interest
of farmers in their business and in the
work of the Oollege, and through those it
had gained thousands of supportera. He
deprecated the idea of honest manual
labor lowerinf » man’s station.The young
farmers should be proud of their work,
whioh wss ardu us, but) not like the
drudgery their fathers had to go through
years ago. Ontario was ahead in agri-
oulture, and he attributed this in some
degree to the Oollege, which was gradusily
raising the standard of the sgrioulturiste
of the Provinoe.

and the agriculturists were now op 8
their eyes to the fact that they
too must ocombide to exert any
influsnge-— whatever on legislation.
Quite recently & Provincial Farmers’
Institute had been formed, and the
question of Commercial Union or unre-
strioted - reciprocity had been laid before
county institutes and the farmers general-
ly. This was a most importany question,
and tifey should disouss it from their
standpoint, as other bodies in the com-
maunity yiewed it in the light of their
several interests. They should not ovet-
look the claims of othera but it was theirs
t0 see that any legislative action taken
should be for the benefit of the majority.
He did not intend to touch on the subject
furtber. He was pleased to see that the
Dominion Government had established
Experimental Farms and statiors,
Ontario’'s progressiveness had thus teld
againgt her, as she was supporting &
Oollege at her own expense, which no
other Province was doing, buf ehe could
afford to be generons. In looking over
Prof. Brown’s summary of the experi-
mental work done at the College during
the last thirteen years be found that two
hundred distinct eets of experiments had
been carried out. Tho difficulty was now
to get & new field, but there was gain in
repeating an experiment again and agaio,
ag this wis needed to establish a principle.
He wished the Dominion, experimental
stations.every euscess and compliment.d
the Government on their choice of Prof.
Wm. Saunders as head; he wasa good
muan. Daring the last two years some
important changes had been made in the
College adminiatration, and they, had
been very successful. The Advisory
Bourd of practical men had given the
agriouitural commanity more confidence
in the management. As a result of
the adoption of the scheme of county
students, 27 farmers’ sons, with two yeara
at least practical experience, had vaken
advantage of this provision the first year
out of 47 counties. These students were
giving better sstisfaction to the faculty
than any they had had. They intended
to make & third year courae for those who
wished to perfeot themselves in their agri-
cultural studies, and they would grant a
degree. They had established a dairy de-
partment at the Collega. The dairy ex-
ports of Cahada were the most valuable of
her agricultural exports. Of cheese they
exported to the value of over eight mil-
lion of butter nearly one million and &
half, and of cattle ssven millions. Their
main work was to place their butter along-
gide of their cheede in the first place in the
English market. They wished to convince
the farmers that this could be done by
adopting the cooperative or factdry
system. Under Prof. Robertson’s man-
agement the College creamery had been a
guocess. He ‘had been trying to get a
competent successor to Mr. Robertson,
but 8o far without success ; he did not
want a second class man., The new barn
buildings were also proving satisfactory.
All ghese advances showed that the depart-
ment of Agriculture were doing their
utmost to further the interesta of their
special caarge. By an act of last session,
any farmer desiring to drain his farm
conld get the necessary money from the
Government at four per cent instead of five
a8 heretofore. Mr. Rots closed an exoel-
lent address by expressing his satisfactiou
with the prospects of the College.

Before breaking up Mr. Mills extended
& hearty invitation ‘to the visifors to
examine the college buildings, the barns,
grounds, &a., of which not a few availed
themselves of the opportunity.  These
exercises brought to & cloze the most
suoccessful session yet held sinoce the
college was estaflished.
