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THUS DATS LATER PROM EUROPE.
The iron steamship Prince Albert arrived at Hali­

fax early on Friday morning. She brought Galway 
dates to 27th alt. The news is dot important, politi­
cally ; but the agricultural and commercial intelli­
gence is cheering. It is expected that the price of 
breadstuff's will be materially affected by the splen­
did weather prevailing throughout the British Islands, 
and on the continent of Europe. The Board of 
Trade Returns for the month ni June, are considered 
satisfactory. Railway Share market reported ver 
inactive, and very little business doing on the Stocl 
Exchange. The absorption of the India markets 
continue unusually large, and the American markets 
show symptoms of revival. The statistics of imports 
nad consumption are satisfactory. Funds declined § 
per cent. Baron Rothschild has taken the oaths (omit­
ting the words “on the faith of a Christian,") and 
hm seat in the Hoeee of Commons, amidst much 
cheering. Lord Malmesbury has stated that an ar­
rangement calculated to put a stop to the traffic in 
•laves, under cover of the American flag and at the 
eame time to avoid all canes of misunderstanding be­
tween the two nations, was in course of preparation, 
and would, he believed, accomplish the desired effect. 
Lord Clarendon said that a series of instructions 
respecting the visitation of vessels had been drawn 
up sixteen years ago, with the consent of both the 
British end American governments, and if any cause 
of misunderstanding had lately arisen, it must (he 
thought) have been from non-observance of those 
regulations. Lord Carnarvon in moving the second 
reading of the government of New Caledonia bill 
stated that the name of the colony would be altered 
by royal pleasure, to British Columbia.

The Paris Moniteur,on the vineyards,says the great 
er portion of the vines which serve for common use are 
far from falling in price, end manifest a marked firm­
ness; the grapes perfectly ripe, have been exposed 
in the markets, and a local tournai says if the fine 
weather continues this will be as large a year as 
1822, when new wine was drank Sep. 15. The Paris 
correspondent of the Thnet speaks of the continued 
symptoms of reviving animation in commerce. The 
present wheat harvest is regarded as the best among 
fair average crops in France, and as there remains 
in store a large portion of last year’s stock, F ranee 
will hardly find it necessary this year to import for 
her own consumption. The Aberia, a Madrid journal, 
says the naval division of Spain, had taken possession 
of some islands in the Gulf of Guinea, and the com­
mander of the division had made himself governor of 
them. M. Emerat Dragolin, of the French Consulate 
at Jeddah, has received the title of Chevalier of the 
Legion of Honour. He states that the reel object of 
the agitators was to take advantage of circumstances 

ii to murder the Christians, whose presence defiled the 
sacred ground of the Hadyazas, and to seize upon 
their property.

The Salerno prisoners have been finally sentenced 
—seven to death, others to various terms of imprison­
ment, and many have been set at liberty. The Daily 
JWtr* points out the main object of the naval works at 
Cherbourg, which are essential to France in peace 
as a harbor of refuge, as well as adapted to warlike 
purposes; but it cautions the country against those 
writers who discern a threat and an insult in every 
military and naval preparation of the French, when 
we ourselves are doing things of the same kind, as 

* full of suspicion and menace, without exciting one 
jealous movement or remark from the French marine 
press. A great fire occurred 26th ult., at Acorn 
wharf, Rotherhithe, destroying several hundred pails 
of timber, occupying an area of upwards of two acres. 
Die Queen and Prince Consort will leave England 
10 inst., to visit the Prince and Princess of Prussia, 
crossing to Antwerp, thence to Potsdam, sleeping one 
night on the journey. Mr. G. P. R. James, the 
novelist, British Consul at Richmond, Virginia, is to 
be Consul at Venice, and Mr. Barber, late acting 
Vice Consul at Naples, succeeds him at Richmond ; 
tfie latter appointment is worth £700 a year.

Hard Times uv Canada.—Last week the Canadian 
government announced to Parliament that a general 
reduction of salaries bad been resolved upon, com­
mencing with those of the Ministers of the Crown, 
and extending to the body of government employees. 
The salaries of members of the Executive Council, 
which are now $6260 a year, are to be reduced to 
$5000, and those of the Solicitors General from $3- 
750 to $3000. Ten per cent, is to be deducted Irom 
the salaries of public employees in the different de­
partments of the government. The salary of the 
Governor General remains untouched. It is about 
$30,000 a year.

India Shawls.—At the last monthly sals by auc­
tion of India shawls, st London, the number of pur­
chasers were as follows: 15 French, 3 English, 3 
Americana. 2 Belgians, I Russian, and 1 German. 
The stock consisted of 6000 pieces, of which there 
were only 1800 veritable cashmere shawls The 
remainder consisted of Indian tissues ol" the value of 
five to eight dollars; it is only in England that these 
common scarfs find wearers. The sale brought al­
most the sum of $8,000,000. The Freoek buyers* 
proportion was three millions. As four of the prin­
cipal shops of Paris have their agents in Labor and 
thus receive directly their goods from India, it m 
clearly proved that France possesses almost a mono­
poly in these articles of luxury. There is scarcely 
a French lady, even of very moderate fortune, who 
does not possess one or more India shawls.

Thr SxBASToroL Exr edit ion.—It has been re­
ported that the American divers at Sebastopol had 
abandoned the work of raising the sunken ships in 
that harbour, but recent accounts go to show that 
they have been very successful, and are prosecuting

- the work with energy and skill. A sixteen gun ves­
sel has been raised whole, to test the capacity of the 
apparatus employed. She had over three hundred 
tons of mud in her hold and on her decks, beside all 
her rigging, iron tanka, pig iron, ballast, Ac. She 
laid up the South Bay, and ns the rains wash the 
steep banks that comprise the sides of the bay, the 
soil being quite alluvial, it constantly keeps the water 
in a riled state, depositing the sediment on the decks

He confined himself to these Societies as their proceed­
ings are lees known in this Province, and as he is more 
immediately connected with them. We regret our ins 
bility to çive anything more than an outline of the in 
stractive information he imparted. We rejoiced exceed­
ingly, in common with every one present, to hoar of the 
wonderful things which God had wrought in the groat 
metropolis of the empire, and we thanked God that He 
had given his servants there grace and strength to labour 
in so noble a cause. We also, we trust, gained addi­
tional courage from Mr. Maogrogor’s fervent seal, and 
resolved anew to dedicate our beet powers to God’s holy 
and happy service.

The Church of England Young Mens’ Society of Lon­
don has been established for thirteen years, and it is 
now in a highly prosperous condition. It has fifteen 
hundred members enrolled in its ranks, who are sealous 
ly engaged in advancing the kingdom of God within and 
around them. There arc also numerous kindred institu­
tions throughout England, embracing large numbers of 
young men, and the results altogether are extremely 
encouraging.

The Protestant Alliance recently celebrated its seventh 
anniversary.

Its grand object 
is to secure the circulation of good cheap illustrated 
periodicals in shops, schools, reading rooms, hospitals, 
factories, workhouses, mines, Ac. It has, by the aid of a 
number of earnest Christians, prepared a catalogue of 
1000 volmnes of books which it recommends, and as jt 
has no pecuniary interest in the sale of any work, 
thousands gladly avail themselves of its labours.

Education in Pibdb&int.—Daniel Cernazzoni, a 
rich landholder of Udine, in the Venetian territory, 
died ou the 22d of June last, and by his will, dated 
the 10th of June previous, ordered all his estates to 
be sold, and the amount remitted to Count Cavour, 
for the distinct purpose of national and patriot edu­
cation in Piedmont. Having four brothers all inde­
pendent, and no children, he thought he could make 
no better use of his inheritance. This bequest has 
been referred to Vienna, and it remains to be seen 
whether the decree of arbitrary power shall regulate 
the testamentary wishes of a man in full possession 
of his faculties, and subject to no improper influence.

Tractarian Schemes.—The Puseyites are be­
coming desperate since the recent meeting at St. 
James’s Hall, London, and we find the correspon­
dents of their organ, the Union, brimfull of sugges­
tions as to the future. One of them wishes to get up 
an association “ to compile a little series of the lives 
of some of the chief saints of the Roman branch of 
the Holy church;’* of course to show., by such 
biographies, that the Protestant and Roman Catholic 
Churches can be united, but, as others will think, to 
remove the hinderances to such a union out of the 
way. Another writer suggests the formation of a 
new “ Church union, to be formed of the clergy”— 
of course their names would not be published—** to 
defend their curates by law, and to stop the tyranni­
cal proceedings of the Bishop of l.ondon.

Tub Tablet, Romanist Organ.—A circular has 
just been issued to the supporters of the Tablet, 
signed by one of the proprietors, ** E. Ryley, 26 
Poultry, London,” and dated 19th June, announcing 
that it is impossible to carry on that paper without 
some assistance, stating that the circulation has 
fallen off from 5200 to 2000, and that it entails a 
positive loss of $1250 per annum. The circular 
concludes with this announcement, " We shall not 
continue to publish the paper at our own risk a flee, 
the 1st August next, nor shall we endeavour to pre­
vail on our friends to continue it in Dublin, where 
we believe that existing circumstances will operate 
against a fair chance of commercial success." Truly 
such an announcement speaks volumes as to the de­
cay of Popery in Ireland.

Losses at Cairo.—The losses by the flood at 
Cairo seem to have been much exaggerated The 
whole loss, it is said, will be inside of $60,000. 
The Illinois Central Railroad can make all repairs 
for $7000. The loss to the citizens in furniture, 
buildings, and stocki, will not exceed $50,000. The 
water rose above low water-mark forty-seven feet, 
which is two feet higher than ever before known by 
those who have liven in the vicinity.

GOLD DIGGINGS AT FRASER RIVER. 
The discovery ef the sew geld diggings on Fraser River 

hae led le the ietrodeetion ieto Perliameei of ■ hill, 1er Ihe 
porary government ef New-Celedeeia. This new pro­
le, which embraces an extent of some 900,000 square 

miles, was described in the speech of Sir Edward Bulwer 
Lytlon, tbs Colonial Minister, introducing the bill, in rather 
glowing colors—colors H» which we are inclined to suspect 
fancy contributes quite as much as metier of feci. It b re­
presented ae possessing vslnsble fisheries, abounding in tim­
ber fit for maritime purposes, end well supplied with bitum­
inous ooal, not to mention the gold. This gold discovery 
it appears, was first reported to the Colonial Office in a dis’ 
patch dated April 16. 1856, and based on a report made 1* 
the Governor of Vancouver’» Island by e elerk in Ihe servie* 
of the Hudson’s Bay Company at Fort Colville on the Up* 
per Colombia. Subsequent accounts in 1857 varied ae to" 
the quantity of gold obtained, but confirmed the opinion of 
the richness of the mines, especially about the junction of 
the Thompson sad Fraser Rivera, which takes place shout 
a hundred and fifty miles from the coast. In writing at the 
close of the" year, tbs Governor excused the small quantity 
of gold yet obtained as owing to the want of shill sod tools 
on the part of the Isdiaoa who were as y el the only diggers, 
and who had a great antipathy to allowing the Americans 
io. spier their eoootry. Considering the great influx of emi­
grants from Californb and Oregon oow taking place, colli­
sions would he very likely to occur. The Governor of 
Vancouver’s Island had issued a proclamation on the 28th 
of December, 1867, declsriog the rights of the Crowe in the 
gold, prohibiting anybody from digging without license, and 
establishing the fee to be paid at lee shillings sterling, raised 
a day or twe after to twenty shillings. II admitted, however, 
that the Governor of Vancouver’s Island having no legal power 
on the mainland, had no authority to issue this proclamation, 
and hence the greater necessity for legislation in the premis­
es- The bill empowers the Crown In make laws for the 
colony for the period of five year* by orders in Goaneil, with 
the idea ihal hy the end of that period the eslony may be in 
a condition le be invested with the power of local self-govern­
ment. Vancouver’s island, which has already a local Legis­
lature, it is proposed, at least Cor the present, to contiens as 
a separate colony—though the bill vests in the Crewe the 
power of uniting them should it be judged beat. Thu bland 
b referred to as destined to become the greet naval British 
station on the Paeifie Const of America and to compete with 
California for the traffic of China, the Indian Archipelago and 
Australia. There is, however, nothing in the bill to prevent 
the Governor ef Vancouver*» Island from being appointed 
also Governor of New-Caledonia, should lhal be thought the 
beat arrangement for preserving peace between the Indians 
and the gold diggers, the first and roost pressing objeçl in the 
administration of this new colony. It b not the intention of 
the Government to renew, either ae to Vancouver's Island or 
this new colony, the monopoly of trade now possessed by the 
Hudson’s Bay Company, and which expires in May of the 
next year.

Mr. Roebuck thought merely to establish a Government 
would not meet the exigencies of the eaae. With such a 
population as New-Caledonia was likely to have,a Governor 
without an armed force, would have no power to maintaii 
hb authority or to presetve the peace. With a population 
of this sort, a militia, if it were created, would be mon 
likely to employ its arms against law than in support of it, 
To the bill aa introduced by the Government, however, no 
opposition was made ; sod it may be eoojfctured from what 
dropped in the debate that the intention b to appoint Mr. 
Douglass, who b, at all the same time, chief factor of the 
Hudson's Bay Company aod Governor of Vancouver’s Island, 
the Governor also of this new colony.

Sir Edward Bulwer Lytlon mentioned in hb speech that 
Mr. Conard had already made proposals for a line of etei 
vessels, for letters, goods and passengers, to communicate 
between Liverpool and New-Ciledonia, via Panama, in thirty 
five days. He also expressed hie faith that within the life­
time of many of hb hearers, the Atlantic and Pacific would 
be united by a line of railroad. At the same time, he admit­
ted that the value of the gold diggings was yet a queatien 
to be settled. California, within eight months after the 
discovery of her gold, had supplied a hundred and fifty 
thousand ounces. The whole amount yet obtained from 
New-Caledonia did not exceed a thousand ounces. The 
very last dispatch of Gov. Douglass express hb sppreheoeione 
of what might happen should the digging» prove unremuner- 
ative, and the miners be reduced to distress for provision» ; 
and Sir Edward Bulwer Lylton admitted that it was a terri­
ble picture, that of thousands rushing, under the influence 
of avarice and hope, to thb new El Dorado, and finding not 
wealth but disappointment and destitution, provisions scanty 
and dear, and the gold not only email in amount bat guarded 
also hy flooded rivers and angry and jealous Indiana.

The latest advices from China show that the scheme of 
occupying Canton hy European troops and governing it at the 
same time by means of Chinese officials is not unattended with 
embarrassments. Mr. Parkee.the British Coneul.and the other 
European Commissioners, have found it necessary to put 
ihetr Chinese officials under arrest, in order to keep them 
from running away. They had been plotting with iheir 
countrymen out side the city to that end, and their arrange­
ment» are «aid to have been eo far advanced that had their 
arrest been delayed for half an hour they would have been 
out of the city. After having been kept under arrest for 
several days they were finally suffered to go at large, not, 
however, without a guard to look after them. But even 
while under arrest, they were not superceded in their res­
pective offices, whieh they were required to go on discharg­
ing the same as ever. Meanwhile the English military 
commander, Gen. Van Straubeasee, is kept foil of anxiety 
and alarm ae to the safety of hie garrison, now rumors being 
constantly aot on foot among the Chinese so to outside at­
tacks. But while the General watches the movement» of the 
Chinee# with anxiety and suspicion, they are no lees wide 
awake on their part, ae was evinced by the recent withdraw­
al from the city of a large number of Chinese merchants and 
ehopkeepera with their goods and merchandise, some new 
regulation» about closing the eity gates having been con - 
etructed by them aa indicative of intended hostilities- In this 
state of things it ia uot wonderful that trade should be at a 
•taod-atill, both Europeans and Chinee# looking anxiously 
to the resell of the movement northward by the fleets and 
diplomat iota

Kssrmo Cool.—The Scientific ./American receom- 
mends that, in order to preserve the system il» a cool 
and healthy slate during the extreme hot weather of 
summer, the diet should consist as much as possible 
of fruits, vegetables, and farinaceous food, and the 
lighter kinds of meats. The fruit should be perfectly 
ripe and fresh from the parent stem, and should be 
eaten in the earlier and middle part of the day. Its 
nutritive properties are not very great, but it serves 
to neutralize the acids in the stomach, and acts as 
general corrective to the system.

Uses or tub Steam Firs Engins.—In St. Louis, 
Missouri, they have beeu using the steam fire engines 
as street-cleaners The levee was covered with mud 
deposited by the flood.
