Main were obiefly rasoals, whose
single servioe to mankind is the for-
pishing forth of muoch fine reading
matter, Oouly, of the two sets of
outthroate, Hoglish and Spanish, the
Eoglish seem to have been by far
the eleverer and more daring, and,
therefore, naturally win onr interest
the more. The Spanish Maio lacked
othics @s mauch ss it did mcocurate
ohronology and precise mnpmml
location, It was a place of aotiop,
wherein the actors were so folly
occupied, chasing snd beiog obased,
that there was little chanoce left for
vice considerations of meum and
taum. It was outside the pale, not
merely of trifliog laws, but of the
Ten Commsandments. And for all
that we of today rightfully delight
in the memory of it; it was hardly
a place where any mcdern but a
wildoat promoter conld be expected
to feel at ease,

Thereisa
Patban sayiog: ‘‘ First comes one
Eoglisbman, as & traveller or for
Shiksar; then come two and make 8
map; then comes an army and
takes the country, It is bou:or,
therefore, to kill the first Eogli-h-
map.” ' But there was nobody to
kill these first Englishmen ; nobody
there but timid Indians; and these
Eoglishmen were particularly hard
to kill, : They stayed; and more
came to take their places whes they
died or went back 10 England tolive
on their eseily acbieved wealth.
Berbow himself did not disdain to
hack a competency out of the trop-
ioal forests, and left hia name to one
of thoeir streams.

Various reverses came upon the
settlement. At one time it was
practically depopulated, and the
astilers taken as prisoners to Havana.
But it persisted in spite of all, as only
an Eaglish colony can persist. It
grew in numbers ; it became in time
'conscious of its politic life, and de-
vised a simple’ and efficiént form of
government. Great companies were
formed to exploit the couatry ; one
of them to this day owns fully a third
of the soil of the colony: Large for-
tunes were made in (be laod and
promptly transferred to Eogland.
In 1720 negro slaves were introduced
from Jamaica. They found their
English owners, as elsewhere, no harsb
masters. In a few years there were
more mulattoes than negroes. Slav-
ery was abolished in 1834.

Internal disseosions in the govern-
meat of the colony not infrequently
arose, some of them being carefully
fostered by the mother country, which
watched with jealous eye the growth
and development of the handfal of
uncertain Buccaneers into & thriving
settlement where huge sums of mouey
might be made in 4 few years. Eog-
land was zcalous for the “ rights” of
the colony in respect to other nations,
and its diplomsey cleverly outfought
the Spanish Crown's attempts to re-
assert its claims. The country, une
surveyed, and witb oo definite boun=
daries, bad quietly come to be knowo
as * British Honduras,” and Britishit
was to remain. Hoegland was not so
particularly mindful, however, of the
“ rights” of the colonists in respect to
berself. Gradually the mahogany
and logwood cutters were disfranchis—
ed and the governmeot of the territory
withdrawn to Fogland. Fioally, in
1869, British Hoanduras became “by
petition” a Orown Qolony, with offi-
cials sppointed from England, and
with all its affairs in the hands of the
Crown Agenots in Liondon. It was a
slow process, but eventually the last
prize of the Buccaneers went the way
of so many other of their prizes—to
the crown.

From that year the Colony has
steadily languished. The woods along
the rivers were nearly exhausted ; the
government did practically nothing to
open up the hioterland; ‘the trade in
mahogany and logwood fell off ; there
was not, never had been, much agri.
culture, and the resources of the
Colony lay dead. Bill Nye, in his
“ History of the U. 8.,” bas a pass-
age that nicely parallels a description
of the condition of British Honduras,

“ From this time (about 1691),”
he says, * on to the Revolution, Mass,
Maine, and Nova Scotia
1oyal provioce., Nova Scotia is that
way yet, and has to go to Boston for
her groceries.””  British Honduras
goes to New Orleans and to Liver-
pool.

There is a strongly founded rumor
that in the early 'yos the Colony was
offered to the United States in settle-
ment of the Alabama claims. That
seems to have been the real
official notice taken of it. There are
7,652 square miles of superb country,
of giant forests, of open pastyre lands,
of fertile valleys. of picturesque moun-
tains; a land of remarkable beauty,
of excellent climate, capable of grow-
ing' apy and all tropical plants;
abouodiog io game, full of resources,
full as a suoken treasure ship; but it
is a suoken treasure ship, barnacled,
testooned with weed, the playground
of sharks; it has not yet bzeen raised.
