The Free Trade Campaign In U. B.

By the Detroit Free Presume eee the 
Democratic party hae nailed Free Trade 
into its platform as.a central plank, and 
the policy has been well received by 
crowded meetings. From Several speeches 
delivered, we select that of the Hon, T. 
D. Hawley, of Detroit, on account both 
of its intrinsic excellence, and the fact 
•that Mr. Hawley is known here. He 
spoke substantially aa follows

The moat vital question of to day ia the 
tariff, The Democratic party demands a 
tariff for revnene only. The Republican 
party ia in favor of a protective tariff. 
Our nominee for Congress, Col. Eldrcdge, 
is an out and out revenue tariff man. His 
opponent is a protectionist.

PROTECTION.
What ia protection ? It is an attempt 

to increase the price of certain articles in 
this country by shutting out the supply of 
those articles from abroad. Its intention 
ia to (create a scarcity of them, instead of 
an abundance. Scarcity means high 
pricea ; abundance means plenty and low 
prices. Under a protective tariff the in. 
crease in the eoai of living in this country 
•inc* I860 has been stventy-five per cent, 
while the average increase in the price of 
labor has only been fifty-eight per cent.

LABOR.
But, says tho protectionist, ‘if you 

repealed our protective tariff you would 
throw out ot emyloyment our laboring 
elassei.* Wbat labelling classes would be 
thrown out of employment ? Would our 
carpenters, masons, builders architects, 
furniture makers, blacksmiths, coopéré, 
bakers, butchers, tailor*, shoemakers, tin­
smiths, preachers, lawyers, doctors, seam­
stresses, and the workers in a thousand 
other employments that might be named? 
No, not one.

In a ne# and growing country, whore 
all can easily obtain land, wages must be 
higher than in old counrries where the 
territory is already monopolized. In the 
West andin California,extraordinary rates 
of wages have been pai3, and yet there 
was no manufacturing carried on there. 
The manufacturing claesee in any com­
munity are among the poorest paid. Ifhcn 
did ever manufacturers of their own ac­
cord generously increase the wages of their 
employees ? Thistalkof themnnufacturers 
that they desire a protective tariff for the 
benefit of their laborers, is false from be­
ginning to end.

Work is not the object of-workingmen, 
but what they can got for it. If for a day’s 
labors man can get two blankets from 
England, why should ho be forced to give 
two days’ labor for one American blanket ? 
The protective system is damaging to the 
working classes because it makes every­
thing that they buy dear, and they must 
give so much more work for the things 
that they need. Of many articles wore 
can be obtained from abroad than here, in 
exchange for our products. It is a waste 
of labor to manufacture such articles here.

The operatives employed in protected in­
dustries are in fact furnished employment 
at tho expense of all other workmen in 
the country. The masses are taxed to 
support a few of their number. Is that 
any benefit to the working classes T [Ap­
plause.]

EXPENSES OF LIVING.
Under our protective tariff professional 

men, clerks, book-keepers, shoemakers, 
tailors, batters, miners, papsr makers, wool 
and cotton spinners, weavers, sewing wo­
men and unskilled laborers are worse off 
than they used to be. Their expenses for 
rent, fuel, food and clotliing maintain a

rter ratio to their receipts than, formor- 
Let me give you a couple of examples. 
Under our protective tariff the prices of 

lumber, coal, iron, salt, leather, hats, 
steel, carpets, blankets, woolen goods, 
cotton fabrics, machinoryy tho tools of 
every trade and protession'and many other 
articles have been needlessly largely in- 
'tiVeSkud, Mad sîivéc; in turn, have increased 
the prices uf hundreds of other articles. 

who asks ryn protection !
The people have not asked for these bur­

dens. Who, then, are the men who have 
succeeded in imposing them on the people? 
They are cliques of wealthy manufacturers 
andhungry spoou la tan*, who have gone up 
to Washington with their plemorfo purses. 
Jlaehscoalition baa had a tariff made to 
suit [it, and the heavy stocks of such arti­
cles as are tariffed—which they, have been 
careful to provide—at once experience’s 
rise ia price, which the consumers have to 
pay. New manufactories are erected from 
the wealth thus unjustly gained, and the 
vampires, feeding the people with visions 
of coming prosperity, continue to drain 
their victims dry, (Applause.) •.

ITS EFFECTS ON INDUSTRY.
Under auch a system great industries are 

crushed and multitudes of mechanics de­
prived of employment. . Last year we 
should have-built 600 ships of 760 tons 
each, and 90 per cent of these would have 
been of iron. They would have furnished 
employment to 30,000 men during the 
year. Yet they were sacrificed for the 

[ benefit of the employers of 13,000 men on

gaged in making (pig iron. As it was im­
possible to construct the ships of course no 
engines were built to put in them.

Thous­
ands of men are out of employment, and 
the farmer» are losing,^oney on their 
crops.

London, Nov. 8.—Bismarck has pub­
lished the following explanation of the 
roptnro of tho negotiations for in armis­
tice. The French Government having 
declared through its representative, M. 
Thiers, it’s inability to accept tho Gorman 
offer of an armistice on the basis of statu 
quo, the Count proposed that the French 
should name a time for holding the 
elections for a Constituent Assembly, The 
Cermftnn promised that in such on event 
tho ftbsoluto freedom of tho elections 
should be resoectcd, even in the territory 
now 003«pivd by the Prussian*. J'biers 
thereupon withdrewto consult Jules Favre 
and Gen. Trochu, but it length returned 
to Versailles without power to accept the 
German offer.

The Times has reason to believe that 
the bombardment of Paris will not begin 
for two weeks. King W ilium it r luctant 
to destroy so grand a city, and is giving 
the French every opportunity to negotiate 
for peace.

A Paris journal of the 3rd publishes a 
semi-official statement of the reasons for 
Koohfort’a retirement 1st. The failure 
to hold the commune elections ; and 2nd. 
The Government's consent to an armistice 
negotiation. Koohefort is equally alienated 
from the Flourens party. Favro, Trochu 
and some other members or the Govern­
ment wrote to ttochefort asking him to 
return, but he refused. Ho intends to 
begin the publication of a new paper.

Versaallics, Nov. 8.—General Truskow 
reported to the Prussian head quarters 
here yesterday, that his division had 
repulsed the franctireurs in several en­
gagements on the 2nd instait, between 
Colmar and Belfort. He reports also the 
occurrence of several skirmishes at Rouge­
mont and Petit Magny between tho Prus­
sians and Garde Mobiles, in which tho 
French lost 5 officers and 103 mcr>. 
Communications with General Wcrder 
has been re-established.

A despatch from Tours, dated at nine 
o’clock this' morning, says : Last night a 
Prussian column, with two batteries an 1 
1,600 eaverly, attacked tho outposts of the 
army of the Loire at I'ouhj and Laurent 
dee Bois. The French reinforced, drove 
them beyond VaUiere, Tho Prussians left 
their dâ&ânod wounded on tho field, and 
we took 64 prisoners. Our loss was 4 
killed and 31 wounded.

Rouen dispatcher report suscesies for 
tho French arms at several points in that 
quartet.

New York, Nov. 0—A special correspon­
dent at Versailles, writing on the 6th mst. 
■aye that in military circles Thiers’ mission 
was never thought serious. His efforts to 
enter Paris without seeing Bismarck hav­
ing failed, he was obliged to carry with 
him prelorainoriee which practically*for- 
*ade an armistice. In Paris ho was badly 
received. The crowds on the streets shout­
ed at him with great ill will as bearer of 
the news that Metz had capitulated. A 
guard was required fyr Ilia protection, and 
finally he left the city with an escort of 
cavalry.

Favre, who was to have accompanied 
bins, excused hitiiself at the last moment 
on account of the threatoningnspec  ̂o| af- 
fairs. Thiers had six interviews "with 
Bismarck. Except in diplomatic circles 
nobody paid him the least attention. All 
the Gorman commanders regard peace im­
practicable until Paris is taken, but even 
now the bombardment is not certain. Some 
siege gun* are actually in’position on 
many points, but it is believed that fire 
will not be opened before the 15th. Inter­
cepted letters from Paris are filled with 
ooinplainte for want of food. Great 
quantities of provisions, especially forage, 
are discovered almost daily that were con­
cealed by the French.

The Princess Louise, says a London 
journal, whoso full baptismal name iV 
Louisa Caroline Alberto, sixth child and 
fourth daughter of her Msjcety, was bore 
on the 18th of March, 1848, so that she 
is now in her twenty-third year : —

John George Edward Henry Douglas 
Sutherland, Marquis of Lorn, is the eld­
est son of George, Duke of Argyll. He 
was born in 1845, and was educated at 
Eton aud Trinity College,Cambridge. In 
1866, immediately alter maintaining his 
majority, he visited the West Indies and 
the Spanish Main, sod upm his return 
published tho results of his journey in a 
volume entitled, "A Trip to tho Trqpice,” 
which was very favorably received at the 
time by tho critics snd the public. In 
1868 ho wan returned to parliament for 
Argyloshirc, in tho Liberal interest, and 
in the same year he was appointed pri­
vate secretary, without salary, to his 
father, tho Secretary of State for Indie.
He still, wo believe, holds that post, and 
in addition to the performance of tho 
duties connected with it, he is a regular 
attendant at the sitting of the House of 
Commons during the session. Lord Lorn 
possesses in a very marked degree the 
striking personal characteristics of tho 
CîinpbrRvB't th* pwnliar yellow tinge 
of his hair, which tradition has long av 
aoeiated with hisfamily and his singularly 
open and handsome laoe, make him con­
spicuous in any assemblage in which he 
may bo present. Ho hùa not hitherto 
appeared nromincntly in public, and has 
seldom spoken in the Hiuse of Commons.
