cial conditions, They are fair. and
reasonable, particulerly in view  of
the <. considerable amount «of the
loan. On the other hand the rate
of interest, 3% -per cent., with the
option of cenversion. into 3 ner cent.
stock at 10 makes it attractive to all
classes of investors. Gercral ap-
proval cannot be expected  of the
heavy eommitments by Canada in
connection with railroad and for other
purposes and the feeling is sirong
in- some ‘quarters .that. expenditure
should be restricted to the - utmest
possible extent, though the fact re-
mains that Canada’s credit still
stands high in this market. Whe-
ther the loan is a-public success or
not remains to be seen. There has
been a great rush for prospectuses at
the Montreal Bank and the prospects
seem good.

Synopsis of Report, Which Exoner-

#7 dfds the Present dnd Formér Min-
istefs bt Which Criticises Severe-
ly Deputy and Obmmissioner of
Lights“0hiet Offendérs i Previ-
otis ‘Adriinistrition. .

Ottawa, Jan. 22—The report of Mr.
Justice  Cansels; giving the results of
hig investigation into ' dhé c¢harges
dgeinst the officials of the farine de-
p#rtment, which was laid on the table
of the House last week by the Hon.
Mr. Brodeur, vovérs 200 typewritten
pages and gives a succinet summary
of thé iourteen large volumes of evid-
ence eoveririg the administration of
the¢ marine départmeént as adduced
ditring the enquiry which began May
last and coricluded last month.

The salient features of the report,
which has beén leoked forward to as
being likely to provide one of the
¢hief top¥es of debate for the coming
desgion are in briei as follows: The
evidence sudmitted Mr. Justice Cas-
g¢ls finds that mnothing has been
ghown that would in any way reflect
on the past of present ministers of
the goverhment. So-far as was dis-
¢losed befére the .commissioners no-
thing was shown which might in any
way impeach-the charaeter of the late
Hon, Mesars. Sutherland or Prefon-
taine, the Hon. Olifford Sifton or the
Hon. J. P. Brodeur, all of whom were
concerned in the transactions investi-
gated.
