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ONTARIO MASONS MEET.

Grand Lodge Spent More For Charity
Than Local Lodges Paid Into
Funds.

London, July 21.—t'he Ontario Ma
sonic Grand Lodge opened the annual
convention today. Grand Master W.
Reed in his report said the revenue
for the year just closing was J7,446
and expenditure $61,349. Grants for
benefit purposes totalled $26,373. Re-
ceipts from lodges for the semi-
centennial fund ar_,cnt to a ecredit
fund on May 31st, 1909, of $51,759.
Since that time contributions of over
$30,000 were received.

“When . we ; reflect,” said
Master McIntosh, ‘“‘that the Grand
Lodge expenditure is largely due to
! increased benevolent grants, it will
be seen that many brethren who pro:
claim charity to this object permit
their deeds to fall far behind their
profession. There are no less than
45 lodges in. the jurisdiction whose
members have not contributed a pen-
ny, and only sixteen lodges areon ine
honor roll of those which have paid
the full amount which their repres-
entatives to the grand lodge in 1904
pledged them to pay.”

R. W. White of Toronto, in his
report on the conaition of the Ma-
sonic order, shows 22 districts with
406 lodges, with miembership 42;189.
Several lodges were instituted during
the year, bringing the ‘membership
up to 43,763. There were 2,600 initia-
tions during the year. Some critic-
ism is given on the methods of keep-
ing Masomie records arid the inability
of district deputies to ascertain _:f
the lodge rooms have ever been dedi-
cated. The frequency of fires draws
forth advice to insure Masonic prop-
erty.

Principal Riddell Returns From,At-
tendance at Conventions at the
gogst and a Visit to the Seattle

Principal Riddell, of Alberta college,
has*just returned from a two weeks
trip to Vancouver and Seattle. In
tlic former place he was- among those
present at the convention of Y. M.
C. A. workers from the Great Lakes
to the Coast, and at the latter city
he attended the International Epworth
League convention. He was also a
visitor at the Seattle exposition, with
which he was much impressed.

“At the Y. M. C. A. convention,”
he told the Bulletin representative
yesterday afternoon, ‘“plans were dis-
cussed for the opening of a number
of Y. M, C. A’s in jthe smaller towns
of Alberta. These will be grouped in
small bunches under one secretary
eagh, who will have the work of sev-
eral towns under his control.

In Vancouver the Y. M. C. A. under
the direction of J. M. Graham, is do-
ing a splendid work and is making re-
markable progress both -from a fin-
ancial and a spiritual standpoint.

Big Convention in Seattle.

The International Epworth league
copvention at Seattle was made up
of representatives of the Methodist
church in Canada,the Methodist Epis-
copal church of the United States, and
the Methodist Episcopal church south.
The meetings were held in the big
armory in Seattle with seating capac-
ity of 5,000 people. There were pres-
sent about 3,000 delegates from all
parts of Canada and the United
States. p

“The 'main, subjeot at the’ conven-
tion,” said Dr. Riddell, “was the en-
throning of Christ in the individual,
and the business, social and political
life of the nation. The addresses were
on the whole exceptionally fine.
Among the most notable was a lecture
by Bishop. Quayle  on Shylock and
David, being an- ably sustained an-
alysis of the Merchant of Venice and
Browning’s Saul.

“Of the general addresses possibly
those by the Canadian speakers while
not the most brilliant had the truest
ring about them.”

“The exposition is a good, clean,
well arranged, well designed one. It
is not so largg as to be donfusing, but
is admirably adapted to set forth the
peculiar products and resources of the
territory represented.

“There is-an evident effort on the
part of thesmanagement to make the
fair distinetly educative and to -this
end many buildings are equipped with
small lecture rooms in which lectures
are delivered, accompanied by moving
pictures. Here there is' a splendid
evidence of the value of moving pic-
tures in educative wonk.

“Among the buildings which im-
pressed one most were the Washing-
ton State building, the Alaska build-
ing and the Hawaiian building, for
beauty oi design and attractiveness,
Best of all, however, was the Canad-
ian building, and the men who de-
signed it, collected arid arranged the
exhibits and selected the location de.
serve great credit. The wusual com-
ment was that the Canadian’ building
was the finest on the grounds. Others
that were impressive were the forestry
building; which is. to be retained
as part of the university property,
and the Fine Arts building.”

London, July 22.—Delegates from
thirty counties formed ‘“The World’s
Prohibition Confederation” at the
London Imperial Institute today.
The objeet of the confederation is to
unite for mutual help the organiza-
tions of the world which are working
for the suppression of the liquor
traffic.

OLD FIRE RATES
RE-ESTABLISHED

Twenty-Five Per Cent. Reduction
on Basis Rate For Mercantile
Risks Discontinued.

(Friday’s Daily.)

As was generally expected in the
city during the past few weeks the
recent break down of the present
power plant has resulted in the re-
establishment of the old insurance
rates in existence here several years
ago, to take effect on July 26th.
‘The change to the old rate, that is,
the replacing of the 25 cents reduetion
on the $1 base rate, is made as the
result of the visit of F.. W. Page,
of the Western Canada Underwriters’
board, a few days ago to the city.

In view, however, of the fact that

On Mr: Page’s return to Winnipeg,
a meeting of the provincial committee
of the Western Canada Fire under-
writer’s association was held on Wed-
nesday, and the following resolution
was passed:

Committee Pass Resolution.

“The committee, having before
them the report of Rating Officer Page
on the conditions presently existing
in the fire protection of Edmonton,
resolved that intimation be sent w0
the mayor and waterworks commis-
sioners of that city, that the board
of underwriters view with regret that
earlier advices of the. defects now
existing did not reach the secretary
of this board.

“In view. of the fact that efforts
are being made to improve condi-
tions, the necessity for which cannot
be denied, the committee urgeg that
these improvements be proceeded
with, and be fully completed on or
before the first day of September
next, failing which the rates applic-
able to.the City -of Edmonton, will
be immediately canecelled. Meantime
that the reduction of twenty-five
cents allowed off the basis of all mer-
cantile risks in the city, be cancelled,
and business accepted or renewed on
or after the 26th day of July should
not be subjeet to this discount.

“Looking to the growth of the City
of Edmonton, and the urgent nec-
essity for continual‘ development of
protection the secretary be instructed
to make a wcomplete survey and re-
port on the city’s protection on the
1st of September wrth the object of
rating the city according to its stand-
ing. .

“It is further resolved that the
secretary be instructed to have copies
of Mr. Page’s report published and
sent at oncé to head offices.”
