A man obtained possession of a
draft for £25 13s.

Post Office Savings Bank. His motive
in doing this was probably to avert
suspicion; but subsequently he found
he had made a false move. He disap-
peared, leaving the deposit book with
his landlady, and ultimately the
money was recovered by the Ad-
miralty, which had meanwhile made
good the loss of the real payee.
