Poisoned.—A man named Heary Ma- 
gill, a resident of Hamilton, who sells a 
preparation for galvanizing brass and 
copper, poisoned himself accidentally a 
few nights ago, and his recovery is very 
doubtful. He was at the G. W. Station 
awaiting the departure of a train for To­
ronto, when he thought to beguile 
the time by enjoying a quiet drink, 
and repaired to a retired spot for the pur­
pose. He happened to have in the pock­
ets of his coat two pop-bottles, one con­
taining his invaluable preparation, and 
the other an indispensable article in his 
pursuit, ordinary whiskey. In the hurry 
of the moment he refreshed himself from 
the wrong bottle, and was immediately 
prostrated from the effects of the violent 
poison, the “ galvanic wash" being com­
posed of a mixture of nitric acid and 
quicksilver. Being discovered by parties 
in the vicinity, he was conveyed to Ms 
home, suffering extreme agony.

Under the present system those who were 
willing, aiyl of average capacity'could be 
made go \ soldiers $ t a reasonable time, 
but if the compulsory system was adopted 
many would be forced to join the ranks 
who never could be made g< >d soldiers. 
But whatever the result would be v 1th 
regard to this bill, one thing he wri 
assured of, that if ever the volunteers 
were required to protect our borders they 
would be ready at the call of duty to 
spring to arms and outvie if possibly, the 
army and navy of Britain which have set 
us so glorious an example. (Loud cheers.)

Capt. Hogge also briefly responded.
Mr. Thos. Ellis sang “ Rule Britannia" 

—the company joining in the chorus.
Dr. Herod, whoTiad arrived a few ir!n- 

utes before, then took the chair, and said 
it was now his pleasant duty to pro: use 
“The Day we celebrate." It was one 
wl 'ch did not require much comment at 
1 's hands, for the mere mention of it was 
enough to fill the soul and heart of every 
one present with fee?mgs ot pleasure, and 
to ca" up beloved and perhaps almost 
forgotten recoil- •tions and associations 
which are as dear to a man as 1 >s own 
life. (Cheers.)^ The observance of these 
national days aid festivities was ealeu1- ! 
àted to keép flive aûd strengthen thàt 
feeling of love w,hich we cherished to the 
land of our birth, but this did not make 
us less loyal, or weaken in any degree 
our love to the tend of our adoption(Hear 
hear.) It was in this spirit, and imbued 
with tir s feeling, that the sons of St. 
George were met to celebrate their nation 
al dày. Their Society was one for purely 
benevolent purposes. Many who left old 
England required some assistance when 
they reached Canada, but from motives of 
delicacy and an honourable pride they 
would not ask of every one. But when
they found a St. George’s Society—com­
posed of their own countrymen—they had 
a right to appeal to them, and he was 
proud to say that appeal had never been 
made in vain, but had always evoked a 
feeling of sympathy, which was followed 
by prompt relief. For this, if for no other 
reason, therefore, it was good to keep 
up national days. Though we love Ca­
nada as our own home—the land of ou e,1 
adoption—we are still part and parcel of 
England, (applause) proud of her history, 
of the heroic deeds of her noblest sons, of 
her glorious constitution—the best, the 
noblest, and most enduring monument 
of a free people- of her political and relig­
ious institutions. We are proud to be 
inheritors of these blessings, and that we 
live under

“ The flag that’s braved a thousand years,
The battle and the breeze.”

Though it were for nothing else, we are 
proud of the right —as we regard it our 
sacred duty—to keep up our national 
day, for in doing so, while it strengthens 
the affection we cherish for the land of 
our birth, it also strengthens the love 
which we ought, and do entertain, for the 
land of our adoption. I give you with all 
the honors, “ The day we celebrate." 
(Great cheering.)

The toast was drunk amid a whirlwind 
of cheers, after which Mr. T. H. Taylor

sang w'.th great spirit “The English­
man."

The cbnumin next gave “ The laud 
we left.”

Mr. W. 8. G. Knowles was called on 
to respond, which he did, to en eloquent 
speech. The toast, Jm said, brought back 
to every one pleasant recollections of for-
and tfJe%«iuriuifr.îQu conjured Up 
anticipations oftoe future. ^Looking as 
he did through the gathering mist of 40 
years, he coo’d well.appreciate the feel­
ings of any man wherever his native 
land might be, when such a. toast was 
proposed. He oocld sympathise with 
the Hibernian who called back to mind 

The F. nthstoDie uiion:;"ila a'jhaMs."
He could understand the patriotic spirit 
of Scolcbmrn, who, though scattered the 
wide world over, could yet exult when 
they heard

“Bin ah Bi~hhndc.”
And he could join in full sympathy, and 
share the feeling of the rustic English­
man who, on calling on hie true love, 
might say in the simple words of the old 
ballad- ,

“ Arise, m get thee a posy,
Ti e sweefcesu of flowers that g. owin't^aérove, I'll iiiu^k for thee lUUes,sweet pinks Huarosee 
The sweetest of fld|r«rsfi|Bg.xiw ia the griMfe" 

But we must look beyond mere localism 
and individual character to the emplie at 
large, which, to its proud'march of pro­
gress and liberty, and all that.pertaiM 
to the happiness of a people stand* first 
among the nations of the earth. (Cheers) 
Britain has ever béai the warm support­
er of all that tends to develope fine arts 
and sciences, while the prowess of her 
sons on land and by sea have eVér been 
the theme of praise. Her gigantic éhsirities 
have extended to every quarter pf the 
globe. It has been said that the liber­
al hand maketh rich, and her poets 
have verified the saying when they 
tell us that the wealth of nations 
have flowed into her lap. [Applause.] 
The mines of the Indies, the splendid 
products of the tropics, even the spoils of 
the frozen regions are her’s. Her praise 
is in all the earth, and no one in distress 
ever calls to her: without recognition and 
relief. This is the land wè left—the land 
we still love, for when we scan her his­
tory-mark her advancement in civiliza­
tion, the immense energies she has put 
forth, and continues to put forth for the 
amelioration of the human race, who is 
there but would not hold her in their 
dearest remembrance? (Cheers.) She has 
produced statesmen of splendid abilities, 
ot indomitable energy, who have founded 
empires in every quarter of the globe, 
whose people are the inheritors to all 
time of her language and law». And we 
—self-expatriated from our native land — 
ought to show at all times that we are 
worthy scions of such a noble race, ever 
ready to defend our country against ag­
gression and to defend the right. He re­
gretted to say that a parricidal hand had 
lately been raised against one of onr 
leading statesmen, but murder, treason 
and outrage Will never succeed, for it was 
abhorrent to every loyal subject and 
right-minded man. (Hear, hear.) In con­
clusion he said his earnest prayer was 
that the Rose, the Shamrock and Thistle 
would ever be twined together in har­
mony and peace. (Cheers.)

The Chairman then proposed “ The 
Dominion of Canada."

Mr. Peterson was called on to respond. 
He said he was not aware that he would 
be asked to respond, but while on his feet 
he would express his entire concvfrrence 
in all that had N on said al out those na­
tional celebrations, end that the words 
would find an echo in every heart. There 
was no one present but would feel the 
full importance of the toast. The future 
of the Dominion depends not alone on 
those being in it who were born in the old 
country, but on those also who claim, and 
are proud of claiming, the Dominion as 
their birth place. On the cementing of 
interests, creade and nationalities depends 
its gr: Ktrvus, and if all are animated with 
the deSite to accomplish this it will be 
great, .v d its record will be glorious. 
(Chceis.) We all watched with anxiety 
every step taken by our statesmen at the 
present juncture, but when he saw Eng­
lishmen, Irishmen, Scotchmen and Cana­
dians all animated with that zeal and 
patriotism which are the beet evidences of 
their desire to make our new system of 
government successful, he felt no fears for 
the prosperity and progress of the new 
Dominion. [Cheers. |

Mr. Holliday proposed “The Sister 
Societies.”

Mr. James Massie responded on behalf 
of the St. Andrew’s Society,"and express­
ed the great pleasure he felt in meeting 
so many of the Sons of St. George. The 
St. Andrew's Society had been in exist­
ance a number of years, and had done 
great good in relieving many an honest 
countrymen. He was happy to hear that 
the Sti George's Society was in a flourish­
ing condition, and that it was actively 
engaged in the same benevolent work as 
the Sister Societies—that it had the heart 
and the spirit to bestow aid when requir­
ed. He trusted that on future occasions 
they would turn out as well as they did 
to-night, and that the Society would be 
able to extend its usefulness. Though 
belonging to different nationalities they 
were all protected by the same flag, and 
had one great purpose in view. It was 
therefore our duty to unite heartily 
for all good objects, nnd do all the good 
we can. (Cheers.)

Mr. James Hazleton (in the absence of 
Mr. Mitchell,President of the St. Patrick’s 
Society) was called on to respond for thàt 
Society. He thanked them on behalf of 
the Society he was connected with. It 
would be hard to find an Irishman whose 
heart did not fill with emotion on the 
mention of St. Patrick, and he was equal-
Ssure that the sons of St. George on 

is day cherished the fondest recollec­
tions of their native land. He was glad 
to see them all mingle together so happi­
ly. After a residence of 25 years in 
Guelph he could say with pleasure that 
he had always received as much kindness 
from the sons of St. George and St. Andrew 
as from the sons of St. Patrick. Irishmen 
as a people feel thoroughly contented 
under the Government they have, for 
they have all the rights and privileges 
which free born citizens ought to enjoy, 
and if ever they were called on to defend 
their country the sons of St. Patrick 
would be found ready to join hand in 
hand with their fellow subjects of other 
nationalities. (Cheers.)

Mr. Gow sang in fine style “The Days 
we went a Gipseying.”

Mr. Holliday next gave “The House of 
Commons and Legislative Assembly."

Mr. Gow responded. He referred to 
the sad occurrence which had recently 
taken place at Ottawa, by which the 
country had been deprived of a states­
man, a splendid orator, and a man of the

most generous impulses. He was satis­
fied there was no true Englishman, Irish­
man, Scotchman or Canadian but would 
ctf shame on such a dastardly set which 
had placed a stain on the Dominion 
—the firsV, and he fondly hoped it 
would be the last. We all wished 
that the guilty party—whether one 
man er a number banded together, would 
be fdund out and justice done them.
In referring to parliamentary matters, 
he alluded to, the militia bill, and gave 
his opinion that in its present shape it 
would not answer the purpose intend­
ed. He preferred the volunteering to 
the compulsory system. With regerd 
to the Legislative body he had the ho*?or 
to be connected with, it was still yourg, 
but he was glad to say that during its 
short experience scarcely anything sa­
vouring of party feeling had been dis­
played. (Cneers.) Although he was no 
admirer of Coalitions, yet he must sry 
that the Government had shown a lau­
dable desire to legislate for the good 
of the country. He made some remarks 
in regard to the free land grant scheme, 
and hoped that the Government wou'd 
liberalize it. In conclusion he thanked 
the officers and members of the Saint 
George’s Society for the opportunity they 
had afforded him of spending such a 
pleasant evening with them.

Mr. Holliday next gtive “ The Corpo­
ration »nd Town of Guelph."

Mr. Melvin responded. He said be 
was very sorry the Mayor was absent 
on business connected with the town. 
He thanked them for the honour they 
had done the Corporation. The mem­
bers of Council might have their faults 
but he felt sure they bad always acted 
for the best interests of the Town. He 
referred to the good effects of such na­
tional gatherings as the present, and 
the pleasure he experienced in meeting 
with so many, of the Sons of St. George.

Mr. John Harvey also responded. He 
believed he was the oldest member of the 
Council, having sat 12 or 18 years, and 
in all that time he had never known a 
member but had done his best to further 
the interests of the town.

Mr. Holliday next gave “The Manufac­
turing Interests of the County.”

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, Apri1 23.
Hon. Mr. Rrre intimated thajlie would 

make Ins financial statement to the House 
on Tuesday, and would on the same occa­
sion give explanation as to the intention 
of the Government with regard to the 
tariff.

Mr. Bouraesa moved that the House go 
•nto Comm’ttee of the Whole to rorsider 
certain resolutions respecting a liquor in­
spection fund. He explr’ned that their 
obj ct was to punish p»« ties who put any­
th I ng deleterious in bquors, by fines, 
which would form a fund to pay the ex- 
penscs of irsp ction. After some discus­
sion the resolution was withdrawn.

Mr. Mackenzie then resume d the debate 
on the MPitia bi?1, and made a long and 
able np rch in opposition to some of itê 
lead‘ng features.

Dr. Parker, Mr. Young and other mem ­
bers followed also in opp osition to the bill, 
but we have not space tc day to give a 
summary of the debate.

Greenock Swamp.—“In the f-vwnehip 
of Greenock says the Bruce Rep' there
is a vast swamp containing 20,000 acres 
or thereabouts. By d-ainage this large 
area might be rendered fit for cultivation 
at a moderate outlay, as there is a fall 
to the east and west. A considerable 
portion of this tract is still in the bands 
of the Government- It they would un­
dertake the drainage or sell the land at 
a nominal price to parties on condition 
of draining and locating the same, It 
would add materially to the wealth of 
the county particularly the township of 
Greenock, which stands at a great disad­
vantage in the matter of taxation Arising 
from the fact that so much unproductive 
land is yearly assessed against that Muni­
cipality. We unders!and that this . wet 
contains a large collection of valuable 
timber."

The Government drain lands indeed ! 
Oh, no, nothing so small as that, nor are 
Crown Lands in the township of Green­
ock, no matter what the quality, to 
be sold at merely nominal prices. 
Such a proceeding would be an innova­
tion, an improvement in the department 
that will not likely be attempted.]
