A Foolish Farmer.—The Hamilton 
Timet says that a farmer from near 
Oshawa, named Thomas Conlan, got off 
at the depot there on Tuesday afternoon, 
with the intention of proceeding, by the 
next train to Guelph cattle fair, to buy 
cattle for winter feeding.

The police, fearing that he 
would get into the hands of sharpers, 
took the money from him, and put him 
in a place till he got sober. Next day, 
when the Chief handed him his money,

Firb in Nassagaweya.—A fire took 
place on the farm of Mr Henry Atkin, 
son, Lot 27, 2nd Con., Nassagaweya, 
near Eden Mills, on Wednesday after­
noon, by which his barn and all the out­
buildings and contents were destroyed. 
The fire broke out about half-past 3 in 
the afternoon in the barn, and as there 
was no person about the place but Mr. 
Atkinson and his wife all day, there 
is no doubt but that the fire was the 
work of an incendiary. As soon as 
the fire was observed the neighbours 
ran to assist all they could, hut 
the hay, straw and grain in the ham 
was consumed, also a horse, which was 
in the stable. Most of the implements, 
which were in a driving house, along 
with the house, were saved. The turnips, 
which were in the roothouse under the 
barn, are badly damaged. The wind 
was at the time blowing partly from the 
dwelling house, else it would have been 
burned as well. Mr. Atkinson had his 
bam and stock insured in the Waterloo 
Mutual, but we did not hear to what 
amount. As all his feed for the winter 
is burned, Mr. Atkinson will have much 
difficulty in keeping his stock alive. 
Judging from the way Mr. Sutton’s barn 
in Eramosa was set fire to, and also the 
fact that this fire in Nassagaweya was 
the work of an incendiary, we are led to 
believe that some scoundrels are about, 
who, for some reason which it would be 
hard to divine, are setting fire to valua­
ble property throughout the country.

Obituary.—To-day it is our melancholy 
duty to record the death of one of 
Guelph’s oldest residents in the person 
of Robert Cooper, Esq., at the good old 
age of 76. The late Mr. Cooper was a 
native of Norfolkshire, England,was bred 
a miller by trade.and emigrated with his 
wife and family to Canada in 1832, and 
after a year's residence in Hamilton, set­
tled on the lot well known in Guelph 
Township ( west end ) as “ Cooper’s 
Farm,’’ a tract of land that did him 
credit both in its selection and cultiva­
tion. After some years,he turned his at­
tention to milling pursuits in Guelph, 
Waterloo, at Fisher’s mills, and at St. 
Catherines. About thirteen or fourteen 
years ago he»sold out his farm to the late 
Mr. Marsh, whose widow and family still 
reside thereon. Mr. Cooper and family 
then removed to the Town of Guelph, 
where thèy have since resided. Mr. 
Cooper was a member of the Township 
Council of Guelph for two years. In pri­
vate life",{Mr. Cooper was a toost estim­
able character, searching out and reliev­
ing with a ready hand every known case 
«of distress and poverty in our midst, and 
many will be the lamentations of the poor 
over the loss of so generous a benefactor. 
Mr. Cooper has been called on to suffer, 
both personally aud otherwise, a great 
deal of affliction,and jit will be remember­
ed that about ten or twelve year^ ago 
vs hen out shooting—a sport lie was in­
tently fond of—he was accidentally shot 
in the eye by his son,and from the effects 
of which his. sight never recovered. Mr. 
Cooper van a well-known figure in town, 
and he was himself remarkable for a cer­
tain odd quniutnessm his remarks,which 
gave a piquancy to his conversation which 
his friends and acquiantanpes greatly 
relished. As we stated some days ago 
Mr. Cooper has been invalided for the 
last three mouths, and latterly his grow­
ing infirmities were greatly aggravated 
by a severeattack of diarrbœa which grad­
ually wasted his already greatly emaciated 
frame, until onWednesdây Bright, shortly 
after seven o’clock, he peacefully passed 
away in the presence of his sorrowing 
relatives, leaving behind him a widow

Habbiston Fair.—The fair on Friday

Davidson 2 cows, 854 ; Brien Shannahan 
1 small do., 817; Allan Nelson 1 steer, 
828 ; John Wright 2 steers and 1 heifer, 
864 ; L. Metcalf 1 cow, 828 ; Lewis Wil­
kins 1 ox, $50 ; John MoLellan 1 cow, 
834 ; John Wallace 1 steer, 827 ; John 
Andérson 1 yoke steers, 875. The day 
was cold and somewhat stormy, and the 
cattle did not show to advantage; but 
they looked quite well enough, if not too 
well for the prices generally offered for 
them.

The Railway Accident at Elora.— 
There is a paragraph in The Mercury of 
last week to the effect that ‘ the Railway 
Company paid all the expenses attending 
the funeral of Mr. James Gairns, who 
was killed on the track at Elora.” This 
is a mistake. The funeral expenses, with 
the exception of that of the coffin, were 
all paid by Mr. George Gairns, of this 
village, sou of the deceased, and who also 
wished to pay for the coffin, which had 
been supplied before he reached Elora ; 
but was told that he need not do so as 
Mr. Tiffin had caused it to be ordered 
and charged to the Railway Company.

New York, Deo. 4.
Promptly at 11 o’clock the funeral 

procession started from Mr. Sinclair’s 
house in 45th street. Many affecting 
scenes took place there during the morn­
ing. Mr. Greeley’s daughters were in­
consolable in their grief. The corpse 
wee borne by ton men, next came chief 
mourners, then the Tribune Association, 
next the Herald dub, then followed in 
succession the military and civil officers 
of the United States, located in the ad­
joining cities, the State officers of this 
and other States, now in this city, the 
Mayor and members of the Common 
Council, the Mayors and members of the 
Common Councils of Brooklyn, Jersey 
City, Long Island City, Newark, Pater­
son, Elizabeth, representatives from 
Philadelphia, Baltimore and other cities. 
Then came the Judges from all the- 
courts and a line of citizens of immense 
length. At 11.30 the procession entered 
the church. The solemnity of the scene 
was of a most impressive character. The 
stillness was such that it seemed as 
though the people scarcely breathed.

The pulpit was heavily draped in crape, 
and long lines of crape were suspended 
from every pillar and every abutment of 
the beautiful Gothic interior. The folds 
of crape suspended from the centre of 
the roof to the pillars formed beautiful 
festoons, in admirable keeping with the 
style of the architecture. The floral of­
ferings in the churoh were exquisite in 
design and appropriateness. The prin­
cipal among them were the following 
“ I know that my Redeemer liveth,” red 
on white ground and green body. At 
the rear of the pulpit was a sheaf of 
wheat from Chappaqua in the form of a 
crown and suspended over the head of a 
ien and an axe, Around the iBlpit were 
nnumerable offerings of flowers and 

wreathes. In front was a beautiful de­
sign in flowers, with the words in the 
centre “ It is done,” on a white ground 
in purple letters and green border. On 
a tablet to the left of the pulpit was a 
floral wreath bearing the letters “ H.G.” 
Then there were in flowers a plough from 
the Tribune office, and a quill from the 
German-Greeley Club ; a basket of flow- j 
ers, with a crown and cross, from the 
Lincoln Club ; and floral offerings from 
the Lotus, Arcadian and other Clubs.

Prominent among those who slowly 
wound their way up the centre aisle were 
Thurlow Weed, Hon. Wm. Evarts, Eras- 
tus Brooks, Gen. Cochrane, Hon. James 
Brooks, <6c. Also present were the Presi­
dent, Postmaster-General Creswell, Gen 
eral Dix, Ex-Governor Morgan, General 
Sheridan, Governor Randolph, of New 
Jersey, and a committee of twenty from' 
the Union League Club, headed by Mr. 
Hopkins. The funeral services were 
listened to in impressive silence, Dr. 
Chapin’s rendering of scriptural pas­
sages being very touching. Miss Clara 
Louise Kellogg next sang, very patheti­
cally, “I know that my Redeemer liveth;" 
after which Rev. Henry Ward Beecher 
delivered a brief funeral oration. The 
procession now proceeded en route from 
Chapin’s Church to Greenwood Cemetery- 
It was one of the most imposing funeral 
procession, in point of numbers aud rep­
resentative persons and bodies ever wit­
nessed in this city. A large number of 
stores and public buildings are draped 
in mourning ; flags everywhere are at 
half-mast ; even the shipping in the Luv- 
bor are displaying their bunting.

At Greenwood an enormous concourse 
had gathered, standing about the en­
trance gates, fringing the winding roads, 
and concentrated about the open grave so 
that the mourners, when the cortege ar­
rived, had the greatest difficulty iu fol­
lowing the hearse. Here the last sad 
rites were performed, and the remains of 
the great editor consigned to their final 
resting place.

By-laws for appointing a 
place fo r holding the nominations and 
elections of Reeve, Dioputy-Reeve, and 
Councillors for 1873 were passed after 
the usual number of readings. The 
Clerk waft ordered to be paid 86.60 for 
stationery and postage for 1872, 87 for 
expense» connected with the conveyance 
and registration thereof of fhè land to 
improve the side road at ttot'26, con: 4, 
end 810 for extra, work eoflnectod with 
the new arrangement of the School Sec­
tions. 85 was ordered to. be paid to Mr. 
Lamb for the ese' of the Council Room 
for six monthapt^A letter* was received 
from RobertJjesJin, declining to keep 
John Pearso long* than the quarter end­
ing the 11th tif Nipémber, and the treas­
urer was'directed V> offer the sum of 880 
to Mr. Maek to, jpèp the said John Pearse 
for one year. Wfor meeting the com­
missioners at (ti*lph Township, and 50 
cents for postage’were ordered to be paid 
to the treasurer. Moved by Mr. Diokie-

Wellington County Council.
Wednesday, Dec. 4*

Mr. Moasie read a petition from the 
Directors of the General Hospital, pray­
ing that the County Council would grant 
such assistance as they in their liberality 
might devise. .

In support of the petition Mr. Massie 
recapitulated the steps taken for the es­
tablishment of the Hospital, stating at 
the same time that any sqm granted by 
the County Council would not be required 
until noxtyear* say 1st df July, 1873.

Mr. George Elliott, chairman of the 
hospital directors, being present, made » 
brief statement also in support of the pray­
er of the petition, urging that it>as neces­
sary to get a promise from the County 
Council iu order to successfully press the 
claims of the hospital upon the favorable 
notice of the Government.

Dr. Maudsley approved highly of the 
scheme, regarding it as a most invaluable 
boon to the whole County, but thought 
that the directors should first seek the 
co-operation of the counties of Bruce, 
Grey ànd Waterloo.

Mr. Massie pointed out that the direet- 
ora proposed to act upon the suggestion 
of Dr. Maudsley, but it was necessary 
that the example of this county should 
be first given in the way of liberal sup-

Mr. Laidlaw approved highly of the 
scheme proposed, but thought that the 
proposal to grant any sum of money at 
this season inopportune. A precedent 
for action in this matter might be found ' 
in the South Wellington Agricultural 
Society, two years ago, when a commit­
tee was appointed recommending to their 
successors that a certain sum should b$ 
granted to the undertaking. He was in 
favor of a similar course being followed 
on the present occasion.

Mr. Maseie pointed out that this would 
not enable them to go before the Gov­
ernment this session.

Mr. Howard strongly corroborated this 
view, as, if wo failed to get the Hospital 
claims put upon the estimates, he was 
sure unpleasant reflections would follow.

Mr. Rea liked the scheme well enough, 
but thought the Guelph Town Council 
should have put their hands in their 
pockets in the first place;

Mr. Massie replied that the County 
Council was the more important and ex­
tensive corporation, and thought that it 
should be called upon first ; besides, the 
Town of Guelph, by the munificence of a 
few citizens, had shown that thgy were 
prepared to give a stiong practical sup­
port to the undertaking.

Mr. Leslie and other gentlemen present 
expressed themselves as satisfied that the 
Government would put such a sum as 
they considered desirable upon the sup­
plementary estimates..

Mr. Stirton, who was present, pointed 
out from a lengthened parliamentary ex- 
perience that he regarded it as very im­
probable that the Government would 
place any such amount on the supple­
mentary estimates. He regretted to see 
in the remarks of some of the members 
of the Council that this was looked upon 
as a mere locdl matter. He denied this 
it was one affecting the interests of suf­
fering humanity throughout the entire 
County, and as such deserved the foster­
ing care apd liberality af the County 
Council.

Mr. Massie moved a resolution pledging 
the Council to oontribute 81,000 towards 
the building fund, and 8500 annually to­
wards the support of the Hospital, but 
having met with no seconder, it fell to 
the ground.

Mr. Massie then moved, seconded by 
Mr. Bruce, That the petition of the Di­
rectors of the Guelph General Hospital 
be referred to a special committee com­
posed of Messrs. Laidlaw, Nicol,,John­
ston, PrainhJelley, Robinson, McCarthy, 
Dr. Maudsley and Dr. Orton, and to re­
port at this session. Carried.

The Warden read accounts from W. G. 
Cuiloden,.Elora Times for advertising,86; 
County Clerk, disbursements, 844.40;
