The Coast Guard officers boarded the
steamer Murillo immediately on her
arrival in English waters. Her coming
here is considered a virtual surrender for
the purpose of settling the guestion of
ligbility. The Spanish Coxnsul is held
responsible for her custody while she re-
mains in the port of Dover. It is ex-
pected that the vessel will be sent to
London where the case will be tried. Her
present Captain is not the same who
commanded her at the time of the colli-
gion with the Northfleet. There is much
excitement at Dover over her presence
and detention. Bhe is anchored close to
the battery:

Chief Justice Cockburn has fined the
Editor of the Cheltenham Chronicle $750
for publishing criticisms on the conduct
of the trial of the Tichborne Claimant,
and threatens him with imprisonment if
the offence is repeated.

J. Mitchell showed tumblers
and ponters; Robert McCrae, fantails,
Jacobing, and tumblers; D. Coffee,
Jacobins. The display was a very pretty
one, and elicited much admiration from
the lookers-on.

LADIES' WORK.

This department in several of the sec-
tions is not so well filled as usual, still
there are many meritorious exhibits. In
hair work we noticed several fine speci-
mens, prominent amongst which those
of Mits Andrews, Guelph ; Miss C.Watt,
Puslinch; Miss Stevenson, Guelph, de-
serve especial mention. In seed wreaths,
and flower do., Mrs. W. Cockburn, Pus-
linch; Miss C. G. Cockburn, do.; Mrs.
Joseph, Shaw, Waterloo ; Miss E.Morgan,
eontribute some exceedingly pretty handi-
work. In moss work the first prize goes
to Miss N. Strickland, the second to Miss
8. Btricklaad ; whilst Mrs. . H. Mad-
dock, and Miss Lavinia Parkinton are
excellent contributors. In shell work
Miss Jos. Parkinson carries off the first,
and Miss L. Parkinson the second prize.
Miss M. Brown, Chingacousy, exhibits a
very neat tastefully arranged shell work-
box in this class. The first prizeis a
shell work frame of a likeness of the
Prince of Wales, and thesecond the same
thing of a likeness of Mr. Gladstone,
both very finely arranged and executed.
Miss Tolton, Eramosa, comes off the first
prize for worsted work raised; Mrs,
Garnham, CGuelph, is first for worsted
work; Miss L. Mickle, Guelph, very de-
servedly obtains an extra for a very fine
drawing room chair in worsted work.
