Much Vexed at Report That 
Two Millions Are Necessary 

to Make Fight

Say He Psroposes to Confine 
Expenditures to a Reason­
able Degree of Economy

Seagrit, N.J., Aug. 15—Economy to 
the extrmee and the smallest cam­
paign fund in the history of any 
party, if possible, represent the wish­
es of Gov, Woorow Wilson for the 
coming campaign. Discussing re­
ports that the Democratic party want­
ed to raise at least $2,000,000 Gover­
nor Wilson said;

"It vexes me that it has been said 
$2,000,000 has been fixed as the fig­
ure. I have not the slightest notien 
of how much is necessary, but I re­
member Mr. Bryan telling me the 
sum used in his campaign. I have 
forgotten the exact figure, but it cer­
tainly was under $1,000.000.

“My desire is to confine expendi­
tures to a reasonable degree of econ­
omy and absolutely legitimate ob­
jects. I regret that it costs as much 
as i does to run a campaign.”

Organizations Necessary
Gov. Wilson also amplified his 

views on organizations and political 
machines over which Frederick W. 
Hinrichs, once a candidate for lieut­
enant governor in New York, took 
issue with the governor on Saturday, 
calling the governor’s attention to Mr. 
Roosevelt’s position on these ques­
tions.

“Organizations are absolutely nec­
essary,” said the governor, “and it is 
always right to discriminate between 
political machines and organizations. 
A machine is that small part of an 
organization used for wrong purpos­
es, generally private and personal. It 
is not right to confuse an organiza­
tion with the machine.”
