As a Result of the Tehuantepec Fires—Many Plantations 

and Homes Destroyed.
Made in the Bank of Montreal Directors 

Yearly Statement—A Note of 
Warning.

Montreal, June 4.—At the annual 
meeting of the Bank of Montreal yes­
terday the statement of the directors 
presented to the shareholders gave the 
following statistics for the year: Cir­
culation increase, $321,000; deposits 
not bearing, interest, increase, $1,963,- 
000; deposits bearing interest, increase, 
$5,422,000; current loans and discounts, 
decrease, $360,000. It is pointed out 
that it is impossible to compare the 
above figures with last year’s, on ac­
count of the changes necessitated by 
the amended bank act, as the figures 
include foreign as well as Canadian 
business. The profits are a little in 
excess of last year, and the statement, 
the directors point out, is one of the 
strongest they have had the pleasure 
of laying before the shareholders..

The statement refers to the need­
lessness of a Canadian mint, and goes 
on to refer to the business situation, 
which it says was generally good dur­
ing the past year, notwithstanding the 
short crop in the Northwest and un­
satisfactory state of affairs in the 
mining districts. After referring to 
the condition of the woolen business, 
the statement says: “The outlook for 
the lumber trade is not of the best. 
There are also signs of over-produc­
tion in textile goods and manufacture 
of pulp, which only need judicious re­
straint to be put on a good basis. We 
must not forget the return of the 
wave," says the statement, "and get 
so far beyond our depth as to lose 
our footing."

Oaxaca, Mex., June 4.—Further de­
tails of the great fire which raged on 
the Isthmus of Tehuantepec for sev­
eral days have been received here. 
Over 70 people were unable to escape 
the rapid progress of the flames and 
were burned to death. The fire started

destruction to growing crops. Many 
thousands of acres of coffee trees, 
bananas, orange trees, and other trop­
ical products were destroyed. A num­
ber of plantation buildings were de­
stroyed. Those who met death in the 
flames were all families of plantation 
laborers, who, being unable to escape 
the fire, perished in their huts.
