Petersburg that the nihilists have shown
an unusual smount of activity during the
past few months, and had received
accessions to their ranks, owing to the de-
pression existing in verious trade centres
and the distress prevailing in the agri-
cultural districts throughout Ruesis. ‘ﬁm
czar’s long sojourn in Denmark is due to
vague reports that the nihilists were
hatching ;p‘rlot of such magnitude that
their previous exploits would be con-
sidered child’s play in comparison. The
police officials, after many inquiries, be—
came copvinged of the truthfulness of the
stories, and begged the czar to leave Rus—
sia and remain absent until the plotters
were unearthed. The czar, who has be-
come very nervous from the constant
alarms of nihilistic plots, willingly eom-
plied with the request. Large numbers
of detectives were st once set to work,
and by str efforts d hun-
dreds of the alleged nihilists. Tt is
rumored that after their arrest the
prisoners were 8o cruelly tortured that the
result was that ‘‘all was quiet in War-
saw.” The czar will therefore return to
8t. Petersburg next week. The anxiety
of the police officials, however, still con-
tinues, as the: mihilists are exoiting the
popul to d d the pation o
Bulgaria, hoping that such a step by Rus-
sia will resuit in & war with one or other
of the great powers.
