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NIHave You Seenof Conciliation and Arbitration laat year, 
introduced a bill a few weeks ago to sim­
plify the working of the law. In lieu of 
being standing organizations, councils were 
to ÿe appointed, as occasion demanded, and 
a substantial penalty was attached to the 
neglect of any party to a dispute to secure 
representation before the council when re­
quired. The fine mentioned was $20 a day. 
However, this bill has since been with­
drawn on the ground that a Royal Com­
mission in England has recently reported 
against such compulsory powers being con­
ferred. This matter is of interest in view 
of proposed legislation on this subject by 
the Legislature here.

immense savings had accrued to the state 
by the change to salaries.

Registrars were often engaged in other 
businesses, such as grafting, selling timber 
lands, etc. He closed by referring at some 
length to nepotism. The Attorney-General 
had 13 or 14 relatives in office,and the Com­
missioner of Crown Lands ran a close 

Lord Grey’s nepotism was men­
tioned in history and condemnsd by O’Oon- 
nell, while Lord Chancellor VVestbury, for 
appointing a son to an office in connection 
with the court,was censured by Parliament, 
so strong was public opinion with regard to 
the nomination. The only support for this 
part of the policy of the Government came 
from the practices of Tammany. And he 
suspected that they defended so warmly 
the fee system because, through their rela­
tives, thsy had so great an interest in it.

The nod or Hla Father.
Mr. Tait condemned strongly the refer­

ence to the appointment of the Attorney- 
General’s son, and in this relation said 
that a vary large and most influential depu­
tation waited on the Premier and asked 
him, in view of the sacrifices he (Sir Oliver) 
had made to his own great injury in the 
pnblio service, whether he would not con­
sent to the appointment of his son to that 
office. The answer was that he (Sir Oliver) 
would allow the other members of the 
Cabinet1 to settle the matter. He (Mr. 
Tait) questioned whether it was in the 
nicest taste to bring matters of this kind 
before the House. He suggested the filing 
of maximum salaries for the officials in 
question.

Mr. McCleary explained that the policy 
of the Opposition was to let the fees now 
collected aorue to the funds of the Goiinty 
Councils, by whom fair salaries for the work 
done would" be paid.

Mr. Godwin stated that the Registrar of 
Elgin “sweated” the office, having the work 
done by a deputy for some 8500 a year, and 
by hie two girls, who each received $3 a 
week, out of which they paid their board. 
[Laughter.] The registrar drew over $3000. 
[Hear, hear.]

Mr. Willoughby ascribed the tenacity 
with which the Government clung to the 
foe system to their desire to retain the 
immense amount of patronage which it 
afforded. [Hear, hear.]

Mr. Garrow opposed the amendment.

amendment re appointing oflielale was treat­
ed by the Government as revolutionary, 
when it simply reflected the sentiments, as 
lie believed, of a majority of the members 
of the Hduee and of a large number, if not 
the majority, of the people. The present 
system was represented ae perfect and yet 
the Government informed the House in the 
Speech from the Throne that a commission 
was to issue to collect the facts regarding 
this very question. If the Government was 
satisfied with the present practice, of what 
earthly use was the commission’ The 
fact was that the Government made that 
announcement to tide it over a pretty 
tight place—[hear, hear]—and having felt 
the advantages of this system in the past, it 
would be continued ae long as tbs Govern­
ment remained in power. [Hear, hear.] 
The counties of Halton, Wellington, Nor­
folk, Wentworth, Lanark,Northumberland, 
Durham, Dufferin, Ontario and Brant had 
all asked for ccntrol over the officiale they 
paid, and over the amount of fees received; 
while the counties of Lennox and Adding­
ton, Norfolk, Hastings, Huron, Stormont. 
Dundas and Glengarry and Middlesex had 
asked for a reduction of the fees, and Mid­
dlesex and Kent favored the payment of 
these officials by salary. [Applause.] This 
was the strongest evidence as to the feeling 
generally on this subject. The Goverument 
and its supporters talked wildly about the 
Americanizing of our inetitntione. But if a 
real instance of Americanizing was re­
quired it was unnecessary to look beyond 
the city of Toronto. [Hear, hear. ] The 
system pursued here was simply a disgrace 

* to the Government. He challenged any­
one to point to any place where offices had 
been duplicated without necessity to the 
extent that had been the case in Toronto 
—[applause]—where the fee system existed 
in ill its beauty. [Applause.] No less 
than two sherifis, two county crown at­
torneys and two registrars of deeds existed ! 
And the fees they drew were enormous! 
While personally these gentlemen did very 
little, the deputy registrar, who was the 
chief abstract clerk, and who did practical­
ly the greater part of the work of both 
offices, received less than $2500 a year, 
while the income of the registrars 
during the past four years had averaged 
$8310 annually, or $4155 each—[hear, 
hear J—much more than was paid the City 
Treasurer, who had to deal with financial 
transactions almost equal to those of the 
provinos, and yet this gentleman was paid 
a salary. [Hear, hear.] The division of 
the registry office in this city could not be 
defended. There might a well be two 
Mayors, two City Treasurers, or two 
Speakers of this House. In 1889 the 
County of York Law Association warned 
the Government against this division, ex­
pressly declaring that the reforms they 
urged could be better secured with a single 
registrar than with a sub-divided system 
and a multiplication of offices. [Hear, 
hear. ] But what had the division cost the 
city of Toronto? The enlargement 
of the Registry office was recently 
recommended at an estimated cost 
of $10,000, but Registrar Ryan stated it 
was absolutely necessary to provide accom­
modation for the two registrars and their 
staffs, and the coat was in consequence of 
this raised to $19,408.20. [Hear. hear.] 
As the expenditure» connected with the 
R.O. increased, the fees coming to the city 
declined. This, it wee true, wee in some 
measure due to real estate depression. In 
1890 these receipts amounted trf $12,500; 
in ’91, to $8881; in ’92, to $5762, and in ’93 
to $3007- The action of the Governmeot 
in counection with this whole matter was 
an unqualified outrage. [Hear, hear.]

Mr. Cleland opposed the amendment.

The refusal of the Government to make 
an allowance for patients in the Isolation 
Hospital cannot be justified on the grounds 
laid down by the Provincial Secretary. If 
a citizen of Hamilton or London is attacked 
with go infections disease and removed to 
the hospital in either of these cities he at 
once becomes a charge of 30 cents a day 
against the provincial treasury. But if it 
is a citizen of Toronto who is smitten with 
such a disease we receive nothing at all 
from the Government. The entire cost of 
supporting the patient falls upon the city. 
Toronto is prepared to accept this treat­
ment if the same treatment is dealt to all 
other municipalities indiscriminately. The 
statement that the Isolation Hospital is a 
separate institution from the General Hos­
pital is no excuse to relieve the Govern­
ment If Toronto has a better and more 
expensive system of caring for its sick than 
other cities, this is only the greater reason 
why the usual allowance should be granted. 
The Provincial Secretary defends the action 
of the Government on the ground that the 
paying for patients in the Isolation Hos­
pital would involve a new departure. A 
new departure it may be, but it would be a 
justifiable and common sense departure,and 
the city members ought to insist upon the 
departure being established.

Fuelling Canadian Interest. In London.

The 
Consumers’ Cordage Company, our chief 
competitor, can do this. And they get 
cheaper freights by sailing vessels, but in 
these a good deal of the manilla is damaged 
by water. Ntill that part can be utilized 
for rope which we jdo not manufacture. 
TheC.C.F. and the Brantford factories did 
not make as good twine as we did. Know 
this from tests. 1 believe that with boys, 
girls and women twine can be made cheaper 
than we can make it for with 50-oent-per- 
day prison labor; and they ought to be able 
to sell it cheaper than we can.

Mr. Clancy: I have information that pure 
manilla can now be laid down at the differ­
ent factories in this country for slightly 
over 4 3-4 cents per pound.

Mr. Noxon: Three days ago Little Cor­
rea t brand was quoted me by cable at £22 
3s laid down. Certain manilla could per­
haps be bought for £17, but twine oquld 
not be made of it, unless mixed with sisal, 
when a fair article can be made.

Mr. Clancy: The manilla 1 refer to can 
be used alone.

Mr. Noxon stated that the cost of manu­
facturing twine at the Central Prison was 
82.60 per 100 lbs.; the difference between 
0 1-8 and ,0873c. The pure manilla was 
apparently dearer, but really was cheaper, 
ae being finer it went more feet to the 
pound. Steal threw off fine particles 
in process of manufacture, and would be 
deleterious to the health of prisoners whose 
cNnetitutione were injured by excesses.
