ONE WAY TO FLOAT THE CANAL.
The proposed canal enlargement should
be viewed altogether as a commercial

d buy | enterprise, Those who favor the project

ought to give the public a reasonably
accurate idea of what the cost ‘will be
and also a reliable estimate of the
amount ol business that will be done on
the enlarged system. The promoters, in
short, should show that the scheme will
pay a decent dividend. As soon as this
fact is established, more than half the
buttle has been fought. There is mno
sense in taking up the project unless it
is evident that the saving to be effected
in transportation charges will exceed a
sum equivalent to 8 or 4 per cent. on
the capital invested. If the canal will
cost fifty million dollars, it ought to
be shown that at least two million dol-
lars a year could be paid by vesselmen
as tolls for the use of the canals with-
out their Yotal freight charges being as
high as they are under present coudi-
tions. If that fact is established the com-
mercial utility of the canal is estab-
lished. gt

It is possible that those who under-
stand the problem in all its bearings
may be able to convince the world that
the scheme will not only pay, but pay
handsomely. They may be able to show
that the St. Lawrence ship canal would
be a better investment than the Suez
Canal. As soon as the promoters convince
the public that the scheme is a sound
commercial venture, they will not likely
meet with further difficulties to pre-
vent the completion of -the work. The
Suez Canal was undertaken because it
was supposed it would pay a dividend.

The proposed canal through Kent and
Essex is being floated in this way. It
is altogether within Canadian territory,
yet United States capital will help to
build the canal. The proposed St.
Lawrence ship canal should be floated
just' ap a railway is floated. The capi-
talists of Europe' have advanced large
sums to build United States and Cana-
dian railways. Will they not advance
money to build a canal in this country ?
They willy if it can be shown them that
a dividend canmy be earned.

It will not pay to build the canal for
the Camadian tralfic alone, and in order
to induce the United States to use it
they must be amsured of certain definite
privileges. For instance, they will not
build a sepecial design of vessels, nor
deepen their harbors for thesa vessels un-
less they are assured of the right to use
the canals in:perpetuity. Again, the
United States must also be assured as
to: the rate of to]ls, within certain limi-
tations. Such details as these must be
agreed to before we can reasomably ex-
pect the United States to take’ an in-
terest in the proposed improvement. We
do not see why the scheme could not be
floated through a company corporated
under the laws of the Dominion. In
consideration of advancing the capital to
deepen the canals this company would
be empowered to collect tolls up to a
certain limit on all vessels passing
through. United States vessels would
have a perpetual right of way through
the canals upon the same terms and con-
ditions as Canadian vessels. In order to
facilitate the raising of the necessary
capital the United States Government
would guarantee three per cent. interest
on a certain proportion of the stock or
bonds, and the Dominion would guarantee
the remainder, The proportion that each
country should guarantee might be deter-
mined by arbitration, the basis of such
arbitration being the relative advantage
that the waterway would prove to the
two countries respectively, Another cir-
cumstance to be considered in the arbi-
tration is the fact that Canada at present
possesses  exclusive rights in the
system, and for abandoning these the
United States might reasonably be called
upon to bear a larger share of the respon-
sibility connected with the improvements.
Furthermore, either country might desire
at some futurc time to relieve its vessels
of all tolls on the canal, This could be
provided for by a condition in the char-
ter allowing the guarantors of the bonds
and stock the privilege of taking them
up at any time by paying their par value.
If the United States wished to make the
canal system free for its vessels it would
simply have to buy up the stock it had
guaranteed. Canada could do the same
thing. In fegard te this matter of reduc-
ing the rates one country could‘act inde-
pendently of the other.

“Under some such a scheme as this we
would. have a right' to appeal to the
capital of the world at large. The United
States Government or the Dominion Gov-
ernment might each invest in the enter-
prise the same as the English Government
has done in the Suez Canal. If the peo-
ple of the Western States have faith in
the canal they could either individually
collectively subscribe for stock. Great
Britain or Europe would not hesitate to
subscribe to the scheme if the people over
here guaranteed the interest and invested
in the stock themselves.

The nearer the project can be simmered
down to a purely commercial venture the
more likelihood is there of its being got
into practical shape, As far as possible
it should be kept out of politics. Com-
mercially we feel satisfied the scheme is
one of the best that has even been mooted.
If anything arises to defeat the project
that something will be political, not com-
mercial. The promoters should therefore
steer clear of political snags as far as
they can,

A MORAL TEACHER.

In his two letters to the President of
the Toronto Industrial Exhibition, Rev.
0. C. S. Wallace has given the public an
insight into his theory of moral educa-
tion. The reverend Zentleman claims to
be the relizious and moral teacher of his
congregation. We advise the congrega-
tion to investigate their teacher’s theor-
ies of life and to see if these theories are
not imore likely to enzender a siekly
rather than a robust moral nature. We
presume the rev. Zentleman has a person-
al knowledze of the ‘“‘abominable things”
he speaks about as appearing from year
to year at the Exhibition. If he hasn’t
such personal knowledZe he should refrain
from criticism. AlthouZzh he expressed
his dieapproval of-the living pictures by
sending back his tickets, we presume he
has been present at the Exhibition in
other years and has personally witnessed
gotne of the abominable things in ques-
tion. This religious and moral teacher
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undoubtedly means well and he is con-
scientious, but the weéll-meaning man
often does his friend an injury, and his
tory teaches us that & man may be con-
scientious and yet burn a dissenter at
the stake. The guestion is, should his
congregation allow Rev., Mr. Wallace to
judge them all by his etandard of man-
hood? The rev. teacher, in effect,
tells us that the public is demoralized
by witnessing women  performing
acrobatic feats on the bicycle, the hori-
zontal bar and the tight-ropes These per-
formances mecessitate their appearing in
costumes that more or less expose the
form of the wearer to public viewy Mr,
Wallace says that these exhibitions are
“coarse and indecent.” To him they may
be, but that is because he is a slow old
body and not able to keep pace with mod-
ern education. He is among those who
object to women wearing bloomers on
the bicycle, and to the bathing dresses
that are in vogue among the fair sex.
The only wobjection that exjsts to the
tights of the acrobat and to the bloom-
ers of the fair bicyclist arises from the
suggestions of such as the rev. gentleman
who say that the dress is coarse and in-
decent. It is only the suggestion of in-
decency that tends to make it such. The
more myetéry that surrounds the human
form the more likely are the young to
get ideas that will do them harm. The
rev. gentleman would make a mystery
ont of the fact that woman has two legs,
the same as man. It is this idea of
mystery and suggestion that does the
harm, not the actuality itsell. If it ie
universally agreed that knickerbockers
are more suitable for women than skirts,
then the alleged immodesty disappears as
soon as women take to wearing them.
Before many years women will adopt a
costume that will be exactly
suited to their needs. It
looks as if part of that costume will be
knickerbockers. Whatever the costume
may be it will not be considered indecent
if it is more suited to the needs of the
wearer than the pregent conventional
outfit. Rev. Mr. W;ﬁ;ce is especially
solicitous about th¢’ moral weliare of
the young people, his congregation,
When women take to the new costume
that is coming, the growing generation
of the time will view with as much in-
difference the baggy bloomer and the
natty knickerbocker as we do the vest
and tailor-made coat. They will enter-
tain no ideas of indecency about the
costume, because there will be no Rev.
Wallaces to hint and suggest indecency
to them.

'We sincerely trust that the weaklings
of Rev. Mr. Wallace's congregation will
fall under some beneficent influence.
They have been brought up like  plants
growing in a cellar. Let someone bring
them out into the sunshine. If they
cannot withstand the Industrial Exhi-
bition that was witnessed by 200,000 of
the best citizens of Ontario, God help
them when they find themselves  afloat
in the wicked world. r

SHELTERS FOR THE MOTORMEN.

President McKenzie has no faith in any
existing fender for street cars. Very
well. Neither have ‘we. But as to
shelters' for the motormen, what has Mr.
McKenzie to say about’them ? He pre-
tends to be anxious to adopt every. de-
+ise that will diminish the frequency
and violence of trolley accidents. = While
there is doubt about the efficacy of the
fender there is nope in regard to the
vestibule. It protects the motorman
from inclement weather, and renders him
more capable of controlling his car. The
motorman should not have his view ob-
structed by blinding snow and sleet, and
the arm by which he controls the brake
ought not to be allowed; to become numb
through exposure to gero. weather. The
vestibule is in the interests of the public
safety, and it should be introduced in
our trolley system at once.

Some of our citizens do not think it
wise for Toronto to thd this year a
sale of lands for taxes,\ They say that
because the list is large it will
hurt the reputation of the city. The
list is worse in length than in amount.
The delinquent lots are 1400 in number,
but in matter of fact the owner ith many
instances is the same for a dozen or 20
lots. There are not five hundred de-
linquent owners. And the total amount
in default, spread over five years, is
less than $140,000. In every city, es-
pecially after a period of real  estate
booming and the incorporation of out-
lying property within the city limits,
there is bound to be such defanit. It
has occurred in the history of every big
American city. It is even likely that the
Toronto list for the next sale will be
larger. But let us clear it up year by
year, and take our medicine whatever
it may be. Toronto real estate is‘gaing
through a process of revaluation, ¢ and
the sooner it is over ‘the better, Toron-
to is growing to-day, is bound to grow,
and will soon have a new and greater
period of prosperity than ever.

The Glenzarry News, the Liberal paper
in that county, has been enlarzed and is
in every way a creditable production. It
has put in a new plant. But that it will
displace Major MecLennan from the re-
presentation of the county is another
story.

HOME ROLE NOT R BATTLE CRY.

British Political Changes—Unionists and
Conservatives Ome —The Neweastle
Program To Be Revised.

London, Sept, 15.—Underneath a seem-
ing stagnation of politics, two highly
important movements are progressing.
The movement of first importance is the
initiative step of the Chamberlain Union-
ists, who are about to merge with the
Conservatives, partly with a view of
consolidating the anti-Home Rule forces
in the coming general elections. The
mere reform of the mechanism of elec-
tions is not by any means the biggest
change intended to be brought about
through this movement. The Duke of
Devonshire, the arch Unionist, and his
scarcely less astute coadjutor, Mr.
Chamberlain, propose & common program
marking the entire absorption of the Un-
ionists by the Conservatives, the chief
feature of the movement being the re-
vision of Mr. Chamberlain’s Irish logal
government scheme to the extent of creat-
ing County Councils with the central
lezislature located in Dublin. The Duke
of Devonshire is also credited with hav-
inz urged Lord Salisbury to accede to a
reform of the House of Lords by exclud-
inZ the hereditary element and increasing
the representative element. Obviously it
is the desire of the Liberal element of the
Unionists to Zo to the country in the
next elections with a platform contain-
inz sthe most attractive planks of tha
election manifesto of their opponents.

Home Rule Has Lost Ité Charms.

The .other movement, which originated
with the wire pullers of the National
Liberal Federation, aime to recast the
Newecastle program, putting in the fore-
ground the propopals for the abolition of
the veto power of the Houwse of Lords
and the Engzlish labor questions and keep-
inz in the background the question of
Home Rule and church disestablishment.
The Executive Committee of the Nation-
al Federation are comvinced that Home
Rule is no lonZer a potent party cry and
believe it necessary, that the electorate
should be azitated upon other grounds.

Lord Rosebery will announce the pro-
zram of the Government in & speech in
Glaszow in November, and in view of
thie a conference of the Liberal associa-
tions, which was to be convened in Edin-
burzh in October, has been postponed.
A section of the Irish party which has
admitted the necessity of first control-
linz the House of Lords by extracting
their fangs before the question of Home
Rule is azain submitted have been con-
vineed of their error and practically side-
tracked.

The Irish Circular Controversy.

The latest development in the contro-
versy over the Irish circular to which
Mr. Gladstone, Lord Tweedmouth and
other eminent Liberals responded is Mr.
Francis Xavier O'Brien’s communication
on the subject to the newspapers. Mr.
(’Brien at first declared that he knew
nothinz whatever about the circular.
Next he amseverated that he did not sign
the circular, thouzh he might bave known
of its existence.

Finally he says: “1T find to my sur-
prise thdat not only did I sign the circu-
lar, but! I made some alterations in the
wording ‘of it.” Mr. Healy ‘has taken
advantage of this admission. He has
his opponents on the hip and means to
throw them. A Healyite deputation is
about to start for America to cultivate
support of Mr. Healy’s opinion and_ ob-
tain fands to back them. Mr. E. F. V.
Knox, M.P. for Cavan, contributes to the
controversy a statement that the elec-
tion expenses of the anti-Parnellites in
1892 were largely paid by the National
Liberal Club of Great Britain.”

The Queen May Go to St Petersburg.

The Czar has sent an autograph letter
to the Queen, reinviting Her Majesty to
the wedding of the Cgarwitch and Prin-
cess Alexis of Hesse, in which he urges
that himself and his whole family are
anxjous for the presence of the Queen on
that occasion. The Queen ia desirous of
going to St. Petersburg, and is taking
the advice of her ministers and physicians
on the subject. 1

New British Trade Dollar.

A new British trade dollar ie being
coined for use in the east in the Calcutta
mint. It is of the same weight and
fineness of the Mexican peso. This will
help the Indian authorities to use some
of their surplus silver.

Panama Route Feasible.

Mr. C. E. H. Vincent, M.P., who has re-
turned from a visit to Panama, writes
that the French engineers feel certain
that they can defy the floods of the
Chagres Riyer and the obstacle of Cule-
bra mountain, which they believe they
will have no difficulty in cutting through.
Mr. Vincent concludes that the Pagama
route is superior to the Nicaragua vand
expresses hope of the success of the new
Panama works.

*Twas a Dead Heat.

ARCTIC EXPLORERS REVURN.

The Peary Main and Aukiliary Expedis
tions Arrive at 8t. John's, N.F.—Peary
Remains Amid the lce.

St. John's, N.F., Sept. 16.—The Peary
main and auxiliary expeditions, with all
well on board, arrived to-day from Fal-
con Harbor, which they leit on Aug. 26.
Pearyy" with Lee and Henson as volun-
teers, remin at the headquarters at
Falcon Harbor to complete their explo--
rations next season.

Most of the expedition work last fall
and winter was devoted to preparations
for the inland ice journey to Independ-
ence Bay, which began on March 6, with
a party of eight men, 12 slodges and 92
dogs. Five natives also assisted during
the first two or three days of the month
of March. On April 18, Peary, Baldwin,
Entrikin and Clarke, with 24 dogs ami
20 eledges, arrived at Anniversary Lodge,
having advanced in 81 days 184 miles,
and there cached their remaining supplies
and equipment, leaving Astrup, Lee and
Davidson in charge, Dr. Vincent having
been previously sent back incapacitated
by illness or injury from further service.

Frightful Storms.

Bad weather and a succession of storms
tulminated on March 19, while 23 mem-
bers of the expedidien were at a camp 40
miles from Anniversary Lodge, at an ele-
vation of 5600 feet., In the equinoctial
storms, which continued for four days,
the temperature averaged from 45 to 66
degrees below gzero, and reached a min-
imum of 60 degrees, and the wind for
34 consecutive hours blew 48 miles an
hour. The combination of temperature
and velocity of the wind, it is believed,
will break the record, and was far above
that sustained by any other Arctic ex-
ploring party.

. All of the explorers escaped serious in-
Jury except, Davidson, whose left foot
was frozen, but he has since fully re-
covered. Many of the dogs were frozen
solid, and others had to be chopped out
of the ice. Messrs. Peary, Baldwin, En-
trikin and Clarke pushed on, and in 14
days were 85 miles further. The max-
imum day’s march was 18 miles, when
the plague, having carried off many
dogs, and Entrikin being unfit for travel,
and the party so reduced by the hard-
ships they had undergone that the plans
for the summer could not possibly be
cz}rried out and only one-fourth of the
distance to Independence Bay had been
accomplished, when it had been expected
they would reach that point 10 days
earlier, it was decided to return.

Valuabie Work Accomplished.

The dogs continued to die on the home-
ward march, compelling the abandonment
of the sledge during last May. On the
trip they surveyed and mapped a hitherto
unknown coast line to Melville Bay for
100 miles. Messrs. Peary and Lee are
the first white men to see, measure and
locate the historic iron, meteorite near
Cape York, which they 'will bring home
next year. Mr. Entrikin and Dr. Vincent
made a sledge journey to Littleton Island.
They would have reached Kane’s head-
quarters but for open waters,

Lieut. Peary accompanied the Falcon as
far as Cape York, hoping to eend home &
n}eteorite, but the ice made this impos-
sible. He left the ship Tuesday morning,
Aug, 28, off Petowik glacier, 805 miles
north of Cape York, in an opan whale-
boat, with Henson and a crew of five nat-
ives, bound for Falcon Harbor, 150 miles
distant. When last seen the boat was
standing on her course under full sail with
a fair wind.

V'estructive Tidal Wave

A tidal wave on Oct. 1, 1893, de-
stroyed the launch and doreys adn swept
away more than half the oil supply, of
Which a portion was subsequently recov-

d. ‘The Durros, carrier pigeons and
launch Gen. ‘Wistar proved of little ser-
vice to the explorers, The party at the
lodge is amply supplied and proyisioned
for a year, and will be supported on in-
land ice next spring by the natives,

The auxiliary expedition, despite the
fact that the ice was heavier and more
pneral than for many years, accom-
shed much important work, all that
Bs in any manner practicable.

mmunication with Peary was not
opened up until Auz. 1, and Falcon Har-
bér was not reached until the 20th. Carey
I8lands, Cape Faraday and Clarence Head
were thorouzhly searched” and the death
of the Swedish explorers Bjorling and
Kallestenius settled. Relics were brouzht
from Carey Island, and a ekeleton, sup-
pused to be that of a sailor, was proper-
ly interred. Dr. Ohlin, the Swedish re-
presentative with the auxiliary expedi-
tion, returns direct fron Disco to Copen-
hazen. The ice also prevented the pro-
posed explorations on Ellesmere Land,
but the auxiliary party zathered much
valuable scientific data, made a careful
study of many important gzlaciers, and
obtained much new and valuable ma-
terial in Arctic deep-sea dredging.
