With a view to provide an adequate
supply of good clean seed oats of
strong vitality, special grade for seed
oats was established by order of the
Governor in Council. Car lotg of oats
of superior quality when admitted to
the Canadian Government Elevators
are separately binned when free from
wild oats and noxious weed seeds.
When sold for seed purposes they are
jubjected to cleaning, which entails
on ap average a wastage of 13%.
After cleaning, an official certincate
showing them to be No. 1 Canada
Western sced oats is issued to the
buyer.

These oats come from Southern Al-
berta, where Banner and Abundance
are the principal varieties grown.

The net cost of these recleaned seed
oats, including the premium paid to
the grower, the cost of cleaning, ele-
vator charges, and the wastage in re-
cleaning, is 80 cents per bushel,
freight paid to Fort William as is the
custom of the grain trade. For ob-
vious reasons they cannot be sold in
less than carload lots. When accom-
panied by ‘sced certificate carloads of
seed oats are given preference uver
other freight, and carloads are heing
delivered in  Ontario and Quebec
points in about 18 days from date of
shipment. Orders should be address-
ed to Canadian Government Eleva-
tors, 226 Grain Exchange, Winnipeg.

The idea of using more Royal bak-
ing nowder and less eggs in baking is
not entirely new, but the elaborate en-
larging and perfecting of the idea just
accomplished renders it a very pleas-
ant help, meeting the necessities of
the housewife of moderate means in
a time of soaring food prices.

In the British Isles the news has
been received with enthusiasm. The
baking powder company, while not
being accused of being an out-and-
out philanthropist in the matter, is
pointed out as having provided - the
means of effecting an enormous sav-
ing in household affairs in a way that
benefits everybody and harms nobody
-—except it-be the pride of the auto-
cratic hen. The company only com-
pleted its experiments recently, and
already the announcements are being
spread broadcast in the newspapers,
which, it will be remembered, many
years ago made the name of Royal
Baking Powder a household word all
over the world.

The cost of staple foods in Canada
has increased 41 per cent since the
war began, according to a statament
of figures issued by the Labor Depart-
ment at Ottawa. The Department's
standard weekly family budget of food
in July, 1914, cost $7.24, which in-
creased in February last to $10.46.
This is the highest increase in any of
the Allied countries except Great Bri-
tain, of which the Labor Department

has accurate records.

Still it would be hardly fair
to have these old gardens placed in
competition with ones? Per-
haps there should be a special or per-
haps they should be left aside compe-
tition for this class of gardens, and
all attention paid to the new gardens.

However, these points may be de-
termined, the people of Truro may ex-
pect in a short time a specific an-
nouncement of this garden -competi-
tion, and they should be getting ready
for it. There are a number of expert
gardeners in Truro who can give in-
formation, and the Agricultural Col-
